MINUTES
LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
January 2, 2007


I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on January 2, 2007 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chair Thomas H. Schaller. Vice Chair Kathleen M. Wasong and Treasurer Anthony J. Allen were also present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items
There were no comments.

III. Secretary's Report
By general consent, the minutes of the December 11, 2006 board meeting were approved as submitted.

IV. Treasurer's Report
Because of the early date of this meeting, the December 2006 treasurer’s report will be presented in full in February 2007.

V. Payment of Bills
On a motion by Mr. Allen, seconded by Ms. Wasong, the board approved the payment of bills:

VI. Reports
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Mr. Schaller reported there were 41 emergency calls in December for a total of 543 emergency calls in year 2006. In 2005 the total was 514 calls.
B. Lafayette Fire Company: No report was available.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting and during business hours.
D. Recycling Report: The November recycling rate was 19.64%, which includes 2.92 tons of large appliances.
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Ms. Wasong reported on the meeting held at Manheim Township on December 13, 2007. The main topic was a discussion of Transferable Development Rights (TDRs). The next LIMC meeting is scheduled for January 10, 2007 at Lancaster City.
F. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Officer Klete Griffin was present; however, there were no questions.
VII. Announcements
A. The next regular board meeting will be held February 12, 2007, 7:00PM. The public is invited to attend the workshop at 5:30PM.

VIII. Old Business: There was none.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #188—Southern Village, Phase II
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted the following reductions in financial securities: Cooper Custom Homes (Lot 262) from $165,199.10 to $91,410.00 and for the Heslin Partnership from $85,440.90 to $19,498.00. This is a total reduction of $139,732.00 leaving total remaining securities of $110,908.00.
B. LTPC #213—Honeysuckle Lane, Shepherd Family Ltd. Partnership, Preliminary/Final Land Development & Subdivision Plan (1896 Millersville Road)
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously granted an extension of time for review and approval until March 15, 2007.
C. LTPC #217—Penn Manor School District, Synthetic Turf Field Venue at Comet Field, Request for Modifications
1. Section 602.01.H.2 Reconstruction of Perimeter Streets: Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved this modification (Millersville Road is a state road).
2. Section 603.02.B Sidewalk: Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved this modification and will allow installation of a six(6)-foot-wide bituminous walkway along the street front.
3. Section 603.03.B Curbing: Mr. Allen moved to deny this modification and Ms. Wasong seconded. Donald Stewart, Superintendent of Penn Manor School District asked this modification be granted so as not to place an unnecessary burden on Penn Manor taxpayers. The curbing could cost as much as $250,000. He feels the money would be better spent on athletic fields and programs. It was pointed out to Mr. Stewart that the Lancaster Township Comprehensive Plan calls for all new development to include curbing. This is a township-wide goal for safety reasons. After further discussion, the board unanimously denied this modification request.
D. LTPC #197—Revised Final Land Development Plan
Ms. Wasong moved to approve the plan. Al Krull, Treeco Manor Partnership (owners of Manor Shopping Center), presented his reasons for requesting a waiver of the preliminary plan and approval of the final land development plan. Greg Bish, HRG Engineers, and Tim Snyder, Weis Markets, presented the plan and explained how work would progress. After discussion Ms. Wasong amended her motion to state: approval of a waiver of the preliminary plan, and approval of the final and land development plan providing all conditions, as stated in the township engineer’s letter of November 16, 2006, are met without exception. Mr. Allen seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

X. New Business
A. Resolution No. 2007-02
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved those persons authorized to sign on bank accounts at the Bank of Lancaster County and Citizens Bank.
B. Ordinance No. 2007-01
Ms. Wasong presented an ordinance establishing a residential permit parking zone and requiring parking permits. Ms. Wasong moved to advertise this ordinance and act upon it at the February 12, 2007 board meeting. Mr. Allen seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
Sandra Gingrich, Race Avenue, questioned what was actually being advertised. David L. Clouser, township manager, said it was notice that the ordinance to establish a residential permit parking zone is available for review and would be acted upon at the February board meeting. Mr. Clouser thanked Ms. Gingrich for sending to him the license plate numbers of the five cars most frequently parked on Race Avenue.

XII. Adjournment
With no further business to come before the board, the meeting was adjourned at 7:44PM.
