MINUTES
LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
January 5, 2009


I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on January 5, 2009 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chair Anthony J. Allen. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller and Treasurer Kathleen M. Wasong were also present. Others in attendance included some township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Allen led those assembled in the pledge of allegiance.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items
There were no comments.

III. Secretary’s Report
By general consent, the minutes of the December 8, 2008 board meeting were approved as submitted.

VI. Reports
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Mr. Schaller reported that there were 55 emergency calls in December, for a total of 533 emergency calls in year 2008. 
B. Lafayette Fire Company: There were four calls to the east side of Lancaster Township in the month of November 2008.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting and during business hours.
D. Recycling Report: The November recycling rate was 15.54%.
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: William M. Laudien, township manager, reported on the meeting of December 10 at Columbia Borough. There was discussion of a new board comprised of boroughs and townships that collect the earned income tax and discussion of the new Land Use Advisory Board. The next LIMC meeting is scheduled for January 14, 2009 at West Hempfield Township.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #187—Hawthorne Ridge Final Subdivision Plan, Reduction in Securities
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved a reduction in securities in the amount of $80,539.00 leaving a balance of $1,718,320.00. Mr. Schaller then moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously authorized $80,539.00 to be posted as a separate letter of credit for the apartment complex in the same development.
B. LTPC #227—Conestoga View Final Subdivision Plan
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously approved the signing of an exemption form for the PA DEP Sewage Planning Module.

X. New Business: There was none.

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
•Linda Deal, Herr Avenue, member of Millersville Borough Council and Scott Bailey, Frederick Street, member and president of Millersville Borough Council, spoke about the council’s ideas of annexing some Lancaster Township properties into Millersville: seven on Wabank Road, one on Millersville Pike, one on Creek Drive, CrossWay Church property, and Penn Manor School District property. Their stated purpose for wanting to annex this property is “for safety reasons” and to “even up some borders.” A meeting is scheduled for all interested parties on January 12, 2009, 7:00PM at Millersville borough offices. The full council will meet on January 13, 2009, 7:00PM, to discuss the same subject. Some further discussion ensued.
