MINUTES
LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
February 2, 2009

I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on February 2, 2009 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chair Anthony J. Allen. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller and Treasurer Kathleen M. Wasong were also present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Allen led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items: There were no comments.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #227—Conestoga View, 900 East King Street, Request for Extension of Time for the Preliminary/Final Plan
On a recommendation from the Lancaster Township Planning Commission, Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved a ninety (90)-day extension of time until April 20, 2009.

Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously certified the Lancaster County Treasurer’s Office list of uncollected municipal real estate taxes for calendar year 2008.

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
* A resident petition concerning a crime incident was presented to the board and will be discussed at the March 9, 2009 workshop. *Rabbi Sackett, of Spencer Avenue and Degel Israel Congregation, expressed his concerns about police protection and citizen safety. There has been vandalism and break-ins at the temple. He would like to see more follow-through by the police in attempting to solve the crimes. The supervisors said the township is working on these types of issues in conjunction with negotiating the 2009 police contract with Lancaster City. Rabbi Sackett was advised to call William M. Laudien, township manager, if there are further questions or comments. *Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, asked what was occurring at Conestoga View on East King Street. At this time, they are only subdividing the property into three lots. Mr. Worley then relayed his worries about prismatic traffic lights. He feels a driver is unable to see the colors of the light until they are right up to it, which could lead to accidents.
