MINUTES
LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
February 9, 2004

I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on February 9, 2004 in the Township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:30PM by Chair Thomas H. Schaller. Vice Chair Helen S. Adams and Treasurer Anthony J. Allen were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items 
There were no comments.

III. Secretary's Report
The minutes of the January 5, 2004 Organization Meeting and the Board of Supervisors Meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. Treasurer's Report

VI. Reports
A. Lafayette Fire Company: Chief Ron Nolt will attend the March meeting and present the annual report.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Chief Glenn Usdin presented the LTFD Annual Report. He also noted that the fund drive is $3,000 behind last year at this same time with 225 fewer donations. The annual chicken barbeque will be held in April.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: Reports are available for public inspection during this meeting and in the office during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: The recycling rate for December 2003 was 19.93%. The amount is down in winter months because no yard waste is collected separately.
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Mrs. Adams reported on the January 14 meeting. Mark Platz made a presentation on the Heritage Region. There was a brief update on the LIMC Regional Comprehensive Plan. The LIMC Greenways Parks Advisory Board publication, Greenpoints, will be delivered with the next Township newsletter in March. The new LIMC offices are being furnished now.
F. Compliance Audit of Lancaster Township Nonuniformed Pension Plan for January 1, 2001-December 31, 2002 was received.
G. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Office Todd Zima introduced himself to those in attendance. Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, commented that he has noticed an increase in the number of expired car inspection stickers. Officer Zima responded that an increase in resident calls for assistance has reduced the time for that type of enforcement. Peggie Miller, Valley Road, asked if residents can report expired stickers. The answer is yes; call the station with the license plate number. Mr. Allen thanked the police for reducing the number of double parking violations at Burrowes School. He also asked that the police ticket cars in driveways that block sidewalks. Officer Zima reported that calls to Sterling Place are going down because of the attention and assistance of new management at the complex.

?Peggie Miller, Valley Road, remarked that Philip Cullen, a noted Township resident, has passed away and that the Township owes him a debt of gratitude for the tremendous amount of volunteer work he performed for Lancaster Township and the public in general. ?Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, reported that some residents in his neighborhood have not kept their sidewalks cleared of ice and snow, as required by code. Mr. Worley then asked for permission to cut and remove fallen trees in Township parks. Upon the advice of the Township solicitor, an announcement is being published in the newsletter to solicit volunteers to perform this task. Volunteers will then be authorized on a first come, first served basis
