I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on February 10, 2003 in the Township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:30PM by Chair Anthony J. Allen. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller and Treasurer Helen S. Adams were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged. 

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items 
There were no comments.

III. Secretary's Report
The minutes of the January 6, 2003 Organization Meeting and the Board of Supervisors Meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. Treasurer's Report

VI. Reports
A. Lafayette Fire Company: Chief Ron Nolt presented the 2002 Annual Report, which for the first time showed a decrease in the total number of calls (63) to the East Side of the Township. The total monetary loss was $36,700. LFC is expecting delivery on a new pumper in March 2003. Chief Nolt thanked the Township staff for their support and assistance. Mr. Schaller asked for the dollar amount raised by the LFC 2002 fund drive on the East Side. Chief Nolt said he would get those figures and send them over.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: The LTFD answered 38 emergency calls in January. Chief Glenn Usdin announced that Fund Drive 2002 raised $102,168. This represents contributions from 38% of the Township households. Chief Usdin reported on the January Lancaster Racquetball Club fire. He also provided details on equipment damage to the ladder truck. According to Chief Usdin, the damage was a direct result of the extreme cold temperatures, which affected the hydraulics and mechanics of the ladder/bucket, not operator error. Repairs may cost anywhere from $50,000 to $100,000. and could take as long as three months to complete.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: Reports are available for public inspection during this meeting and in the office during regular business hours
D. Recycling Report: The recycling rate for December 2002 was 21%
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: The first meeting of the Regional Comprehensive Plan Steering Committee will be on February 13, 2003.
F. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Officer Will Gennetti introduced himself to those in attendance.

VII. Announcements
A. Tax Exemption - 4 Michelle Drive
Mr. Allen announced a decision by the Lancaster County Board of Assessment Appeals to grant a tax exemption to 4 Michelle Drive for a group home. This results in a tax revenue loss of $76.72 to the Township.

VIII. Old Business
A. Ordinance No. 2003-02
The above-mentioned ordinance was presented. It is a proposed amendment to the Lancaster Township Zoning Ordinance to establish regulations for demolition, relocation, and removal of structures. A Public Hearing will be held on March 10, 2003 at 7:30PM with Board action scheduled at the March 10, 2003 regular Board meeting. Carole Wilson, Lancaster County Planning Commission, gave a brief overview of the ordinance. Harold Bowers, Chair, Lancaster Township Planning Commission (LTPC), urged the Board to adopt the ordinance which was unanimously recommended by the LTPC. He noted the resolution on this matter is not on the agenda. The LTPC feels very strongly that the resolution, which allows for review until action is taken on Ordinance No. 2003-02, is a necessary element during the interim period. Mrs. Adams then acknowledged this omission in the agenda items.
B. Resolution No. 2003-02
Mrs. Adams moved to approve the above mentioned resolution to place on hold the issuance of permits for demolition, relocation, and removal of structures until Ordinance No. 2003-02 is acted upon. Mr. Schaller seconded, and after discussion, the motion carried unanimously.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business

X. New Business 
A. Resolution No. 2003-03
Mr. Schaller moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved contracting for administration services for the Consolidated Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act (COBRA) and Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPPA).
B. Federal Stormwater Management Regulations
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized RETTEW Assoc., Inc. to file a general permit application with PA DEP for the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) to discharge stormwater from the Lancaster Township Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4).
C. PPL Electric Utilities Right-of-Way Request
Mr. Schaller moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously granted right-of-way to PPL for the relocation of two utility poles in conjunction with the bridge replacement over the Little Conestoga Creek at Schoolhouse Road, and further authorized the Chair and Secretary to sign the agreement.
D. Application for Handicapped Parking Space
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously approved a handicapped parking space at 77 Spencer Avenue.

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
„TMr. Allen thanked Mr. Adams for his five years of leadership as township manager and wished him well in retirement. Mr. Adams stated, ¡§It has been a great pleasure serving the residents of Lancaster Township. I greatly appreciate having the opportunity. My best wishes go out to everyone involved with the Township.¡¨ „TBill Worley, Bean Hill Road, asked when the Schoolhouse Road bridge would be started. The County expects to begin in Spring 2003. „TPeggie Miller, Valley Road, expressed her feelings regarding the recent ComCast Cable increase in fees. She asked if the Supervisors would write an official letter to ComCast and the FCC to protest the rate increases. The Supervisors felt there would be more of an impact if these entities received lots of letters from individuals. It was also suggested writing to our US representatives. Ms. Miller then thanked Mr. Adams for his service and wished him best of luck. „TDick Simpson, Gordon Road, asked who the next manager would be. David L. Clouser will take the reins as Township Manager on March 3, 2003. „TMr. Allen welcomed students from a US government class at Lancaster Catholic High School. They observed the Board meeting as part of a class assignment.

There being no further business, Mr. Allen stated the unfinished workshop prior to the Board meeting would now continue. At the conclusion of the Workshop at 9:15PM, the Board retired to an executive session.
