February 11, 2002


I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on February 11, 2002 in the Township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:30PM by Chair Helen S. Adams. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Thomas H. Schaller were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged. 

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items 
There were no comments.

III. Secretary's Report
Mr. Allen moved to approve the minutes of the January 7, 2002 Organizational Meeting and the January 14, 2002 regular meeting as presented. Mr. Schaller seconded and the motion passed unanimously. 

IV. Treasurer's Report
Treasurer Schaller presented the Treasurer¡¦s Report showing the following amounts as of 1/31/02:

Mrs. Adams stated the Treasurer¡¦s Report would be filed for audit.

VI. Reports
A. Lafayette Fire Company: No report was received.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Chief Glenn Usdin said there was a total of 46 emergency calls (27 in Township and 19 outside) for January. Fund Drive 2001 raised $100,400, the best ever with thanks to Township residents. Chief Usdin reported that the LTFD has six Automated External Defibrillators (AED) in vehicles for emergency use on heart attack victims. It was also reported that the City would not install extra fire hydrants in the new phase at Sterling Place with the explanation that there are a sufficient number.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: Reports are available for public inspection during this meeting and in the office during regular business hours
D. Recycling Report: The recycling rate for December 2001 was 17.26%
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Lynn Stauffer, Director of Planning & Zoning, gave a brief synopsis of the LIMC meeting: there was a discussion about the impact a professional ball field in Manheim Township would have on traffic; appointments to the LIMC¡¦s various committees; the LIMC Annual Meeting Dinner on February 21 will have a presentation on regional planning; the concept of a council of governments was also discussed.
F. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer
Officer J. D. Shaeffer reminded residents that it only takes about 60 seconds for a burglar to gain entry into a house. He cautioned residents to take safety precautions including trimming shrubbery away from windows and to consider installation of a burglar alarm.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. Mill Creek Manor ¡V Revised Final Plan
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously granted unconditional approval of the Mill Creek Manor Revised Final Plan
B. Lyndon Sewage Pumping Station ¡V Final LD Plan
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously granted unconditional approval of the Lyndon Sewage Pumping Station Final Land Development Plan
C. Puranik LD Plan ¡V Reduction in Letter of Credit
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved a reduction in the letter of credit from $500.00 to a zero balance. Mrs. Adams noted this project has been on the books since 1997 and all requirements have now been met.

X. New Business 
A. Appointment to Zoning Hearing Board
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously appointed Joseph C. LoCurto to fill an unexpired term, which ends December 31, 2003. Mrs. Adams commented that Mr. LoCurto was graduated from York College, is a production coordinator with PP&L, and is a resident of Windolph Landing.
B. Ordinance No. 2002-01 ¡V Codification of Township Ordinances
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously adopted the above-mentioned ordinance, which is the codification of the complete body of legislation for Lancaster Township. Mrs. Adams commented that the Township¡¦s normal procedure with any ordinance is to present it at a Board meeting the month before adoption. In this case, because the ordinance does not constitute any new or changed legislation but rather is a compilation of existing legislation for easier reference, the Board felt it was not necessary to make an earlier presentation.

C. Resolution No. 2002-03 ¡V Revised Fee Schedule
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned resolution, which revises the Lancaster Township Fees Schedule. The schedule also addresses requirements under the new state building code. It also takes into consideration agricultural issues.

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
„TMichael Pickard, Crossfield Drive, asked for the site of the Lyndon Pumping Station. It is located on New Danville Pike adjacent to the Knight of Columbus. „TPeggie Miller, Valley Road, announced the Second Annual Author Luncheon on April 16 sponsored by the Lancaster Area Library. „TCharles Collom, Wilson Drive, asked for a status report on the Maple Grove Mill. At this time, Lancaster Township is awaiting a decision by Manor Township on subdivision and setbacks (property is located in Manor Township). Once approved, the agreement can be consummated. „TJoseph Ihns, Fairview Avenue, asked if the purchaser is a private individual and what is the intended use of the mill. Mrs. Adams replied it is a private individual and the purchaser has made no final decisions on use. It is known, however, that the historical exterior will be maintained and that the purchaser will comply with the conditions of sale which include legal deed restrictions.

There being no further business, Mrs. Adams adjourned the meeting at 8:04PM.
