MINUTES
LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
February 11, 2008

I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on February 11, 2008 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chair Kathleen M. Wasong. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen was also present. Treasurer Thomas H. Schaller was out of town. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Ms. Wasong led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items 
William Adams, Quarry Lane, noted that David L. Clouser, former township manager, was the first to benefit from the township’s recently changed retirement plan. Peggie Miller, Valley Road, asked why Mr. Clouser was “let go.” Ms. Wasong explained that the issue is a personnel matter and the board members are unable to discuss it. Charles Snyder, North President Avenue, commented that Mr. Clouser was very helpful in maintaining the dogwoods located in the center island of North President Avenue.

III. Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the January 7, 2008 organization meeting and regular board meeting were approved as presented by general consent.

IV. Treasurer’s Report

A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Chief Ron Comfort, Jr. presented the annual report and thanked the board for their increased financial support, thereby relieving the Lancaster Township Fire Department of the need to conduct fundraising events.
B. Lafayette Fire Company: Chief Ron Nolt presented the annual report encompassing the east side of Lancaster Township. He noted there was no significant fire loss on the east side; however, there was a 36% increase in calls to the same area.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: Reports are available for public inspection during this meeting and in the office during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: The December 2007 recycling rate was 16.60%.
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Ms. Wasong reported on the January 9 meeting at East Lampeter Township. There was no featured speaker and basic housekeeping items were the order of business. The next meeting will be at East Petersburg Borough on February 13 at 7:30AM.
F. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Officer Klete Griffin was present and there were no comments.

VIII. Old Business: There was no old business.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #212—Honeysuckle Lane (Costello Property), Reduction in Letter of Credit
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board authorized a reduction in the letter of credit of $186,992.00, leaving a balance of $247,071.00 as recommended by the township engineer.
B. LTPC #216—1401 Columbia Avenue, Recording of Final Land Development Plan, Request for Extension of Time
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board approved an extension of time for the recording of the above-mentioned plan until May 12, 2008.

X. New Business 
A. Resignation of Township Manager
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board accepted the resignation of David L. Clouser, effective March 4, 2008.
B. Resolution No. 2008-06
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board certified the 2007 real estate taxes that remain unpaid/uncollected, as per the Lancaster County Tax Claim Bureau.
C. Petition for Street Light Installation
Mr. Allen moved to authorize the installation of a street light at 335 Spencer Avenue. Ms. Wasong seconded the motion for the purpose of discussion. After discussion the motion was voted down. Ms. Wasong then moved, and Mr. Allen seconded, that action on this agenda item be deferred to the March board meeting in order to obtain costs involved with this type of installation.
D. Confirmation of Special Fire Police
Ms. Wasong, on behalf of the board, confirmed Percy N. Wise, Jr. and John Paul Jones as special fire police for the Lancaster Township Fire Department.

E. 904 Grofftown Road Partial Demolition
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and after discussion, the board declined to spend $15,000 for the partial demolition of 904 Grofftown Road.

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
* Ms. Wasong introduced John Paul Jones who was just confirmed as special fire police. She thanked him on behalf of the board and township residents for his willingness to serve the community. *Helen S. Adams, Quarry Lane, thanked the board for mentioning financial highlights during the treasurer’s report and encouraged the board to continue the practice at every board meeting.

With no further business to come before the board, the meeting was adjourned at 7:22PM.
