February 12, 2001


I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on February 12, 2001 in the Township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chair Michael F. Pickard. Vice Chair Helen S. Adams and Treasurer Anthony J. Allen were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged. 

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items 
There were no comments.

III. Secretary's Report
Mr. Allen moved to approve the minutes of the January 8, 2001 meeting as presented. Mrs. Adams seconded and the motion passed unanimously. 

IV. Treasurer's Report
Treasurer Allen presented the Treasurer’s Report showing the following amounts as of 1/31/01:

Mr. Pickard stated the Treasurer’s Report would be filed for audit.

VI. Reports
A. Lafayette Fire Company: No report was received.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: There was a total of 271 emergency calls in the Township for 2000 and 190 assists out of the Township for a total of 461 emergency calls. 
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: Reports are available for public inspection during this meeting and in the office during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: Mr. Allen reported the following recycling rates: 
January 2001 – 18.30%; October 2000 – 19.04%; November 2000 – 19.91%; December 2000– 20.76%.
E. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer
Eric Royer, Second Lock Road, reported frequent speeders on Second Lock Road and offered his driveway for police to monitor the situation.
F. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee (LIMC)
Mrs. Adams explained the LIMC is an inter-governmental body that tries to effect cooperative projects such as uniform signs, uniform curfew ordinance (which the Board will act on tonight), and Greenways. The LIMC also published a Map & Guide to Public Parks in the LIMC area, and the Greenpoints newsletter which is inserted into the Township’s newsletter. The Lancaster County Transportation Board was formed through LIMC efforts.

VII. Announcements
A. Calligraphy & Artwork on Loan
Joanne Young Stephan is the artist and calligrapher whose works are on display in the municipal offices. There is a regular rotating display by area artists.
B. Next Regular Board Meeting: March 12, 2001

VIII. Old Business
A. Ordinance No. 2001-01
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned ordinance known as the Curfew Ordinance.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #163 – Church of Jesus Christ of the Latter Day Saints Final LD Plan
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously granted conditional final plan approval for a parking lot expansion.
B. LTPC #146 – River Drive Subdivision Plan, Lot #2
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved a reduction in letter of credit from $6,747.40 to zero.
C. Sterling Place Development Corp. Letter of Credit
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved a Letter of Credit in the amount of $85,500 to replace an original three-party agreement, approved in 1996, reviewed and approved by the Township engineer as sufficient funds to cover all remaining improvements required of the developer, with completion dates in 2001. (Please see XI. for additional provision and explanation.)

X. New Business 
A. Ordinance No. 2001-02
Mr. Allen presented the above-mentioned ordinance, which amends Skateboard Ordinance No. 1998-03. The Board will act on the ordinance at the March 12, 2001 Board meeting.
B. Resolution No. 2001-04
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the revision of established uniform fees.
C. Appointments
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously appointed Amos L. Miller as Alternate Sewage Enforcement Officer, and Associated Building Inspections, Inc. as an Alternate Building Code Official.
D. Confirmation of Special Fire Police
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously confirmed the following Special Fire Police for the Lancaster Township Fire Department: Stanley Fisher, Chris Rohrbaugh who was present and introduced, Rodney Water, and Joel Wenger.
E. Application for Handicapped Parking Space
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved a handicapped parking space at 1030 East Orange Street.

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
Mike Nelson, a city resident at 132 Landis Drive, brought to the Board’s attention his inability to persuade police to take action against speeders on Landis Drive. He came to this Board because a portion of Landis Drive is in the Township.(Ken Notturno, attorney for Sterling Place Development Corp., asked the Board to reconsider their earlier decision on Sterling Place. Mr. Notturno stated that considering the fact that this is a new builder who only recently acquired the balance of lots, and given that in his view it would be impractical to install sidewalks this year, he felt it would be appropriate for the Board to amend their motion. At 7:47PM, after discussion, the Board felt it was necessary to retire to an executive session. At 8:02PM the Board reconvened and Mr. Pickard made the following motion: “I move for an additional provision in reference to the site improvement agreement that we moved on earlier this evening between Sterling Place Development Corp. and Lancaster Township that the streets may be accepted by the Township whether or not sidewalks and street trees are completed, provided that the maintenance bond be increased by the cost to complete those items, as determined by the Township engineer at the time of street dedication.” Mr. Allen seconded and the motion passed unanimously. (Charles Collom, Wilson Drive, asked how the Township will proceed. An attorney will handle the case, as was done before, and residents are urged to write directly to the Public Utility Commission to voice their concerns. Mr. Collom then asked if the LIMC could work on lowering taxes. Mrs. Adams replied that LIMC members have not discussed the specific subject, however, cooperative works and projects could save municipalities monies thereby possibly reducing future taxes. (Peggie Miller, Valley Road, inquired if the Board is joining with other municipalities in the most recent water rate increase request by the City. The Township will be a part of the group opposed to the increase. ( Mr. Pickard announced that Walter Lorenz, a long time Township resident, had passed away. Mr. Lorenz was a faithful attendee at Board meetings. The Board sends condolences to his family.(Bill Beard, Bean Hill Road, asked about the possibility of building a road parallel to Bean Hill from Second Lock to Judie Lane to ease traffic congestion. Mr. Adams replied there are no plans for such at this time. (Mr. Nelson also plans to attend the City Council meeting. 

XII. Adjournment
There being no further business, Mr. Pickard adjourned the meeting at 8:15PM.
