MINUTES
LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
February 12, 2007

I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on February 12, 2007 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chair Thomas H. Schaller. Vice Chair Kathleen M. Wasong and Treasurer Anthony J. Allen were also present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Schaller led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items 
There were no comments.

III. Secretary's Report
The minutes of the January 2, 2006 organization meeting and regular board meeting were approved as presented by general consent.

IV. Treasurer's Report
Treasurer Wasong presented the treasurer’s reports with December 31, 2006 balances of:

VI. Reports
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported 32 emergency fire calls in January. 
B. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: Reports are available for public inspection during this meeting and in the office during regular business hours.
C. Recycling Report: The November 2006 recycling rate was 17.39%.
LCSWMA 2006 Fourth Quarter Rebate: $11,895.55
Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Ms. Wasong reported on the February 5 LIMC meeting held at Lancaster City. Joe Grimes from the Peach Bottom Atomic Power Station made a presentation on emergency management procedures, with assistance from April Schilpp. The March 5 LIMC meeting will be held at East Hempfield at 7:30AM.
D. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Officer Klete Griffin was present. Elizabeth Miller, North President Avenue, stated there is a very serious situation with speeding on her street and asked if the SPEEDsentry machine would help. Officer Griffin said the device does cause drives to slow down. Mr. Allen noted the device actually records the statistics of speeding and the township will soon have the capability of downloading this information. Mr. Allen then reported that school buses are speeding on East Orange Street and Thaddeus Stevens students are speeding as well as parking illegally in that area of the township. Jenny Gomez, Atkins Avenue, brought to the officer’s attention that many cars are making illegal left turns from Atkins onto Columbia Avenue. Mr. Schaller asked what the penalty is for dumping acid on cars. Officer Griffin stated it is a misdemeanor with restitution. Mike Gramola, Rosewood Drive, reported a lot of litter on Second Lock Road. Mr. Nicholas, 1037 Wheatland Avenue, said it is extremely difficult to make a safe turn onto Race Avenue because of cars parked too close to the intersection. Rob Eckenrode, superintendent of highways, will check the measurements at the intersection for possible “no parking here to corner” signs.

VIII. Old Business
A. Ordinance No. 2007-01
Mr. Allen moved to approve the above-mentioned ordinance, which establishes a residential permit parking zone. Ms. Wasong seconded the motion. After lengthy discussion of the pros and cons of parking permits, the board unanimously approved the motion. The police will be notified to patrol the area more intensely as soon as signs and permits are issued. This process could take another four to six weeks. It was noted that William I. Roberts (who owns the business property that is the root of parking problems in the area) intends to appeal the violation notices that have been sent to IBS Company.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
B. LTPC #212—Honeysuckle Lane Final Subdivision Plan
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved an extension of time until June 9, 2007 to meet conditions noted in the township engineer’s letter of December 6, 2006.
C. LTPC #218—Binkley Property Preliminary/Final Plan, Request for Modifications
Mr. Allen moved to approve the above-mentioned request. Ms. Wasong seconded for purposes of discussion. Ms. Wasong was disturbed to learn about a pending lawsuit, which precludes a park. After further discussion, Ms. Wasong then withdrew her initial motion and moved to grant an extension on the modification requests until April 13, 2007. Mr. Allen seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
D. LTPC #218—Binkley Property, Request for EDUs
This is a request to allocate twenty-seven (27) EDUs from SLSA to this plan. In view of the other aspects of the plan, Mr. Allen moved to table this topic. Ms Wasong seconded the motion, which the board unanimously approved.

X. New Business 
A. New Appointments
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved the appointments of Kenneth S. Armentrout and Kenneth E. Buchmann to the Public Safety Committee with terms expiring on December 31, 2007.
B. Bids for Lancaster Township Excess Equipment
The board approved the following high bids for purchase of the following:
1. Eight-foot Diamond 4-way snow plow: Surplus Saver, Inc.—$251.00
2. 1990 International 4900 dump truck: Surplus Saver, Inc.—$5,501.00
3. Four used Titan 12X16.5 10-ply skid loader tires: Keener Tree Service—$90.00
4. Ingersol Rand G-150 air compressor: E&S Excavating—1,200.00
C. 2007 Lancaster County Urban Enhancement Fund Grant Application
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved the filing of a joint application with the Lancaster County Conservancy for $85,000.00 to enable the construction of a 1.3-mile trail along the Conestoga River from Betz Drive to South Duke Street.
D. Resolution No. 2007-03
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously certified the amount of uncollected municipal, school, and county taxes for calendar year 2006, as presented by the Lancaster County Tax Claim Bureau.
E. Resolution No. 2007-04
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously certified the amount of uncollected municipal, school, and county taxes for September through December 2005, as presented by the Lancaster County Tax Claim Bureau.
F. CDBG Regional Advisory Council Appointment
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously appointed Ms. Wasong to sit on this council.
G. Lighting in Parking Lot Bounded by Elwood Avenue & West Avenue
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board moved to strongly recommend that shielding be added to all of the lights in the above-mentioned parking lot.

H. In-Home Business at 148 Bentley Lane
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board approved instructing the township solicitor to determine if the township should intervene in the pending litigation before or after a court decision is made. If it is determined by the solicitor that the township can do nothing after a court decision is handed down, then the township should opt in, before a decision is made, on the legal proceedings involving the ZHB decision relative to the above-mentioned property.

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
* Gordon Drake, River Road, asked when any action might be taken on his requests for a stoplight or pedestrian crosswalk Marietta Avenue/River Drive, actuated or not, and three-way stop signs at Meadowbrook Avenue/River Drive and Ridge Road/River Drive. The board replied that staff would need to investigate the legalities of these installations with PennDOT. Mr. Drake also noted the planned Binkley project house lots appear to be too close together and further recommended that the township not take ownership of the park as it could be a financial burden. *Terri Finger, Woods Avenue, asked if storm water from Wheatland Avenue could be redirected to storm drains because it now floods her basement and is undermining her foundation. David Clouser, township manager, replied that this is a PennDOT decision. They could be petitioned to install new curbing but the neighbors would be charged for the project. *Ginny Gibble, School House Road, asked the board to set a date for the proposed historic preservation ordinance. Ms. Wasong then moved to send the ordinance to the township solicitor for input and then present it at the March 12, 2007 board meeting. Mr. Allen seconded the motion, which passed by a two-to-one vote. Ms. Wasong and Mr. Allen voted in favor of the motion; Mr. Schaller voted against the motion. *Gordon Reed, South Conestoga Drive, informed the board that the state police will sometimes team up with municipalities to monitor speeding using radar. Mr. Clouser will look into this. Mr. Reed also pointed out what he believes are problems with the Binkley development project including a traffic study which doesn’t consider buses, churches, etc; a dangerous school bus pickup site on a road with less than twelve feet width; guardrails on Conestoga Road and Drive that prevent pedestrians from getting out of the way of traffic; and, the need for a study of the intersection at Conestoga Drive/East King Street, which may need a traffic light.

XII. Executive Session
With no further business, the board resumed the workshop meeting at 9:08PM. At 9:25PM, the board retired to an executive session for personnel purposes.

XIII. Adjournment
At the conclusion of the executive session, the meeting was adjourned at 10:27PM.
