February 14, 2000


I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on February 14, 2000 in the Township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chair Anthony J. Allen. Vice Chair Michael F. Pickard and Treasurer Helen S. Adams were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged. 

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items 
There were no comments.

III. Secretary's Report
There being no comments, Mr. Allen moved to approve the minutes of the January 10, 2000 meeting as presented. Mrs. Adams seconded and the motion passed unanimously. 

IV. Treasurer's Report
Treasurer Adams presented the Treasurer’s Report showing the following amounts as of 1/31/00:

Mr. Allen stated the Treasurer’s Report would be filed for audit.

VI. Reports
A. Lafayette Fire Company: Ron Nolt, the new Lafayette Fire Company chief, presented their annual report to the Board. Of the 164 calls in 1999, 96 were run in Lancaster Township.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Thomas Schaller reported 37 emergency calls for the month of January. Mr. Schaller reminded everyone of the Lancaster County Fireman’s Convention be hosted by LTFD on June 2-3 with a fantastic parade on the 3rd. He also reminded all that LTFD solicitations are only done by mail, not telephone.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: Reports are available for public inspection during this meeting and in the office during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: Mr. Allen reported a recycling rate of 19.97%, which includes Christmas trees. Without trees the rate is approximately 18.8%


VII. Announcements
A. Community Get-Together
A Community Get-Together will be held March 27, 2000, for the Gable Park/Bausman/Chadwick Communities at the Manor House Apartments, 1415 Spencer Avenue, at 7:00PM
B. Chesapeake 2000 Forum
There will be a meeting on march 7, 2000, 7:00PM, at the Maple Grove Community Building to solicit input on the Chesapeake 2000 Agreement. The Bay Partner Communities are sponsoring this meeting with assistance from the Alliance for the Chesapeake Bay and PA DEP. Mrs. Adams noted the states of PA, MD, VA, and the District of Columbia are asking for input prior to their signing the agreement. The Susquehanna River is in one of the watersheds that empty into the Chesapeake Bay. The PA Growing Greener Plan is included in the Bay Agreement. Mrs. Adams invited and encouraged all to attend the meeting.

VIII. Old Business
A. Approval of Minutes of Organization Meeting on January 4, 2000
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded and there was unanimous approval of the 1/4/00 meeting minutes.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #159-Quarry Ridge Preliminary LD Plan
Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously granted a 90-day extension, to April 19, 2000, for approval of a revised preliminary plan.

X. New Business 
A. Appointments
On a motion by Mrs. Adams, seconded by Mr. Pickard the Board unanimously approved the following appointments that are retroactive to January 2000: Peggy D. Hall to the Zoning Hearing Board with a term expiring 12/31/02; Thomas H. Schaller to the Building Code Board of Appeals with a term expiring 12/31/03; Alex Henderson III as the LASA Representative with a term expiring 12/31/04.
B. Resolution No. 2000-03
Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded and the Board unanimously authorized the Township Manager to enter into a reimbursement agreement with Penn DOT for work at the Intersection of East King Street (SR 0462) and South Conestoga Drive.
C. Resolution No. 2000-04
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board by this resolution unanimously endorses and supports the “Conestoga Greenways: A River Corridor Conservation Plan” and the listing of therein named waterways on the PA Rivers Conservation Registry.
D. Ordinance No. 2000-01
Mr. Pickard present the above-mentioned Ordinance that provides for installation of stop signs at Hillcrest Road and Wilson Drive. The Board will vote on this Ordinance at the March 13, 2000 Board of Supervisors meeting.

E. Castle Roller Skating, Inc.
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously approved an all-night skate on April 15, 2000.

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
Dr. Charles Winter, 80 School House Road, feels it is inappr(opriate for the City to dump snow on the parking lot behind his property and Valentino’s Restaurant day and night. Dr. Winter says it is filled with dirt and trash. Lynn Stauffer, Director of Planning & Charles Collom asked why we are posting stop signs at Hillcrest and Wilson. Mr. Allen and Mrs. Adams replied they are for safety purposes as sight is difficult since the intersection does not have ninety-degree angles.(Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, inquired why Weis markets don’t recycle everything. Their trash is collected by a privately contracted hauler and we don’t know what their practices are. Mr. Worley thanked the Township for an excellent plowing job in his neighborhood. He mentioned, however, the snow piles are too high and too close to the corner of Wabank and Bean Hill for safety. (Walter Lorenz, 49 Parkside, asked that the 25 MPH speed sign at Grofftown and Chestnut be moved further up the road giving motorists more time to slow down. Rob Eckenrode, Superintendent of Public Works, will look into it. Mr. Lorenz also said Community Hospital crews are pushing snow from their parking lots into the streets creating high piles at corners that motorists can’t easily see around. (Zoning, spoke with Richard Nissley at the City who assured her they would clean up the site after the snow melts. Mr. Pickard stated, and Mr. Allen agreed, there are more appropriate sites where the City can dump snow. In the past they have used sites at Conlin Field and an area on S. Broad Street. Because of the concern about run-off and flooding of nearby properties, William Adams, Township Manager, will discuss keeping catch basins clear and running freely with the City. 

XII. Adjournment
With no further business presented, Mr. Allen retired the Board into an Executive Session at 7:45PM after which the meeting was adjourned. The next meeting is March 13, 2000 at 7:00PM.
