MINUTES
LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
February 14, 2005

I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on February 14, 2005 in the Township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:30PM by Chair Helen S. Adams. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Thomas H. Schaller were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items 
There were no comments.

III. Secretary's Report
The minutes of the February 14, 2005 meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. Treasurer's Report
Treasurer Schaller presented the Treasurer’s Reports with December 31, 2004 balances of:

A. Lafayette Fire Company: Chief Ron Nolt presented the 2004 Annual Report for Lafayette Fire Company. Chief Nolt also announced the company’s new website: Lafayettefire.com .
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Chief Glenn Usdin presented the 2004 LTFD Annual Report. He reiterated his belief that Knox boxes should be used in Lancaster Township, especially by businesses.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: Reports are available for public inspection during this meeting and in the office during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: The December 2004 recycling rate was 18.11%.
E. LCSWMA Quarterly Rebate: There was a quarterly rebate of $11,209.29, a direct result of Township residents’ recycling efforts.
F. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Mrs. Adams and David Clouser, Township Manager, reported on the two past meetings in January and February. Of note were discussions on the Emergency and Municipal Services Tax, changes to elections sign regulations, and the proposed Millersville Official Map.
G. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Officer Klete Griffin was present.

VIII. Old Business – There was none.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #189 – Elm Avenue Single Family/Condos
1. Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously denied a request for modification of Section 403.05.Y, Section 609.05.H, as it pertains to street trees (trees need to be provided where none exist).
2. Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved a modification to Section 403.05.Y, Section 609.05.H, as it pertains to a landscape plan until such time as a land development plan is proposed for Lot #4.
3. Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved a modification to Section 603.02, as it pertains to sidewalk width to provide for a four-foot (4) wide sidewalk to match the existing adjacent sidewalk width.
B. LTPC #190 – 1305 Marietta Avenue, Lot Add-On (Weaver Property)
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously granted conditional plan approval for the above-mentioned property.
C. Demolition Request for 156 North School Lane
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously concurred with the Historical Commission recommendation for the demolition of the above-mentioned single-dwelling property.
D. LTPC #179 – 1350 New Danville Pike (Mellinger Property), Reduction in Letter of Credit
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously granted a reduction in the letter of credit for the above-mentioned property in the amount of $52,737.00 leaving a balance of $52,170.00.

X. New Business 
A. Resolution No. 2005-04
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously certified Lancaster County Tax Claim Bureau’s list of unpaid taxes for calendar year 2004 totaling $8,006.25.
B. Resolution No. 2005-05
Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously certified Lancaster County Tax Claim Bureau’s list of unpaid taxes for calendar year 2003 totaling $42.47.
C. Confirmation of Special Fire Police for Lancaster Township Fire Department
Mrs. Adams confirmed the following individuals as LTFD Special Fire Police: Christina Haavistola, Paul Castline, Joe Lauscher, and Mariah Shoultz.
D. Request for Handicapped Parking Space
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously granted a handicapped parking space at 319 South West End Avenue.
E. Application to PennDOT for 3-Way Traffic Light
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously approved a request from Mr. Ben Hogan, developer for Southern Village, that Lancaster Township apply to PennDOT for installation of a 3-way traffic light at Wabank Road and Route 741. The Township agrees to make application with the understanding that Mr. Hogan will pay for five (5) years of maintenance on the signal and the Township will be the permit holder.

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
?Two personnel changes were announced: Sergeant Bill Williams (replacing Sergeant Schmidt) began his tenure in the Township on February 14, 2005, and the new Office Assistant, Joanne Yost, will begin working at the Township on February 22, 2005. ?Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, reported that the double arrow sign at the intersection of Wabank and Bean Hill Roads has been knocked down. Mr. Eckenrode, Public Works Superintendent, said it has been reported to PennDOT and will be replaced. ?Bob Desmarais, Conestoga Road, thanked Mr. Eckenrode for keeping the roadways free of debris. He also reported a great reduction in nighttime noise at the Conestoga Bar and Inn.
