March 8, 1999


I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on March 8, 1999 in the Township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chair Helen S. Adams. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Michael F. Pickard were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items
Alex Henderson, 2051 Rice Road, stated that Community Block Grants were probably not available for the Honeysuckle project but suggested checking with Eric Powell at the County. He also said water lines and sewer lines cannot be put in the same trench. Mr. Allen said that type of installation must have a three foot separation between the two lines.

III. Secretary's Report
There being no comments, the minutes of February 8, 1999 were approved by general consent.

IV. Treasurer's Report
Treasurer Pickard presented the Treasurer’s Report showing the following amounts in funds, accounts, and investments as of 2/28/99:

VI. Reports
A. Lafayette Fire Company
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Thomas Schaller reported 26 emergency calls in February for a yearly total of 61 calls.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: Reports are available for public inspection during this meeting and in the office during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: Mrs. Adams reported a recycling rate of 18.93% for January. The February report from York Waste was not available.
Mrs. Adams introduced Officer Rodriguez. Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, asked if he could turn in some live ammunition. The officer replied yes and that he should call police headquarters to make arrangements.

VII. Announcements
A. Lancaster Township Web Site Award: Mrs. Adams announced the Township was awarded second place in the 31st Annual PSATS Citizens Report Contest in the Miscellaneous Communication Media/Home Pages category. She thanked staff and Rettew Associates, Inc. for their assistance.
B. East End Park: Mrs. Adams reported the Township is engaged in negotiations with the City for purchase of the old North Sewage Treatment Plant on N. Conestoga Dr. She cited numerous mentions of this at board meetings and in the newspapers. The property is approximately 25 acres and suited only for park area. Money has been set aside in the Township budget and there will be a need for a development plan.
C. Community Get-Together: A Community Get-Together will be held March 22, 1998, 7:00PM, at Manor House Apartments, 1415 Spencer Avenue. School Superintendent Vicki Phillips will be present for the first portion of the meeting.
D. Lancaster County Community Expo: The County Commissioners will host the 2nd annual Lancaster County Community Expo March 19-20 at the Host Resort. One hundred eighty entities will participate.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. Lancaster Township Planning Commission Annual Report
Mrs. Adams reviewed the LTPC Annual Report, which is available for public inspection. Some highlights are: review of five plans, the adoption of the Zoning Ordinance and Act 167 Stormwater Management Plan.
B. LTPC #154-Lorraine Allison/Lot Add-On Plan
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and there was unanimous approval of a 90-day time extension to July 1, 1999.
C. Loop Drive Request at 1103 Wheatland Avenue
Mr. Pickard moved, Mr. Allen seconded and there was unanimous approval of the Township Engineer’s recommendation to approve with the condition that the second driveway be located and configured in accordance with the proposed plan.

X. New Business 
A. Resolution No. 5 of 1999
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously adopted the above-mentioned resolution which authorizes the Lancaster Area Sewer Authority to proceed as necessary with the Honeysuckle Lane Community Sanitary Sewer Project.
B. Resolution No. 6 of 1999
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and there was unanimous approval of the above-mentioned resolution which authorizes the Township to enter into an agreement for the purchase of electrical capacity and energy and associated services from PP& L Energy Plus Co. This will result in a 10% reduction in cost.
C. Ordinance No. 02 of 1999
Mr. Pickard explained the purpose of the above-mentioned ordinance which allows the escrowing of fire insurance payments to guarantee repairs/clean up of property after a fire loss. Mr. Pickard moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the Ordinance.


XI. Guest Recognition and Participation

Alex Henderson, Rice Road, thanked the Board for letters notifying residents of the Planning Commission meeting. He also expressed appreciation for a call from the Township engineer, but does not feel there should be any rezoning of the Luik property. 

Ray Bricker, Abbeyville Road, said there is a problem with people parking in the fire lanes at Manor Shopping Center. He also brought to the Board’s attention the three trucks which are parked over weekends and frequently all day during the week at Community Park. He felt they should be asked to move since they take parking space away from those using the park. Mr. Bricker asked if the Township was going to purchase Lancaster Community Park. Mrs. Adams answered that the Township has approached the School District of Lancaster, the owners, but there have been no discussions. Mr. Bricker notified everyone that additional parking is available at the church which is close to the next Community Get-Together. Seeing the attendance, he stated he hopes more people will attend the Board meetings on a regular basis. 

Mark Scheuchenzuber, Joseph Road, asked for an update on whether or not there will be an amendment to the fireworks Ordinance. Mr. Adams replied there will most likely be a first reading at the April Board meeting with action at the May meeting. 

Peggie Miller, Valley Road, asked if the Township had joined the formal complaint to the PUC regarding water rate increases. Mr. Adams replied yes, we are one of eight municipalities who have joined together. Ms. Miller then asked how much the Township receives from Suburban Cable. She is upset with the recent rate increase. Mrs. Adams stated we have a fifteen year agreement at 5% and the Township is only able to deal with the basic cable rate. Mr. Adams mentioned there is very preliminary federal consideration of deregulation. 

George Goldbach, Honeysuckle Lane, asked the purpose of purchasing land in the East End. Mrs. Adams said the Township has no parks in the East End. She explained the property is deed restricted to park/open space and therefore unsuited for building making it perfect for park space. Mr. Adams noted the state sets criteria for owning park/open space which has an impact on state and federal funding. It could even have a possible impact on funding for the Honeysuckle sewer project. A dual purpose is served by owning more parkland which benefits all of the Township, not just the East End. Mr. Goldbach then suggested the Luik property be saved as a game preserve to avoid loss of the wild game already there. 

John Kreider, Millersville Pike, thanked Lori Jacoby for enforcing the existing sign regulations at Manor Cinema. He has noticed the Maple Grove Mill wall on Columbia Avenue is severely bulging and inquired as to any update on the property. There has been no progress or decisions. Mr. Kreider asked if rentals are increasing at Maple Grove Community Building. The response was yes, rentals are increasing). And he then requested microphones and amplification be used at meetings. Mr. Allen immediately turned on the system. 

Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, commented on the good reconstruction job at Engleside but suggested an improvement: as one is headed south on Prince Street to Rte. 324, the signs are confusing and direction arrows would help guide motorists.

XII. Adjournment
With no further business brought before the Board, Mrs. Adams adjourned the meeting at 8:05PM. The next meeting is April 12, 1999 at 7:00PM.
