LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes
March 9, 2009

PUBLIC HEARING
At 7:00PM, Chair Anthony J. Allen called to order the hearing on a proposed conditional use application pursuant to Section 280-71A and Section 280-137.2 of the Lancaster Township Zoning Ordinance. The applicant, Cellco Partnership, dba Verizon Wireless, is proposing to install a communications monopole tower, equipment shelter and related equipment on property owned by Lancaster Township at 1420 Columbia Avenue. After statements, explanation and marking of exhibits by the township solicitor, David E. Wagenseller, the public hearing was continued until March 19, 2009, 7:00PM, at the township offices, 1240 Maple Avenue.

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on March 9, 2009 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Anthony J. Allen called the meeting to order at 7:14PM. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller and Treasurer Kathleen M. Wasong were also present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Allen led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS: There were none.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the February 2, 2009 Board of Supervisors meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Wasong presented the treasurer’s report as of February 28, 2009:

Mr. Allen stated the treasurer’s report would be filed for audit.

V. PAYMENT OF BILLS
Ms. Wasong gave a brief report on some of the larger revenue amounts on the treasurer’s report. On a motion by Ms. Wasong, seconded by Mr. Schaller, the board approved the payment of bills (February 2-March 9, 2009):

VI. REPORTS
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Chief Ron Comfort, Jr. presented the 2008 Lancaster Township Fire Department Annual Report. The total number of calls for the year (498) was down from the previous year. There were 37 calls in the month of February, making a total of 83 for the first two months of 2009.
B. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting, and during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: The recycling rate for January 2009 was 16.62%. 
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Report: William M. Laudien, township manager, reported on the February 11 meeting at West Lampeter, which was devoted to discussion of a body art/tattoo ordinance. Ms. Wasong stated the next LIMC meeting is on March 11, 7:30AM at East Lampeter.
F. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: No officer was present. Both Peggie Miller, Valley Road, and Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, inquired as to why there has not been an officer in attendance for the past several meetings. It was explained that officers only attend the meeting if they are not detained with other police business.

The Lancaster Township supervisors are committed to the goals
as established by the adoption of the Regional Comprehensive Plan
and the following actions are consistent with the directives of that document
VIII. OLD BUSINESS: There was none.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #227—Conestoga View, 900 East King Street, Preliminary/Final Subdivision Plan Modifications
Mr. Schaller moved to grant the following modifications:
1. Section 308—Stormwater Management Plan: Lancaster Township Planning Commission (LTPC) recommends approval with the following conditions:
a. discharge locations of the existing storm water facilities on Lots 2 and 3 are identified on the plans; and,
b. permanent drainage easements are to be provided to allow the conveyance of storm water across other properties as needed to allow storm water runoff to flow directly into a natural watercourse or into an existing storm sewer system (these conditions are satisfactorily addressed on the revised plans).
2. Section 402.02.A—Plan Scale: LTPC recommends approval of this modification, which provides for a plan scale of one (1) inch equals one hundred (100) feet and one (1) inch equals one hundred fifty (150) feet so that the entire site can be presented on one plan sheet, with the following conditions:
a. the plan must legibly present all survey and zoning data and all preliminary and final plan requirements of Sections 402 and 403 of the Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance (SLDO); and,
b. a sheet is added that represents as an existing conditions plan that satisfies the existing conditions feature requirements of Section 402.04 of the SLDO as applicable (these conditions are satisfactorily addressed on the revised plans).
3. Section 602.01.H—Improvements of Existing Streets and Intersections: LTPC recommends approval since the existing roadways are in adequate structural condition, approval is recommended in areas where curbs and sidewalks are not required. In areas where curbs and sidewalks are required, the existing street must be milled to its centerline, widened, and overlaid to the new curb in accordance with Lancaster Township specifications. (The revised plans provide road widening along City Mill Road and Betz Road, where curb and sidewalk is proposed.)
4. Section 603.02, 603.03—Installation of Curb and Sidewalk along all Street Frontage: LTPC recommends approval of this modification to install curb and sidewalk in those areas where there is existing curb and sidewalk and along both sides of Conestoga Drive with the condition that the proposed greenway trail and easement be delineated on the plan. (It is noted that the applicant does propose sidewalk and curb installation along Betz Road and City Mill Road. This condition is satisfactorily addressed on the revised plans.)
Ms. Wasong seconded the motion for purposes of discussion. At this point Joe Eisenhower, Light Heigel & Associates, and Todd Wagner, S&P Real Estate, (both representing the owners) presented the plans with explanations and answered questions. After discussion, the board unanimously granted the above-mentioned modifications.
B. LTPC #227—Conestoga View Preliminary/Final Subdivision Plan Conditional Approval
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously granted conditional plan approval.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Ordinance No. 2009-01
Mr. Schaller presented Ordinance No. 2009-01, which repeals Ordinance No. 2008-02 in its entirety and allows for the setting of the Lancaster Township Schedule of Uniform Fees by resolution rather than by ordinance.
B. Lancaster Township Historical Commission Bylaws Amendment
This item was not acted upon as the proposed new bylaws were not ready for board action.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
* Peggie Miller, Valley Road, thanked the board for their recent event in recognition of township volunteers. *Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, asked if the property on which the communication tower will be constructed was sold or leased to Verizon. The property was leased (long-term) to Verizon. ?The board then acknowledged the presence of Joseph Kirchner who was attending the meeting as part of his studies at Lancaster Catholic High School.


XII. EXECUTIVE SESSION
The board retired into an executive session at the conclusion of the workshop session at 6:30PM and adjourned the executive session at 6:50PM.

XIII. ADJOURNMENT
With no further business brought before the board, the meeting was adjourned at 7:36PM.
