Minutes ¡V March 10, 2003

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors¡¦ meeting was held on March 10, 2003 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Anthony J. Allen called the meeting to order at 7:30PM. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller and Treasurer Helen S. Adams were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
Chair Allen introduced David L. Clouser, who became township manager on March 3, 2003.

There were no public comments.

III. SECRETARY¡¦S REPORT
Minutes of the February 10, 2003 Board of Supervisors¡¦ meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER¡¦S REPORT
Treasurer Adams presented the Treasurer's Report as of February 28, 2003:

Mr. Allen stated the Treasurer's Report would be filed for audit.

VI. REPORTS
A. Lafayette Fire Company: No report was received.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Chief Glenn Usdin presented a LTFD ¡§turn-out¡¨ coat to the new Township Manager, David L. Clouser. He then reported a total of 36 emergency calls in February. There were some very serious fires in which there could have been loss of lives, were it not for hard-wired smoke detectors on the premises. Chief Usdin thanked the Board for passing the Township¡¦s smoke ordinance several years ago. The LTFD is holding its annual chicken barbecue on Saturday, April 5 at the South Station. Tickets are available from all fire department volunteers or by calling 394-5353. 
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting, as well as during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: The recycling rate for January 2003 was 20.39%.
E. DCED Annual Audit & Financial Report for 2002
F. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Report: There was nothing new to report.
G. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Sergeant Sonya Johnson was present but no questions were asked of her.

VII. ANNOUNCEMENTS
A. 2002 Lancaster Township Audit
Robert Newcomer, Beard Miller Co., presented the audit at 8:15PM. He reported there were no items of note. In summary, he stated that taxes provide 65%, and trash and recycling 21%, of the revenue. Mr. Newcomer noted that the Township must begin looking for ways to increase revenue as the economy gets tighter.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS
A. Ordinance No. 2003-02
Mr. Allen moved and Mr. Schaller seconded to defer action on the above-mentioned ordinance until the April 14, 2003 meeting. The motion passed. In light of the deferral of this ordinance, which offers guidelines for demolition of structures and buildings, Mrs. Adams moved to extend Resolution No. 2003-02 until April 14, 2003. The resolution, which expires today, provides for temporary regulation of building/structure demolition. Mr. Schaller seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #178 ¡V Lancaster Country Day School LD/Lot Add-on Final Plan
Mr. Schaller moved to approve the recommendations of the Lancaster Township Planning Commission and grant the following three modifications to the Subdivision & Land Development Ordinance: 
1. Preliminary Plan Application, Section 305.01, since no new streets are being proposed;
2. Streets, Private Streets, Alleys & Driveways, Section 602.01.H.1 relative to improvements to the property that provide an access drive/driveway, or similar connection, to Hillcrest Road. The portion of Hamilton Road in Lancaster Township will be overlaid for 18 feet from the center line, widening the existing street by 4 feet;
3. Street Intersections relative to clear sight triangle with a line of sight between points of one hundred (100) feet from the intersection of the centerlines. Because of a circular drop-off (not a street intersection) area for students, stop signs will be added at the intersection of the parking area and Hamilton Road.
Mrs. Adams seconded and the motion passed unanimously. She also noted that the part of Newton Road located in Manheim Township is now lined with parked cars since Lancaster Township erected signs prohibiting parking along the Lancaster Township side of the road during school days.
B. LTPC #174 ¡V Southern Village
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously approved a recommendation from the Planning Commission to forward the Community Acknowledgement Form to the Federal Emergency management Agency (FEMA) which involves review of the Letter of Map Based on Fill (LOMR-F).



X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Appointment of Township Manager and Secretary
Mr. Schaller moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously appointed David L. Clouser as the Lancaster Township manager and secretary to the Board of Supervisors.
B. Bid Awards
1. Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously awarded a contract to Stewart-Amos, the low bidder, for an Elgin Pelican Sweeper at a price of $80,650.00 ($102,950 less $22,300 trade-in).
2. Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously awarded a contract to Hunter Keystone Peterbilt, the low bidder, for a Peterbilt Model 330 dump truck with snowplow and salt spreader for $90,063.00.
3. Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously awarded a contract to B.R. Kreider & Son, the low bidder, for reconfiguration of Columbia Avenue (SR 0462) and Abbeyville Road to provide a right turn lane for $46,222.24.
C. Ordinance No. 2003-03
Mr. Schaller presented the above-named ordinance that establishes a framework for the storage, collection, transportation, processing, and disposal of solid waster/municipal waste in accordance with the LCSWMA Plan and PA Act 101. The Board will take action on this ordinance at the April 14, 2003 Board meeting.
D. Resolution No. 2003-04
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously approved those persons authorized to sign all banking accounts.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
„TPeggie Miller, Valley Road, invited everyone to the Heritage Day Celebration at Lancaster County Library on March 11, 12:00 noon to 8:00PM. „TGreg Lehman, Millpond Drive, thanked the Public Works crew for a great job in clearing the snow from streets. „TIn anticipation of the closing of School House Road bridge, Ray Bricker of Abbeyville Road, asked the Board to come up with ways to ease the traffic build-up on Abbeyville. Mr. Bricker suggested installing a left-turn arrow. „TJoe Ihns, Fairview Avenue, reported there are still many drivers cutting through Bausman and speeding continues. Both aspects are safety issues in the neighborhood. „TMichael Pickard, Crossfield Drive, Township Emergency Management Coordinator, reported that all emergency vehicles and personnel coordinated and worked together extremely well during the February snow emergency.
