LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes
March 10, 2008

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on March 10, 2008 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Kathleen M. Wasong called the meeting to order at 7:00PM. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Thomas H. Schaller were also present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Ms. Wasong led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS: There were none.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the February 11, 2008 Board of Supervisors meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Schaller presented the treasurer's report as of February 28, 2008:

Highway Aid Fund 281,242.63
Parks and Open Space Fund 45,679.26
Capital Reserve Fund 386,091.16
TOTAL $3,420,756.93
Ms. Wasong stated the treasurer's report would be filed for audit.

V. PAYMENT OF BILLS
Mr. Schaller gave a brief report on some of the larger revenue amounts on the treasurer’s report. On a motion by Mr. Schaller, seconded by Mr. Allen, the board approved the payment of bills:

VI. REPORTS
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: There were 31 calls in the month of February making a total of 87 calls for the first two months of 2008.
B. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting, and during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: The recycling rate for January 2008 was 16.38%. 
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Report: Ms. Wasong was unable to attend the meeting on February 13 in East Petersburg. She did report, however, that a committee was established with the purpose of investigating neighborhood development within the urban growth area. The next LIMC meeting is its annual meeting on March 27 at The Barn in Manheim Township and the next regular meeting is on April 9 in Lancaster City.
F. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: No officer was present and there were no questions.

VII. ANNOUNCEMENTS
A. Ms. Wasong extended the board’s condolences to the family of Jack Kenneff. Mr. Kenneff was the township solicitor for Zoning Hearing Board business. His contributions to the township and the greater community were numerous and he will be sadly missed.
B. Next Board of Supervisors’ Meeting: April 14, 2008, 7:00PM

VIII. OLD BUSINESS: There was none.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #210—Evergreen Estates, Reduction in Letter of Credit, Final LD Plan
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously authorized a reduction in the letter of credit by $38,414.00 leaving a balance of zero.
B. LTPC #212—Honeysuckle Lane, Reduction in Letter of Credit, Final Subdivision Plan
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously approved a reduction in the letter of credit by $56,925.00 leaving, a balance of $24,750.00, which is to be held for remaining sewer improvements as approved by LASA.
C. LTPC #224—Conestoga Reserve (formerly Binkley Property), Request for PA DEP Sewage Planning Exemption
Ms. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board granted a sewage planning exemption as per the letter from HRG, Inc. dated January 28, 2008.
D. LTPC #224—Conestoga Reserve, Revised Final Subdivision Plan
The board discussed that off-site sidewalks previously associated with this plan have been eliminated because the property owners involved would not grant any easements. Mr. Allen then moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously granted conditional plan approval for the above-mentioned plan.
E. Sterling Place Lot #50, Reduction in Securities
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously authorized a reduction of $3,186.00, leaving a zero balance for sidewalks and trees. The site was inspected and all conditions were met.
F. Wabank & Millersville Roads Highway Occupancy Permit Extension
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously granted a one-year highway occupancy permit supplement/extension as requested by David Miller and Associates.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Verizon Wireless Lease Agreement
This item was removed from the agenda, as there was not enough information available for a decision.
B. Petition for Street Light Installation
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously authorized the installation of a street light in front of 335 Spencer Avenue. There are no installation costs and the monthly use bill (which is minimal) will be added to the township’s monthly bill.
C. Confirmation of Special Fire Police
Ms. Wasong confirmed the appointments of James M. F. Taylor and Theodore R. Moyer IV as special fire police with the Lancaster Township Fire Department and thanked them for their service to the community.
D. Appointment of Resident for Assistance with 2010 Census Data
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously appointed Boyd Sponaugle to assist the township with completing the Local Update of Census Addresses program (LUCA).
E. 2010 Census Bureau Deadline for LUCA
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously authorized the township solicitor to act on behalf of the township regarding an extension of the Census Bureau’s LUCA deadline.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
* Peggie Miller, Valley Road, thanked the board for their recent event in recognition of township volunteers. ?Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, questioned the need for repaving Judie Lane. Rob Eckenrode, public works superintendent, explained the problems of “spider cracks and alligatoring”, which need to be addressed. *Mr. Schaller commended Gordon Reed, Conestoga Drive, on his excellent letter to the newspapers regarding the number of tax-exempt properties in Lancaster Township. Ms. Wasong went over some of the exempt properties and also questioned some designations. Staff will look into the topic. Bill Adams, Quarry Lane, remarked that 10% of the total number of properties is about average for tax exemption. *Mr. Worley asked if the trash could be collected along Bean Hill Road as it is becoming quite a problem. Mr. Eckenrode will check with the rubbish rangers to see if they will schedule a clean-up day. *Mr. Adams asked if there was any progress in the hiring of a township manager. The board is holding an executive session after this meeting to review resumes.

XII. EXECUTIVE SESSION
At 7:30PM, the board retired into an executive session.

XIII. ADJOURNMENT
With no further business brought before the board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:22PM.
