I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors¡¦ meeting was held on March 11, 2002 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Helen S. Adams called the meeting to order at 7:30PM. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Thomas H. Schaller were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were none.

III. SECRETARY¡¦S REPORT
Minutes of the February 11, 2002 Board of Supervisors¡¦ meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER¡¦S REPORT
Treasurer Schaller presented the Treasurer's Report as of February 28, 2002:

VI. REPORTS
A. Lafayette Fire Company: No report was received.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Chief Glenn Usdin reported 22 emergency calls in February for a yearly total of 79. Two of those calls were to the Mill Creek construction site where heaters being used to dry the wallboard set off minor fires. Chief Usdin cautioned those gathered about this type of use. He then mentioned that the residents who are now living there are in a construction zone, which can be very unsafe. He also reminded residents of the emergency drought conditions and the ban on open burning. The LTFD is holding its annual chicken barbecue on Saturday, April 6 at the South Station. Tickets are available from all fire department volunteers. 
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: The recycling rate for January 2002 was 18.68%.
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Report: There was no regular meeting.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. 2081 Rice Road
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously granted 1.) approval of a modification to Section 602.01K of the LT Subdivision & Land Development Ordinance (dedication of additional right-of-way along frontage of property) for 2081 Rice Road, and 2.) unconditional plan approval of the Revised Final Plan for 2081 Rice Road. Mr. Allen then moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously approved an amendment to the previous motion to approve the motion subject to meeting the two conditions set forth in a letter from Mark Lauriello, RETTEW Associates, Township engineer, dated February 19, 2002
B. Stabler Tract
Jeff Butler of David Miller/Associates presented a Conceptual Open Space Development Plan for 98 acres, which includes a quarry known as the Stabler Tract. Although the space allows for 357 housing units, the plan calls for 317 units (198 semi-detached, 65 single-family homes, 54 town homes). Incorporated in the plan is a greenway and 26.5 acres of open space. This project has not yet been formally submitted to the Lancaster Township Planning Commission.
C. Lancaster Township Historical Commission Bylaws
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned Bylaws as amended.
D. Lancaster County Bicycle & Pedestrian Transportation Plan
Bill Swiernik, a member of the county committee responsible for the plan, made a presentation and answered questions. Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded and the Board unanimously endorsed the above-mentioned plan prepared for the Lancaster County Planning Commission in September 2000.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Ordinance No. 2002-02
Michael Kyle, Executive Director of the Lancaster Area Sewer Authority (LASA), presented the facts of the above-mentioned ordinance requiring and regulating the use of public sanitary sewer. This ordinance also appoints LASA as the Township agent. The Board will act on the ordinance at the April 8, 2002 Board meeting.
B. Ordinance No. 2002-03
Mr. Schaller presented the above-mentioned ordinance that amends the Code of Lancaster Township, Chapter 263, Vehicles & Traffic, ¡±263-10 and ¡±263-11. The Board will act on this ordinance at the April 8, 2002 Board meeting.
C. Resolution No. 2002-04
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized the execution of an agreement of sale for the Maple Grove Mill. Mrs. Adams explained some of the restrictive covenants and conditions.

D. Resolution No. 2002-05
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized the execution of Reimbursement Agreement No. 087763 between PennDOT and Lancaster Township (amount of $58,000) for roadway improvements at Marietta Avenue (SR23) and North President Avenue.
E. Appointment of Township Tax Collector
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously appointed the Lancaster County Treasurer as the Township¡¦s official tax collector. This action was necessary because of the resignation of the duly elected tax collector. 

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
„TJoseph Ihns, Fairview Avenue, requested additional playground equipment for Lancaster Community Park and also the repair and/or removal of a play bridge. Mrs. Adams explained that the School District of Lancaster owns the park, not the Township. It has in the past been a cooperative effort between the Township, the City and the School District. The Township, however, is the primary entity maintaining the area. The Township has repaired/replaced some play equipment and is about to remove the tube slide because of vandalism. „TPeggie Miller, Valley Road, noted the upcoming seminar of playground safety sponsored by Lancaster County Parks.
