Minutes – March 12, 2001

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on March 12, 2001 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Michael F. Pickard called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Vice Chair Helen S. Adams and Treasurer Anthony J. Allen were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were none.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
Minutes of the February 12, 2001 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Allen presented the Treasurer's Report with the following as of February 28, 2001:

Mr. Pickard stated the Treasurer's Report would be filed for audit.

V. PAYMENT OF BILLS
On a motion by Mr. Allen, seconded by Mrs. Adams, the Board approved the payment of bills:

VI. REPORTS
A. Lafayette Fire Company: Chief Ron Nolt presented the 2000 Lafayette Fire Company Annual Report. There were 75 runs to the East End out of 502 total. Lafayette is planning to purchase of a new pumper in 2001. Chief Nolt noted that the old pumper was donated to a fire company in the South. There is also the possibility of purchasing thermal imaging equipment and AED’s, automatic external defibrillators.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: No representative was present.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: Mr. Pickard reported a recycling rate of 18.96% for February.
E. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Officer J.D. Shaeffer was present. Mike Nelson, Landis Drive, brought his concerns of speeding and running stop signs to Officer Shaeffer. The Board agreed to write to City Police since the issues noted are a joint concern. Eric Royer, Second Lock Road, also had concerns about speeders on his road. He was told speed striping had just been laid down on his road. Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, questioned whether or not the 6:00AM speeder in his neighborhood had been caught. The officer said on the occasions that he had checked, no one was speeding.
F. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Mrs. Adams presented a brief overview of the LIMC, whose members work collaboratively and cooperatively on various municipal projects. The Governor’s Award for Excellence was awarded to LIMC for Park and Greeways Planning Programs. Mrs. Adams also provided information on CREP, a federal program that takes cropland out of production to reduce pollution and establish wildlife. CREP also deals with riparian buffers.

VII. ANNOUNCEMENTS
A. Community Get-Togethers: Mr. Pickard announced two Community Get-Togethers: March 26 at Maple Grove Community Building and March 28 at Community Hospital. Tim Breneisen of Lancaster County Solid Waste Management will speak on recycling matters.
B. Next Board of Supervisors Meeting: April 9, 2001, 7:00PM (Workshop begins at 5:00PM)

VIII. OLD BUSINESS 
A. Ordinance No. 2001-02
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned ordinance, which regulates skateboard, scooter, and rollerblade use in the Township.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. Sterling Place Development Corp. Agreement
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved a Site Improvement Agreement with Sterling Place Development Corp., which includes provisions for a Letter of Credit in the amount of $85,500 to replace an original three-party agreement approved in 1996. This agreement has been reviewed and approved by the Township engineer as including sufficient funds to cover all remaining improvement required of the developer. This action supercedes action taken at the February 12, 2001 meeting.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Ordinance No. 2001-03
Mrs. Adams presented the above-mentioned ordinance authorizing the execution of a joint agreement with LASA and other municipalities for a Regional 537 Planning Project. Mr. Adams explained this would replace several separate municipal plans with one plan for the entire LASA service area, which includes seven townships plus LASA. This is an example of inter-governmental cooperation that is highly endorsed by PA DEP. This project will receive County and State grants thus greatly reducing the need for local funding. The Board will act on this ordinance at the April 9, 2001 meeting.
B. Resolution No. 2001-05
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above mentioned resolution supporting the James Buchanan Foundation for the Preservation of Wheatland in placing a fund-raising banner across Marietta Avenue.
C. Appointments
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the following appointments to the newly formed Lancaster Township Historical Commission: Juliana Falk, Ginny Gibble, Alace Humphreville, James Jolly, John Loose, Nancy Rogers, Scott Shonk, and ex-officio Gordon B. Reed.
D. PA DEP Water Obstruction & Encroachment Permit
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized the Township Manager to enter into and sign the above-mentioned permit pertaining to the Little Conestoga Creek Riparian Restoration project.
E. Municipal Office Renovation Project
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously accepted the bid of $17,950. from Nissley & Son for the reception area renovations at 1240 Maple Avenue. It was explained that the reception area will be moved to the lower level (the Perry Avenue entrance), thus making it the main entrance. This will provide better access and more convenient parking for residents. There will also be additional security features included in the renovations.
F. Refuse Pickup Holiday Schedule
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the new schedule for refuse pickup during holidays, effective immediately. If the holiday falls on: Monday – Tuesday and Wednesday pickups will be Wednesday and Thursday; Tuesday – Tuesday and Wednesday pickups will be Wednesday and Thursday; Wednesday – Tuesday pickup remains on Tuesday, but Wednesday pickup will be on Thursday.
G. Contract for Codification
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized the Township Manager to enter into an agreement with General Code Publishers Corp. for the codification of Township ordinances. Mr. Adams explained this will be a consolidation and cross reference of all Township ordinances making for quicker and easier access. 

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
Eric Royer, Second Lock Road, inquired about the tree clearing on Rabbit Hill Road. He was told the developer for Gable Park IV is allowed to perform tree and brush clearing only.(Sandy Worley, Bean Hill Road, stated there is abundance of trash along roadways in her area and asked what can be done. Sterling Place is especially bad. The Township will be meeting with Sterling Place owners and management and will address this ongoing problem. (Charles Collom, Wilson Drive, asked if the signs for Stop Landfill Expansion could be removed. The Township can only remove them if they are in the right-of-way. Mrs. Adams stated the LIMC is working on this very issue, a difficult one because of freedom of speech. Mr. Collom asked if the Township receives monies from Cable TV. The Township receives an amount every year based on 5% of Comcast’s revenue, which this year amounted to $109,000. Mr. Collom then inquired about the status of Maple Grove Mill. He was told that there is an organization that is very interested in a purchase or lease. (
