LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes
March 12, 2007

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on March 12, 2007 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Thomas H. Schaller called the meeting to order at 7:30PM. Vice Chair Kathleen M. Wasong and Treasurer Anthony J. Allen were also present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Schaller led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS: David Zimmerman, Rosedale Avenue, and Bill Adams, Quarry Lane, both commented on the proposed township funding of the Lancaster Township Fire Department, which they support.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
Minutes of the February 12, 2007 Board of Supervisors meeting were approved by general consent, with the change that the meeting began at 7:00PM, not 7:30PM.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Allen presented the treasurer's report as of February 28, 2007:

Mr. Schaller stated the treasurer's report would be filed for audit.

VI. REPORTS
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller introduced the newly elected Lancaster Township Fire Department Chief, Ron Comfort, Jr. Chief Comfort report 543 emergency calls for the year 2006. He also reported 54 calls in the month of February for a total of 86 calls for the first two months of the year.
B. Lafayette Fire Company: Chief Ron Nolt presented the 2006 annual report to the board and went over some highlights. Lafayette Fire Company responded to 60 township calls on the east side in 2006 (down from 90 in 2005) with no significant fire/building loss. It is expected the new ladder truck will be in service as of April 1. The supervisors thanked both chiefs for the excellent service rendered to the township.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting, as well as during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: The recycling rate for January 2006 was 17.13%. 
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Report: Ms. Wasong reported on the meeting held February 21 at East Hempfield Township. The presentation was on the Lancaster County government study group, which is looking into different forms of county government. The next meeting is March 14 at Pequea Township where the topic of discussion will be a proposed county public health department.
F. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: No officer was present and there were no questions.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS: There was none.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #215—Giant Food Store Expansion, Final Land Development Plan, Extension of Time
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved a request for an extension of time until June 19, 2007.
B. LTPC #216—1401 Columbia Avenue, Final Land Development Plan, Extension of Time
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded and the board unanimously approved a request for an extension of time until June 19, 2007.
C. LTPC #218—Binkley Property Preliminary/Final Plan, Request for Modifications
The Lancaster Township Planning Commission made the following recommendations and the actions taken are noted:
1. Section 305—Preliminary Plan Application: recommend denial, the project contains more than ten (10) lots. Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously denied the request.
2. Section 602.01.H.2—Reconstruction of Existing Streets: recommend approval, Betz Road, Conestoga Drive and City Mill Road to be milled and overlaid to the centerline. Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved the request.
3. Section 603.03.B—Curbing: recommend denial. Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously denied the request.
4. Section 602.07.A—Right-of-Way and Cartway Widths: recommend partial approval. Recommend approval of reduction of right-of-way to forty (40) feet and denial of request to reduce the cartway to twenty-four (24) feet. The cartway is to remain at twenty-eight (28) feet. Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved the request for a reduction of right-of-way to forty (40) feet and unanimously denied a request to reduce the cartway to twenty-four (24) feet. The cartway is to remain at twenty-eight (28) feet.
5. Section 602.02.C—Street Cartway Centerline to Correspond to the Right-of-Way Centerline: recommend approval. Ms. Wasong moved to approve the request. Mr. Allen seconded and after some discussion unanimously approved the request.
6. Section 602.03.C—Level Area at Street Intersection: recommend approval with a minimum level area of fifty (50) feet. Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved the request.
7. Section 602.05.B—Street Intersection Separation Distance: recommend approval with stop signs to be erected at all intersections. Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved the request.
8. Section 602.05.E—Street Intersections, Cartway Edge Radius: recommend approval with a twenty (20) foot radius and contingent upon the applicant providing safe turning movements for the largest anticipated vehicle without crossing the centerline. Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved the request.
9. Section 602.05.G—Clear Sight Triangles: recommend approval, applicant must provide stop signs for all intersections. Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved the request.
10. Section 603.02.C, D, & E – Sidewalks—(C) Perimeter Street Sidewalks: recommend approval with the condition that a trail be constructed along the perimeter of the lot along Betz Road and Conestoga Drive. Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved the request. (D) Proposed Street Sidewalks: recommend approval with sidewalks provided on one side of the street. Mr. Allen stated he would like to recommend sidewalks on both sides of the street. After discussion, Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously opposed and denied the request. Sidewalks must be provided on both sides of the street. (E) Sidewalk Width: recommend denial, all sidewalk widths must be five (5) feet wide. Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously denied the request. 
11. Section 609.05.H—Street Trees: recommend denial, street trees must be provided along Betz Road and Conestoga Drive. Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously denied the request. Trees must be provided along Betz Road and Conestoga Drive.
D. LTPC #219—Comet Field, Request for Modifications
1. Section 305.01—Preliminary Plan Processing: recommend approval. Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved the request as per the township engineer’s letter of February 20, 2007.
2. Section 306.03.E—Highway Occupancy Permit Plan: recommend approval. Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved the request as per the township engineer’s letter of February 20, 2007.
3. Section 603.03.A—Curb Along Parking Compounds: recommend denial. 
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and after considerable discussion, the board unanimously approved the request for modification.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Resolution No. 2007-05
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded and the board unanimously approved filing an application by the Lancaster County Conservancy for the 2007 Urban Enhancement Fund grant program with Lancaster Township support.
B. Resolution No. 2007-06
Mr. Allen moved to authorize an intermunicipal agreement with Millersville Borough providing for the allocation of costs and maintenance responsibilities for improvements at the intersection of Rte. 741 (Millersville Road) and Wabank Road.
C. Engineering Study of Route 741
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously authorized an engineering study to be done on Route 741 for the purpose of parking restrictions.
D. Volunteer Appointment
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously appointed Daniel R. Knarr as a citizen representative to the 2008 Community Development Block Grant Regional Advisory Council.
E. Memorial Dedication of a Portion of East King Street
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved a request from Senator Gibson E. Armstrong’s office to dedicate a portion of East King Street in memoriam to State Trooper Robert D. Lapp, who was slain at the corner of East King Street and Cottage Avenue in 1970.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
* Tom Ryan from the Lancaster County Historical Society and Patrick Clark of the Wheatland Foundation gave a short presentation on how the two entities are combining resources in an effort to economize. They are located next to each other and both are in need of more building space. As a result, they are planning a six-to-nine-million-dollar building project to be called the Lancaster County History Campus. One purpose is to make the combined whole a friendlier and more inviting place to the general public. Mr. Ryan noted that a resolution would be prepared for board approval at the April 2007 supervisors meeting. He welcomed any public comment. *Ginny Gibble, School House Road, on behalf of the Lancaster Township Historical Commission, urged the supervisors to pass the proposed historic preservation ordinance. Mr. Allen said the township’s solicitor is working on the ordinance now. *Ray Bricker, Abbeyville Road, asked for help with his neighbors who let their two cats and four dogs run at will. The dogs run at him and nip at his legs every time he leaves his house. All of the animals defecate on his property, which he must constantly clean up. The supervisors said they would have the planning and zoning director look into it. *Tim Smedick, Historic Preservation Trust, spoke in support of an ordinance for historic preservation. They are currently working with the company that owns the “alms house” on the east side of the township. He offered his services to review the draft ordinance. Randy Harris also spoke in support of the ordinance. *William Adams, Quarry Lane, noticed the fence between Maple Grove and the auto repair business has fallen down and would like to see it repaired. Rob Eckenrode, public works superintendent, will see that it is done.

XII. ADJOURNMENT
With no further business brought before the board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:28PM.
