I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call 
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on March 13, 2000 in the Township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chair Anthony J. Allen. Vice Chair Michael F. Pickard and Treasurer Helen S. Adams were present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items
There were no comments.

III. Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the February 14, 2000 meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. Treasurer’s Report
Treasurer Adams presented the Treasurer’s Report showing the following amounts as of 2/29/00:

A. Lafayette Fire Company: Lafayette Fire Company responded to 3 emergency calls in the Township’s East End during February.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department: There were 39 emergency calls in the month of February for a year-to-date total of 76.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #159 – Quarry Ridge Revised Preliminary LD Plan
Mr. Pickard made moved, and Mrs. Adams seconded, to approve the following recommendations from the Planning Commission:
1. to waive interior curbing requirements of Section 603.03.1 of the Subdivision & LD Ordinance in parking areas and at alleyways leading to rear garages.
2. to grant conditional plan approval on the Quarry Ridge Revised Preliminary Plan.
Presentations were made by Mike Saxinger (MLS Assoc., developers) with assistance from Doug Plank (ELA Group, traffic engineers). After discussion the Board unanimously approved the motion.
B. LTPC #161 – Evergreen Estates Retirement Community
Mrs. Adams moved, and Mr. Pickard seconded, to approve the following recommendations of the Planning Commission for Subdivision & Land Development Ordinance waiver requests:
1. Section 301.02 – Preliminary Plan
2. Section 402.01 (f) – Plan & Profile Scale
3. Section 602.11.2 – Separation distance between streets with the following conditions:
a. Eliminate the eastern driveway at the existing dwelling.
b. Eliminate the vehicular connection between the proposed site and the existing dwelling.
c. Increase the size of the island within the proposed access drive to discourage left turn movements by westbound King Street traffic.

4. Section 606.05 – Easement width with the condition that the sizing of the swale is acceptable to the Township.
After a presentation from Scott Hain (D.Miller/Assoc.) and discussion by the Board, the motion was unanimously approved.

X. New Business
A. Ordinance No. 2000-01
Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned ordinance that provides for the installation of eastbound and westbound stop signs at Hillcrest Road and Wilson Drive.
B. Resolution No. 2000-05
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized the Township Manager to execute a Fire Protection Agreement between Lancaster Township and the Lafayette Fire Company. Mrs. Adams noted this is a five-year agreement from 1/1/2000 to 12/31/2004.
C. Resolution No. 2000-06
Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized the Chair and Secretary to enter into a reimbursement agreement with PennDOT for work at East King Street and North & South Conestoga Drives. Mr. Adams, Township Manager, stated that this document combines two agreements and allows for monthly reimbursements as opposed to the normal reimbursement after all work is completed. Additionally, the state has agreed to absorb inspection costs.
D. Lancaster Community Park Concession Stand Agreement
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized the Township Manager to execute said agreement with the Lancaster Township Athletic Association Booster Club.
E. Negotiations for Rights-of-Way
Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized the Township staff and engineers to proceed with negotiations to obtain the necessary Rights-of-Way and bids for signalization and reconstruction at North and South Conestoga Boulevards at East King Street (S.R. 0462).

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
Charles Collom, 510 Wilson Drive, asked when the stop signs at Hillcrest and Wilson would be installed. Rob Eckenrode, Superintendent of Public Works, has asked the owners of the surrounding properties to trim all growth away from the areas of installation. When that is done the signs will be placed. Mr. Collom inquired if there was any news regarding the Maple Grove Mill. Mr. Adams replied there are various historical preservation groups involved as well as a committee from the LIMC. The next meeting on this subject will be April 10.(Bill Beard, 670 Bean Hill Road, reported a fireplug that had been knocked over a week ago in front of his house and not yet replaced. The Township will notify the appropriate agency. Mr. Beard inquired how many units there would be at Quarry Ridge. There will be 64 townhouses and 24 apartments, all of which are rentals. (Walter Lorenz, 49 Parkside, expressed his concerns about the proposed reconstruction at N. and S. Conestoga Boulevards. He also requested that plans and maps be displayed more visibly for those in attendance. Mr. Lorenz then notified the Board of a truck that habitually parks right next to the southeast corner of Glenwood and Clark blocking a driver’s view around the corner. (
