LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes
March 19, 2009


I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on March 19, 2009 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. In the absence of Chair Anthony J. Allen, Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller called the meeting to order at 6:00PM. Treasurer Kathleen M. Wasong was present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Schaller led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS: There were none.

III. LANCASTER TOWNSHIP FIRE DEPARTMENT FACILITIES
Members of the Lancaster Township Fire Department (LTFD) Board of Directors were present to discuss with the township board their options for improving LTFD facilities. Assistant Chief Steve Roy led a discussion on the search for a new site that is suitable for one single, larger, and centrally located station. The Bausman firehouse and the Maple Avenue firehouse are both aging properties. The LTFD is hesitant to invest any large sums of money in the present properties as they feel the sites are not well suited, both in locations and size, to serve the growing needs of the township. The three options are: 1. continue the pursuit for a piece of property (owned by the School District of Lancaster) at Lancaster Community Park on Millersville Pike; 2. upgrade the current properties; and, 3. begin a new search. Mr. Schaller and Ms. Wasong committed the board’s support to their endeavor. Bill Laudien, township manager, said that he would continue talks with the SDL on behalf of the township and already has an appointment to attend their upcoming facilities meeting.

PUBLIC HEARING
At 7:00PM, Chair Anthony J. Allen called to order the hearing on a proposed conditional use application pursuant to Section 280-71A and Section 280-137.2 of the Lancaster Township Zoning Ordinance. The applicant, Cellco Partnership, dba Verizon Wireless, is proposing to install a communications monopole tower, equipment shelter and related equipment on property owned by Lancaster Township at 1420 Columbia Avenue. This public hearing is an advertised continuation of the March 9, 2009 hearing, held at the township offices,1240 Maple Avenue, at 7:00PM. After testimony and a question and answer session, Ms. Wasong moved to grant conditional use for the installation of the aforementioned equipment. Mr. Schaller seconded the motion, which was unanimously passed. A complete copy of the official transcript is attached to these minutes.
