MINUTES
LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
April 9, 2007

I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township board of supervisors’ meeting was held on April 9, 2007 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chair Thomas H. Schaller. Vice Chair Kathy Wasong and Treasurer Anthony J. Allen were present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Schaller led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

PUBLIC HEARING: “Growing Together: A Comprehensive Plan for Central Lancaster County, Pennsylvania” (A copy of the transcript is attached.)

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items: Tom Ryan, Lancaster County Historical Society president and CEO, urged the board’s approval of Resolution No. 2007-10 which supports their request for funding through the Urban Enhancement Fund to create a Lancaster County Campus of History.

III. Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the March 12, 2007 board meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. Treasurer’s Report
Treasurer Allen presented the treasurer’s report as of March 31, 2007:

A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported 35 calls for March making a 2006 year-to-date total of 121. 
B. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
C. Recycling Report: The recycling rate for February 2007 was 18.85%.
D. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Ms. Wasong reported on the March 14 meeting held at Pequea Township where a proposal to establish a Lancaster County Public Health Department was presented. As the fastest growing county in the state, our health problems are growing proportionately. Mr. Allen stated his feeling that we need to stay abreast of the county’s health problems. The next LIMC meeting is the April 12 annual dinner. The next regular meeting will be May 9 at East Petersburg.
E. Strategic Comprehensive Plan Quarterly Report: This report will be presented at the May board meeting.
F. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: No officer was present.

VIII. Old Business: There was none.
IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #213—Honeysuckle Lane, Shepherd Family LTD, Preliminary/Final Subdivision & Land Development Plan
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted an extension of time until May 14, 2007, which allows time for traffic data collection and minor plan revisions.
B. LTPC #218—Binkley Property, Preliminary/Final Plan
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously granted an extension of time until July 17, 2007, which allows time for plan revisions.
C. LTPC # 218—Binkley Property
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved a request for 27 EDUs of sewage capacity from Suburban Lancaster Sewer Authority, which was approved by the authority at their January 25, 2007 meeting as stated in a letter from CDM dated January 31, 2007.
D. LTPC #219—Penn Manor School District, Synthetic Turf Field at Comet Field, Preliminary/Final Land Development Plan
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously granted conditional plan approval according to the township engineer’s letter of March 19, 2007.
E. LTPC #221—Tomio M. Garray (Springside Drive), Lot Add-On Plan, Request for Modification
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved the Lancaster Township Planning Commission recommendation to grant the following modification: Section 407—Wetlands Study, since no construction is proposed as stated in the township engineer’s letter of March 13, 2007.

F. LTPC #222—Turkey Hill/Comet Field, Preliminary/Final Land Development Plan, Request for Modifications
The Lancaster Township Planning Commission recommended the following actions on requested modifications as stated in the township engineer’s letter of March 12, 2007:
1. Section 303.01—Formal Plan Application: recommend denial because of the many impacts on the township including traffic and roadway issues. Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously denied the request for modification.
2. Section 603.02.D—Sidewalk: recommend denial. Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. 
Allen seconded, and the board unanimously denied the request for modifica-tion.

X. New Business
A. Resolution No. 2007-07
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved and adopted “Growing Together: A Comprehensive Plan for Central Lancaster County, Pennsylvania.”
B. Resolution No. 2007-08
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, ant the board unanimously approved the above-mentioned resolution that incorporates the use of an escalator clause when accepting bids for bituminous material and road paving projects.
C. Resolution No. 2007-09
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved the adoption of a revised implementation schedule for the on-lot management ordinance and sewage management program component of the official sewage facilities plan for Lancaster Township.
D. Resolution No. 2007-10
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved the resolution of support and approval for the Lancaster County Historical Society grant application to the Lancaster County Urban Enhancement Fund to create the Lancaster County Campus of History.
E. Ordinance No. 2007-02
Ms. Wasong presented the above-mentioned ordinance to amend the Lancaster Township Zoning Ordinance to establish regulations for the review of demolition by neglect and the demolition, relocation, or removal of historic resources. The board at its May 14, 2007 meeting will act upon this ordinance. Several people spoke in support of this ordinance including Ginny Gibble, Chair of the Lancaster Township Historical Commission, Terrie Finger, Bob Desmarais, and Bill Adams. Mr. Schaller expressed his personal concerns with the ordinance, while Ms. Wasong and Mr. Allen both voiced their opinions and support.
F. Ordinance No. 2007-03
Mr. Schaller presented the above-mentioned ordinance, which revises established uniform fees. The board at its May 14, 2007 meeting will act upon this ordinance.
G. Bid Award for Milling & Overlay
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously awarded a contract for street milling and overlay to McMinn's Asphalt Co., the low (and only) bidder at $79,228.50 total.
H. Bid Award for Microsurfacing
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously awarded a contract for street microsurfacing to Stewart & Tate, Inc., the low bidder at $65,633.82 ($1.885/square yard) total.
I. Revised Rental Agreement & Application for Maple Grove Community Building
Ms. Wasong moved to approve a revised rental agreement and application for the Maple Grove Community Building. Faith Kelsey, township receptionist and rental coordinator, explained some of the changes, which include an increase in fees. Mr. Allen seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
* Bob Desmarais, Conestoga Road, thanked the board for approving the Regional Comprehensive Plan. *Tom Ryan, Lancaster County Historical Society, also thanked the board for their support of the Campus of History.
