MINUTES
LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
April 10, 2006

I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on April 10, 2006 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chair Anthony J. Allen. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller and Treasurer Kathy Wasong were present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Allen led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

CONTINUATION OF PUBLIC HEARING ON ORDINANCE NO. 2006-02 
Attorney Jim Thomas and consultant Dave Christian were present to represent the petitioner, Millersville Bible Church, and to answer questions. Several residents of the area spoke out against approval of amending the zoning ordinance, including Leanne and Bradley Reed (Wildflower Lane), Shirley Adair (Wildflower Lane), Andrew Schell (New Danville Pike), and Barbara Heisey (Honeysuckle Lane). Some of the points raised were:
* Overtaxing the sewer and water systems (there is no public system)
* Not enough well head protection
* Increased traffic, not just on Sundays but all week long
* People built homes there because of the low density, which is now being threatened
* Deed restrictions (Mr. Allen commented that Lancaster Township cannot enforce deed restrictions)
* Increased storm water run-off that will pollute streams and rivers
* Amended rezoning is not supported by the township’s own strategic comprehensive plan
* Zoning by lot is not consistent with R-S zoning use
* Not consistent with stated goals of the Chesapeake Bay Alliance
* If approved, what’s to stop major growth at CrossWay Church, also in the vicinity
Mr. Christian handed out a written presentation and discussed its contents at length. At 8:15PM the hearing was closed. The board will vote on the proposed ordinance at the next regular meeting on May 8, 2006.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items: There were no comments.

III. Secretary’s Report
On a motion by Mr. Allen, seconded by Ms. Wasong, the minutes of the March 22, 2006 meeting were unanimously approved.

VI. Reports
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported 36 calls for March making a 2006 year-to-date total of 88. He also announced that with a 31% return on the annual fund drive, they finally reached their budgeted amount of contributions.
B. Lafayette Fire Company: Mr. Schaller reported there were seven calls to the east side by Lafayette Fire Company.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: The recycling rate for February 2006 is 18.11%.
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: There has been no LIMC meeting since the last board meeting. The next LIMC meeting is at Lancaster Township on April 12.
F. Strategic Comprehensive Plan Quarterly Report: Ms. Wasong presented the first quarter report. A copy of the written report is attached and shall become a permanent part of these minutes.
VII. Announcements
A. Peggie Miller Presented with Library System of Lancaster County Award: Mr. Allen thanked Ms. Miller for her hard work and dedication to the library on behalf of township residents. Being the recipient of this award shows that she is well- respected by her colleagues. Ms. Miller then thanked the supervisors for their support of the library. She announced that the library now has a small business librarian and that the book sale is scheduled for May 1, 2, and 3 at the Overlook Activities Center, 2040 Lititz Pike.

C. Street Sweeping Begins April 18, 2006: Warning tickets will be issued for the first two weeks. Beginning April 28, vehicles will be ticketed.

The Lancaster Township Supervisors are committed to the goals
as established by the adoption of the Strategic Comprehensive Plan
and the following actions are consistent with the directives of that document
VIII. Old Business: There was none.
IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #135—Sterling Place Final Subdivision & Land Development Plan
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted a reduction in financial securities on the above-mentioned plan in the amount of $17,100.00, leaving a balance of $62,220.00 as per the township engineer’s recommendation in a letter dated March 3, 2006.
B. LTPC #187—Hawthorne ridge Final Land Development Plan
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously granted a reduction in financial securities for the above-mentioned plan in the amount of $511,374.00, leaving a balance of $3,468,719.00 as per the township engineer’s recommendation in a letter dated March 15, 2006.
C. LTPC #191—Conestoga Memorial Park Final Land Development Plan
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted a reduction in financial securities on the above-mentioned plan in the amount of $31,015.00, leaving a balance of $10,445.00 as per the township engineer’s recommendation in a letter dated March 22, 2006.
D. LTPC #202—Honeysuckle Lane Preliminary Land Development Plan
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously granted a thirty-day extension of time for the above-mentioned plan, until May 10, 2006.
E. LTPC #205—Louise Ansberry Lot Add-On Plan (1145 Marietta Avenue)
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted a sixty-day extension of time for the above-mentioned plan, until June 17, 2006.
F. LTPC #207—James Hale Steinman Conestoga House Foundation Final Lot Add-On Plan (Southwest corner of Marietta Avenue and River Drive)
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously granted conditional plan approval of the above-mentioned plan, as per the township engineer’s recommendation in a letter dated March 20, 2006.
G. Lancaster Country Day School Storm Water Plan
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted a reduction in financial securities on the above-mentioned plan in the amount of $26,639.00, leaving a balance of zero as per the township engineer’s recommendation in a letter dated March 22, 2006.

X. New Business
A. Bid Award—Summer Paving Projects
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously awarded a bid for road paving to McMinn’s Asphalt Company, the low bidder at $180,012.32. There was one other bid from Burkholder Paving in the amount of $236,881.61.
B. Ordinance No. 2006-03
Ms. Wasong presented the above mentioned ordinance, which amends the Lancaster Township Code, Chapter 263, Vehicles and Traffic, to limit the parking of commercial and other large vehicles within the township to a registered gross weight of 9,500 pounds or less. The board will take action on this ordinance at the May 8, 2006 board meeting.


XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
* The Hamilton Park Neighborhood Group had a number of residents in attendance to present their concerns about a property, 173 South President Avenue, and its tenants. Barry McCall, South President Avenue, acted as spokesperson and told of noise at all hours of the day and night, numerous fights spilling onto the sidewalk and street, drinking parties and leftover trash, obscenities hurled at and inappropriate comments being made to neighborhood residents, parking problems for other residents, drug dealing, hearing gun shots, cars burglarized and/or damaged, burglaries in the night while residents sleep, and the condition of the property and yard make it an eyesore. Detective John Atar, of the district attorney’s drug task force, and Officer Klete Griffin, of the police department, were both present and offered their advice. One of the steps the group is taking is to form a neighborhood watch group. Officer Griffin advised them to contact Sergeant Gleason in the police community services department. Mr. Allen stated that the group has taken the right steps so far and the township will assist the police as much as possible. Call the police with information on any suspicious activity. Even derogatory comments can be reported as they may be considered disorderly conduct. The township will also see that “Neighborhood Watch” signs are provided. Mr. Allen stressed that the citizens must take the initiative to start things rolling and to keep them on the right track. Lynn Stauffer, planning and zoning director, has sent notices of violation to the property owner. She also has been working with the housing authority (since they provide a subsidy to the tenant) and forwarded all information on violations to that agency. Ms. Stauffer did note that because this is a corner property with no back yard to speak of, it’s difficult to keep children’s toys, etc. out of sight. *Peggie Miller, Valley Road, told of an incident where she was awakened by the police who alerted her to the fact that her garage door was open. A plainclothes officer met her when she went down to close it.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 9:20PM.
