I.  Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on April 12, 2010 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue , Lancaster , PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Chair Thomas H. Schaller. Vice Chair Kathy Wasong and Treasurer Benjamin H. Bamford were present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Schaller led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.
 
II.   Public Comment on Agenda Items: There were no comments.
 
III.  Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the March 8, 2010 board meeting were approved by general consent.
IV.  Treasurer’s Report

VI.   Reports
A.  Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported 43 calls for March making a 2010 year-to-date total of 144 calls.
B.  Lafayette Fire Company: There was no report available.
C.  Police: William M. Laudien, township manager, reported significantly higher clearance and resolution rates compared with the same period in 2009. Sergeant Thomas Rudzinski noted they are still dealing with burglaries and theft from vehicles and churches. Residents should report any suspicious activity they may see to the police by calling the non-emergency phone number (664-1180).
D.  Sewer and Other Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
E.  Recycling Report: The recycling rate for February 2010 was 16.75%.
F.  Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Ms. Wasong reported on the March 10 meeting held at Columbia Borough. County Commissioner Craig Lehman spoke on the new round of Urban Enhancement Grants. There was also discussion of talks being held by several municipalities on the possibilities of fire department mergers. State Senator Michael Brubaker was present and heard discussion about not changing the Uniform Construction Code (UCC) so often; it makes it harder to keep up with. Other discussion included historic rehab tax credits. The April 14 LIMC meeting will be held at West Hempfield Township . The May LIMC meeting is the annual dinner meeting on May 26 at the downtown Lancaster Convention Center .
