April 12, 1999


I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on April 12, 1999 in the Township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chair Helen S. Adams. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Michael F. Pickard were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items
Charles G. Luik, 318 Barbara Street, requested the Supervisors delay action on the proposed zoning map changes as stated in item IX. B.

III. Secretary's Report
There being no comments, the minutes of March 8, 1999 were approved by general consent.

IV. Treasurer's Report
Treasurer Pickard presented the Treasurer's Report showing the following amounts in funds, accounts, and investments as of 3/31/99:

Mrs. Adams stated the Treasurer's Report will be filed for audit.

On a motion by Mr. Allen, seconded by Mr. Pickard, the Board approved the payment of bills:

VI. Reports
A. Lafayette Fire Company: Thomas Schaller reported 9 emergency calls in March to the East End.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Mr. Schaller reported 19 emergency calls in March for a yearly total of 80 calls.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: Reports are available for public inspection during this meeting and in the office during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: Mrs. Adams reported a recycling rate of 17.31% for February and 17.20% for March.
Mrs. Adams introduced Officer Jeffrey Haas. Walter Lorenz, 49 Parkside, asked if something could be done about large trucks parking in a no parking zone at E. Orange and Parkside. The officer advised calling 664-1180 (County Dispatch) for an officer.

VII. Announcements
A. Biodegradable bags for grass, leave, and sod are available at $1.25 each. They will be collected on regular trash days and taken to the maintenance facility for composting.
B. Lancaster Township's Engleside intersection is one of three second place winners of the PA Highway Information Association Annual Road & Bridge Safety Improvement Awards for the reconfiguration of this complex intersection.
C. Randy Gockley, Coordinator of Lancaster County Emergency Management Agency, sent a letter of gratitude and congratulations to Michael F. Pickard, Chair of the Township's Y2K Committee, for his excellent presentation of efforts being made by the committee for the Township. Mr. Gockley commended the preparedness of Lancaster Township.
D. Senior Citizen Committee Appointments
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously appointed the following people to the Senior Citizen Committee: Rev. John Anderson, Edward B. Hauck, Merrill C. Horine, Judith A. Monticchio, Constance G. Zima. This committee will look at senior citizen needs in Lancaster Township.
E. Certificates of Appreciation and Recognition
The Board acknowledged members of the Lancaster Township Planning Commission for their dedication and diligence in forming the new Lancaster Township Zoning Ordinance. Certificates of Appreciation were presented to Harold H. Bowers, Jr., C. Alan Bruns, Kenneth D. Hammel, Paul W. Kaseman, Beverly J. Shank. Member Edwina Coder, who was unable to attend, was also gratefully acknowledged.
F. Municipal Recycling Program Grant
Mrs. Adams announced Lancaster Township has received a grant from the PA Department of Environmental Protection in the amount of $33,975 for the purchase of leaf collection equipment.
G. Community Get-Together
A Community Get-Together will be held May 24, 1999 at Maple Grove Community Building, 1420 Columbia Avenue at 7:00PM.
H. Street Sweeping
Street Sweeping will resume April 13, 1999. Warning tickets will be issued as a courtesy to residents for the first two weeks only. Thereafter, tickets with fines will be issued.
I. Confirmation of Special Fire Police
Mrs. Adams stated, "It is my privilege, as Chair of the Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors to confirm Tom Gardner who has been appointed by the Lancaster Township Fire Department as Special Fire Police."

The Lancaster Township Supervisors are committed to the goals
as established by the adoption of the Strategic Comprehensive Plan
and the following actions are consistent with the directives of that document

Mrs. Adams gave a brief progress report on the Strategic Comprehensive Plan which was resident-driven at its' inception and continues to be resident-driven to this day. Some of the accomplishments to date are a welcome kit which is mailed to all new residents, the first annual report was published and distributed, School District of Lancaster Superintendent participation in Community Get-Togethers, inter-municipal partnerships (i.e. Government Expo, Engleside intersection, Community Park water installation, city water rate increase petition, LIMC, etc.), appointment of a Sr. Citizen Committee, two parks initiatives, and the police bike patrol.

VIII. Old Business

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #154-Diamontoni Property Final Land Development Plan
Mr. Pickard moved and Mr. Allen seconded to approve the applicant's request for a 120-day time extension until September 6, 1999 to receive planning module approval. Lori Jacoby, Director of Planning & Zoning, explained the sewer planning module cannot be approved by DEP because of a moratorium which is expected to be lifted within the time extension period. The motion passed unanimously.
B. Proposed Zoning Map Revisions
Mr. Allen moved and Mr. Pickard seconded to approve the following zoning map revisions: 1. Designated area #1 remain as Campus/Open Space Zoning District; 2. Designated area #2 be rezoned to R-3 Residential Zoning District; 3. Designated area #3 be rezoned to Campus/Open Space Zoning District; 4. Designated area #4 remain as Residential R-S Zoning District. After discussion, and taking Mr. Luik's concerns into account, the Board unanimously passed the motion. Mr. Allen then moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and there was unanimous approval to amend the Zoning Ordinance text to provide for open space development within the R-S Residential Zoning Districts. Mrs. Adams noted this action requires public hearings which will be advertised in the future. Mr. Allen made mention of the fact that the population of the state is not increasing, but there is a large transfer of people from city to suburbs. Ms. Adams said there are 50 land forums being held across the state for those interested. April 19, 4 to 8:30PM, is the date of a Growing Greener workshop which deals with putting conservation into local codes.

X. New Business 
A. Ordinance No. 02 of 1999
Mr. Pickard moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned ordinance which provides for recovery by the Township of expenses associated with certain fire losses as per Act 98 of 1992 as amended by Act 93 of 1994.
B. Ordinance No. 03 of 1999
Mrs. Adams presented the above-mentioned ordinance which amends Traffic & Parking Ordinance 1983-02 to provide for stop intersections at certain locations. The Board will act on this ordinance on May 10, 1999.
C. Resolution No. 07 of 1999
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and there was unanimous approval of the above-mentioned resolution authorizing participation in the PA Department of General Services Cooperative Purchasing Program. 

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
Paul Boyer, 2560 Honeysuckle Lane, said the Engleside intersection is fantastic, however, as one approaches the intersection from New Danville Pike the traffic lights are somewhat blocked by an in-ground sign in the middle of the island. Alex Henderson, 2051 Rice Road, thanked the supervisors for approving the zoning map and made the suggestion that Commission/Board meeting agendas be posted on our web site. He also inquired as to the status of Millersville Borough's proposal to annex a small portion of the Township. Mrs. Adams replied it is Millersville's responsibility to contact the property owners affected. There would also have to be a referendum on the ballot in both municipalities. Jackie Brenza, 10 Green Spring Circle, felt the Engleside lanes could be more clearly marked. She had the misfortune of encountering a car coming at her in the wrong lane. William Adams, Township Manager, replied we will suggest modifications to this intersection, but Penn DOT has final authority. On this same subject, Walter Lorenz, 49 Parkside, has witnessed trucks having difficulty negotiating the turn from Prince St. onto Fairview Ave. John Kreider, 1802 Millersville Pike, said the entrance to Manor Shopping Center narrows from two lanes to one making it dangerous because there are no proper pavement markings. He also felt the concrete islands and the timing of the light will hinder exits from the movie theaters. Mr. Adams said there are ongoing discussions with the developer about these and other items. He reminded all there are two other exits from the shopping center. The city computer operates the traffic light but there may be a way of allowing for longer exit times. Ken Hammel, Lancaster Township Planning Commission, noted the concrete islands were deliberately installed to slow and direct traffic in the shopping center. Steven Brenza, 10 Green Spring Circle, made the suggestion to post a lower speed limit on Route 741 (from 45mph to 35/40mph) because of the greatly increased development and traffic. Charles Collom, 510 Wilson Drive, asked for a commitment from the Board to come up with plan for the Maple Grove mill. Ed Hauck, 1117 Wheatland Avenue, inquired if any action on the property needed Manor Township approval. The answer is yes since it is located in Manor Township. Mr. Adams said he would pull together a plan of action by the end of this year. George Goldbach, 2540 Honeysuckle Lane, asked about historic preservation. Mr. Hammel noted it has been determined the mill is National Register eligible. Mrs. Adams pointed out the Board is hoping to appoint an Historic Commission soon. Gordon Reed, Conestoga Drive, feels the structure is in need of immediate attention, especially the repair of exterior walls. Mr. Hauck asked about the status of 213 N. President Avenue. The courts have ruled the owner must bring the property up to code within 90 days with that time period ending on June 16, 1999. Mrs. Adams introduced Patrick Rabits who is the Lancaster County Planning Commission liaison with the Township. Mr. Rabits said he welcomed questions from anyone and to feel free to call him.

XII. Adjournment
With no further business brought before the Board, Mrs. Adams adjourned the meeting at 8:30PM. The next meeting is May 30, 1999 at 7:00PM.
