MINUTES
LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
April 13, 2009

I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township board of supervisors meeting was held on April 13, 2009 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chair Anthony J. Allen. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller and Treasurer Kathy Wasong were present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Allen led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items: There were no comments.

III. Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the March 9 and 19, 2009 board meetings were approved by general consent.

IV. Treasurer’s Report
Treasurer Wasong presented the treasurer’s report as of March 31, 2009:

Mr. Allen stated the treasurer’s report would be filed for audit.

V. Payment of Bills 
On a motion by Ms. Wasong, seconded by Mr. Schaller, the board unanimously approved the payment of bills (February 2–March 9, 2009):

VI. Reports
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported 37 calls for March making a 2009 year-to-date total of 120 calls. 
B. Lafayette Fire Company: There was no report available.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: The recycling rate for February 2009 was 16.36%.
D. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: William M. Laudien, township manager, reported on the April 8 meeting held at East Petersburg Borough. The topic was the earned income tax collection (EIT) process. The May LIMC meeting is the annual dinner meeting on May 28 at the new downtown convention center. The following LIMC meeting will be held at Lancaster City on June 10.
E. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Mr. Laudien introduced Lieutenant Brent Oberholtzer who is the liaison between the township and Lancaster City. Mr. Allen asked for more patrolling for speeders on Parkside Avenue and the area surrounding the Stevens College building on East Orange Street. Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, reported continued motorcycle speeding on Bean Hill Road and in Sterling Place. He also noted there were numerous expired inspections and registrations on the road. David Zimmerman, Rosedale Avenue, reported the same problems in the Bausman area. Lt. Oberholtzer replied that he would be certain the officers are aware and looking for these problems. He also mentioned that he had met with the Lancaster County Housing Authority regarding violations of properties rented under Section 8 guidelines. Some tenants of Section 8 housing have been problematic and the police department is looking for ways to assist the authority.

VIII. Old Business: There was no old business.


IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #228—1305 Marietta Avenue, Floodplain Restoration/Storm Water Management Plan
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted approval of the “No Harm Option” to allow peak rate controls greater than that specified by the ordinance because of floodplain restoration proposed and subject to the conditions of the township engineer’s letter of February 3, 2009.

X. New Business
A. Ordinance No. 2009-01
Mr. Laudien explained the reason for setting fees by resolution rather than ordinance was to simplify and expedite the procedure when changes are necessary. Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved the above-mentioned ordinance, which allows for the setting of the Lancaster Township Schedule of Uniform Fees by resolution rather than by ordinance. This ordinance was presented at the March 9, 2009 board meeting.
B. Resolution No. 2009-05
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved the Lancaster Township Schedule of Uniform Fees. Mr. Schaller clarified that these fees are set at a “break even” point for the township.
C. Resolution No. 2009-06
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously established the position of assistant township manager.
D. Appointment of Assistant Township Manager
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously appointed Suzanne B. Teske to the position of assistant township manager.
E. Traffic Signal Maintenance Agreement
Mr. Allen made a motion to approve an agreement between the Lancaster County Transportation Authority, the County of Lancaster, and Lancaster Township regarding a traffic signal project to upgrade timing and coordination plans within several traffic signal interconnect systems. Mr. Schaller seconded the motion and asked for discussion. Mr. Schaller then brought up the problem of vehicles on side streets attempting to make left hand turns onto Columbia Avenue. During peak traffic times, there simply is not enough time for oncoming through traffic to clear and allow left hand turns. An advance green traffic light could help to alleviate this problem. Because Columbia Avenue is a state road, PennDOT would have to do a traffic study to warrant an advance green traffic light. Mr. Schaller added that removing the prohibition on left turns from Atkins Avenue might help the left turn problems on Abbeyville Road. Peggie Miller, Valley Road, noted that some of the congestion could be a result of the temporary road closure behind Stone Mill Plaza. After discussion, the board unanimously authorized entering into the agreement.
F. Award of Contract for Street Re-Paving
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously awarded a contract for the repaving of certain township streets to the lowest bidder, Pennsy Supply dba McMinn’s Asphalt in the amount of $106,055.37. The five bids ranged from this amount up to $126,899.40.

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
* Ms. Miller asked what streets were to be repaved. They are Willis Lane, Glenwood Avenue, Spring Grove Avenue (between Atkins and South School Lane), and South School Lane (between Spring Grove and Maple Avenue). *Mr. Worley said there were six houses on the 1600 block of Bean Hill Road that are in terrible condition outside; in particular number 1669. He asked what could be done other than sending a letter of violation as they are just getting worse and worse daily. Mr. Laudien said he would check on the status of these properties.

XII. Executive Session
The board held an executive session from 6:30PM to 6:40PM to discuss personnel issues.

XIII. Adjournment
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:35PM.
