MINUTES
LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
April 14, 2008

I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township board of supervisors meeting was held on April 14, 2008 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chair Kathy Wasong. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Thomas H. Schaller were present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Ms. Wasong led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items: Peggie Miller, Valley Road, felt her remarks were not adequately recorded in the minutes of the February 2008 meeting. Ms. Wasong explained that the township follows the guidelines of the Sunshine Law and the Pennsylvania State Association of Township Supervisors. Minutes are not a transcript of a meeting but rather a record of proceedings and decisions with minimum commentary.

III. Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the March 10, 2008 board meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. Treasurer’s Report
Treasurer Schaller presented the treasurer’s report as of March 31, 2008:

Parks/Open Space Fund 45,635.63

Ms. Wasong stated the treasurer’s report would be filed for audit.

V. Payment of Bills 
On a motion by Mr. Schaller, seconded by Mr. Allen, the board unanimously approved the payment of bills:

VI. Reports
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported 46 calls for March making a 2008 year-to-date total of 133 calls. 
B. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
C. Recycling Report: The recycling rate for February 2008 was 17.19%.
D. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Ms. Wasong reported on the March 14 meeting held at Lancaster City. The topic was the city’s ordinance to control and regulate tattoo parlors. It is hoped that all municipalities will use it as a model for their own ordinance. The next LIMC meeting will be held at East Hempfield on May 7.
E. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: No officer was present.

VII. Announcements
A. Yard waste pickup in biobags began the week of April 7 and will continue every other week through October 20. Collection is on the regular trash day. Yard waste drop-off began March 31 and will continue through November 26, Monday through Thursday, 3:00 to 6:00PM. Biobags will only be available at the maintenance facility beginning April 21 during the days and hours stated above.
B. Next Regular Board Meeting: May 12, 2008, 7:00PM. The public is invited to attend the workshop at 5:30PM.

VIII. Old Business: Ms. Wasong reported that the board held an executive session to review applications for the position of township manager.
IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. ZHB #2008-03—Request for Waiver of Fees for Prototype Greenway Trail Project
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously authorized a waiver of fees for the Lancaster County Conservancy’s Zoning Hearing Board application for the above-mentioned project.
B. LTPC #222—Comet Field Tract, Turkey Hill, Preliminary Land Development and Subdivision Plan
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously granted an extension of time until July 14, 2008 for the above-mentioned plan.

X. New Business
A. Resolution No. 2008-07
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously authorized the proper disposal of the following records through December 31, 2000: general payroll, general financial, solid waste, and insurance policies.
B. Ordinance No. 2008-01
The ordinance was not received in time for this meeting and was therefore deferred until it becomes available.
C. Notification to Lancaster County Planning Commission of Concerns with the Official Map for Harrisburg Pike Land Use & Transportation Study
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously authorized a letter to be sent to the Lancaster County Planning Commission stating the concerns of Lancaster Township with the official map being used for the above-mentioned study. The map does not accurately reflect the areas of Lancaster Township that are directly and indirectly affected by possible future plans. 
D. Sterling Place Lot #50, Request for Removal of Tot Lot
Acting on a request from the Sterling Place Homeowners Association, Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved their request to remove the tot lot and return it to open space. The area has become a haven for teens who are noisy and marring or damaging play equipment. 
E. Harrisburg Pike Steering Committee/Study
Bob Desmarais, Newton Road, reported on the proposed relocation (with support from F&M College) of the Norfolk Southern Railroad Transfer Station to a location near the post office on Harrisburg Pike. Mr. Desmarais noted the negative impact such a move will have on the School Lane Hills neighborhood and overall area in general. He then presented a petition with over 150 signatures requesting a donation of $1,750.00 to help defray the cost of an engineer/consultant to review the study commissioned by F&M College. After discussion, Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously authorized an expenditure of $1,750.00 towards a review of the studies associated with the railroad relocation.

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
* Laurence France, Wilson Drive, commented that the railroad transfer station generates a lot of noise and pollution. *Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, said that several properties on the 1600 block of Wabank Road are in poor condition. The planning and zoning officer will be sent out to inspect and let Mr. Worley know the results of that inspection.

XII. Adjournment
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:25PM.
