I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call 
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on May 8, 2000 in the Township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chair Anthony J. Allen. Vice Chair Michael F. Pickard and Treasurer Helen S. Adams were present. Others in attendance included Township staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

Mr. Allen then convened a Public Hearing on Ordinance No. 2000-02, Subdivision, Land Development, and Stormwater Management. Mr. Allen explained the major changes and differences in the new ordinance. Mrs. Adams referred to the steps taken by the Township to effectively manage our growth. First was the Strategic Comprehensive Plan, then a new Zoning Ordinance was approved, and now this ordinance was developed and written. With no comments or questions raised, the Public Hearing was closed at 7:12PM.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items
Nicholas Ngumo, Waterford Court, introduced himself. He is an exchange student attending Lancaster Mennonite High School and working on a paper on local government. There were no other comments.

III. Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the April 10, 2000 meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. Treasurer’s Report
Treasurer Adams presented the Treasurer’s Report showing the following amounts as of April 30, 2000:

Mrs. Adams stated the Treasurer’s Report would be filed for audit.

VI. Reports
A. Lafayette Fire Company: Thomas Schaller reported the Lafayette Fire Company responded to 6 emergency calls in the Township’s East End during April.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported 40 emergency calls in the month of April for a year-to-date total of 153. He stated Celebration 2000 would be held on June 3 with the parade beginning at 2:00PM, starting at Clock Towers and ending at Lancaster Community Park. Mr. Schaller then reminded residents that any phone solicitations for the fire department are to support City paid firemen, not Township volunteer firemen. The Lancaster Township Fire Department solicits only by mail.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report
Mr. Allen reported a recycling rate of 18.28% for the month of April. He asked for everyone’s cooperation in recycling to help reduce costs and waste.

VII. Announcements
A. Community Get-Together
A Community Get-Together will be held at 7:00PM on May 22, 2000 at Hamilton Arms, 336 S. West End Ave. Officer John Wertz will speak on Neighborhood Watch programs and the Citizen’s Police Academy.
B. Lancaster Township Financial Statements

VIII. Old Business
A. Ordinance No.2000-02 - Subdivision, Land Development, & Stormwater Management
On a motion by Mr. Pickard, seconded by Mrs. Adams, the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned ordinance establishing rules, regulations, and standards governing the subdivision of land, land development, and stormwater management.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #161 – Evergreen Estates Retirement Community
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously waived requirements of Section 602.12.1 (Clear Sight Triangle). The owners are to provide a 100 foot clear sight to the west and 85 feet to the east with the provision that a stop sign is to be installed.
B. Request for Refund of Filing Fee
Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved a $500 filing fee refund to ATG Associates for a rezoning petition that had been denied at the April meeting.

X. New Business
A. Energy Services Letter of Intent
On a motion by Mrs. Adams, seconded by Mr. Pickard, the Board unanimously approved a contract to purchase electric service from First Energy Services Corp. through the Lancaster County Purchasing Co-op. 

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
John Calcara, owner of 1411/1413 E. King Street asked what will happen to that portion of E. King now that zoning for a convenience store was denied. Mr. Adams said the Township is still open to the idea of realigning this intersection at some future date. At present, the state has approved the current plans for a traffic light and restricted turns without a realignment. Mrs. Adams suggested Mr. Calcara communicate directly with Township staff on this matter.(Tom Schaller, Atkins Avenue, also stated it is dangerous to point a mower discharge into any street because of rocks or sticks. Mr. Schaller asked what time limit is supposed to be imposed on developers in regards to street dedications. Mark Lauriello of RETTEW Assoc. pointed out the new ordinance approved tonight will prevent dedications taking more than 18 months. Mr. Schaller responded that Mill Pond Road is still undedicated after 7 years and affects the delivery of emergency service to the area. Lynn Stauffer, Planning and Zoning Director, stated all incomplete items are expected to be finished by the developer this week with a possible dedication in June. (Walter Lorenz reported seeing batteries thrown in with regular trash. He also commented on the difficulty that trailer trucks have making turns from Prince Street onto Hershey and Fairview Avenues. William Adams, Township Manager, replied the state tells the Township where they are to stripe the road lanes. Mr. Lorenz then remarked that the caretaker of the cemetery on Ranck Road discharges grass into the street when mowing. (Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, asked for the location of the Evergreen Retirement Community. It is on the south side of the 1400 block of East King Street. (Peggie Miller, Valley Road, reported a man picking up recyclables in her neighborhood. It was actually a York Waste employee using his personal truck. (

At 7:51PM with no further business brought before the Board, Mr. Allen adjourned the meeting. The next Board of Supervisors meeting is scheduled for June 12.
