I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call 
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on May 8, 2006 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:30PM by Chair Anthony J. Allen. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller and Treasurer Kathleen M. Wasong were also present. Others in attendance included township staff and interested parties. Mr. Allen led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items: William Adams, Quarry Lane, commented on Ordinance No. 2006-02. It is his belief that because Lancaster Township is within the Urban Growth Boundary, the board should approve the ordinance allowing for paving a larger area of ground by increasing the maximum lot coverage allowable.

III. Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the April 10, 2006 meeting were approved as presented by general consent.

IV. Treasurer’s Report
Treasurer Wasong presented the Treasurer’s Report as of April 30, 2006:

Mr. Allen stated the Treasurer’s Report would be filed for audit.

V. Payment of Bills
On a motion by Mr. Allen, seconded by Mr. Schaller, the board approved the payment of bills:

VI. Reports
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported there were 49 emergency calls in April for a year-to-date total of 137 calls. He then thanked everyone who contributed to the annual fund drive.
B. Lafayette Fire Company: Mr. Schaller reported there were seven emergency calls to the east side of the township.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours. 
D. Recycling Report: Mr. Allen reported a recycling rate of 18.11% for the month of February 2006.
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Ms. Wasong reported on the most recent LIMC meeting. Mike Kyle, Executive Director of the Lancaster Area Sewer Authority, presented an overview of happenings at LASA. He is forecasting that rates will be increased in about five years to meet the rising cost of treatment and conveyance systems.
F. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Officer Klete Griffin was in attendance. LuAnn Reed, Wildflower Lane, thanked the police for their efforts in keeping her neighborhood safe. Mr. Allen cited problems with drivers speeding and going through stop signs in the neighborhood surrounding the Stevens College of Technology building on East Orange Street.

VII. Announcements
A. LCSWMA 1st Quarter Rebate: Mr. Allan announced a rebate of $10,730.09.
B. Next Regular Board Meeting: June 12, 2006, 7:00PM—Residents are invited to attend the workshop beginning at 6:00PM.

The Lancaster Township Supervisors are committed to the goals
as established by the adoption of the Strategic Comprehensive Plan
and the following actions are consistent with the directives of that document.

VIII. Old Business
A. Ordinance No. 2006-02
For purposes of discussion, Mr. Schaller moved and Ms. Wasong seconded a motion to approve this ordinance. Ms. Schaller mentioned last month’s in-depth hearing and discussion of this ordinance and noted there were those who both supported and were against approval. He also noted that Millersville Bible Church does have other options. Ms. Wasong expressed her concerns that this could be construed as spot zoning for the two properties that would be affected by this zoning change. She feels this is a matter of the health and welfare of the surrounding neighborhood and that a zoning change is not appropriate. Mr. Allen agreed with Ms. Wasong. This ordinance was presented and discussed at length at the April 10, 2006 board meeting. After a call for the question, the motion was unanimously defeated.
B. Resolution No. 2006-03
Ms. Wasong moved to approve this ordinance, which amends the Lancaster Township Code, Chapter 263, Vehicles, and Traffic, to restrict the parking of vehicles with an actual or registered gross weight in excess of 9,500 pounds. Mr. Schaller seconded the motion and then asked for discussion. His question was whether or not a six-wheeled vehicle, less than 9,500 pounds, could legally park on the street. The answer is yes, which allows privately owned vehicles of that size to park at one’s home. The motion was then passed unanimously.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #202—Honeysuckle Lane Preliminary Land Development and Subdivision Plan
Mr. Schaller moved to approve this ordinance and Ms. Wasong seconded. It was noted that there were a number of unresolved issues remaining. After discussion, the board decided to delay a vote until these issues are resolved. Mr. Allen moved to rescind Mr. Schaller’s motion, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously rescinded the original motion. Ms. Wasong then moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously granted an extension of time for the Honeysuckle Lane Plan until July 11, 2006. This allows additional time for the developer to address the various items of concern.
B. Demolition Request for 1300A East King Street
Bob Schober, owner, explained that demolition of this structure would allow for better emergency evacuation of Evergreen Estates at 1300 East King Street, as recommended by Lafayette Fire Company. The board discussed several different options with Mr. Schober. Ms. Wasong stated she would like to see the house preserved and that moving the house to another site might be a possibility. Mr. Schaller also explained to Mr. Schober that neither the board nor the historic commission can require him to save the building. After a period of thirty days, the planning and zoning director must issue a demolition permit.
C. Demolition Request for Barn at 1775 Betz Farm Drive
After discussion by the board, it was decided that a permit should be issued as the barn is currently in a state of complete disrepair and falling down.

X. New Business
A. Ordinance No. 2006-04
Ms. Wasong presented this ordinance, which amends the Lancaster Township Code, Chapter 263, Vehicles and Traffic, and Chapter 270, Vehicles, Unattended. The ordinance will be presented for action at the June 12, 2006 board meeting.
B. OrdinanceNo. 2006-05
Mr. Schaller presented this ordinance which establishes, by ordinance, uniform fees pertaining to ordinances, zoning, permits, subdivision/land development fees, and other fees. The ordinance will be presented for action at the June 12, 2006 board meeting.
C. Lafayette Fire Company Request for Contribution to Assist with the Purchase of a New Ladder Truck
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously authorized a payment of $50,000.00 out of the capital reserve fund originally set aside for the Lancaster Township Fire Department (LTFD), to be repaid next fiscal year. Said change in fiscal distributions is subject to approval by the LTFD Executive Committee.

XI. Guest Recognition & Participation
* Vic Brutout, Lancaster County Conservancy, and David Schreder, David Miller Associates, gave a brief presentation on the Conestoga Greenway including some background on the formation of the overall plan and the current prototype greenway trail planned for a section which passes through the east side of Lancaster Township along the Conestoga River. The plan involves both public and private lands that will require easements. The prototype trail will be 1.3 miles long and constructed of old millings, which will provide a stable base for walking, biking, skate boarding, etc. It will be handicapped accessible with a picnic area. It is hoped all easements for the prototype will be settled within the next 45 days. Construction is planned to begin in less than a year. After completion, the Lancaster County Parks staff will regularly monitor the area. *Hamilton Park Walking Tour marker signs were displayed. The tour is scheduled for Mother’s Day, May 14, 2:00 to 4:00PM. Twenty homes are included on the guided tour or one can take a self-guided tour at a later date. There will be a bake sale and flower sale as well as Rochford azaleas available for purchase.

XII. Adjournment
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:20PM.
