I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call 
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on May 10, 2004 in the Township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:30PM by Chair Thomas H. Schaller. Vice Chair Helen S. Adams and Treasurer Anthony J. Allen were also present. Others in attendance included Township staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items: There were no comments.

III. Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the April 12, 2004 meeting were approved by general consent as presented.

IV. Treasurer’s Report
Treasurer Allen presented the Treasurer’s Report as of April 30, 2004:

VI. Reports
A. Lafayette Fire Company: There was no report available.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department: There was no report available.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours. 
D. Recycling Report: Mr. Schaller reported a recycling rate of 18.09% for the month of March. Repairs on the LCSWMA grinder are still not finished. As soon as it is repaired, the Township will make a new supply of mulch.
E. Strategic Comprehensive Plan Quarterly Report: Mr. Allen reported there was no 2004 tax increase for residents; funding for the Township Sergeant’s position was restored to the budget; the annual audit was completed; Schoolhouse Road bridge was re-opened after repairs; the LIMC Growing Together initiative continues; a special spring leaf pickup was available to residents; a contract was 
F. awarded for installation of footbridges at Maple Grove Park; discussion is on-going with Millersville Borough regarding a Wabank Road extension/reconstruction; and the Public Works Department is planning for summer street overlay.
G. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: David Nikoloff, Executive Director of Lancaster Economic Development Corporation, gave a presentation on “Lancaster Prospers”. Also discussed at the meeting was the Uniform Construction Code. Lancaster Township will not participate in a joint building appeals board as our current board functions well. This decision does not preclude our participation sometime in the future.
H. LCSWMA Quarterly Hauler Rebate: The Township received a rebate of $9,881.76 for the first quarter of 2004.
I. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Sergeant Charles Schmidt informed residents that speed enforcement details have begun in the Township. Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, asked for assistance in slowing down the motorcyclists that speed down his road every evening and weekend. Mr. Allen stated that he has noticed a lot of drivers who are not coming to a stop at stop signs.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business:
A. Hawthorne Ridge Preliminary Plan – Request for Extension of Time
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously granted a 120-day extension of time for the above-mentioned preliminary plan, from April 20, 2004 to August 18, 2004.
B. Sewage Planning Module Exemption Request, Penn Manor School District, Comet Field Sanitary Sewer Extension
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved
the above-mentioned exemption request with the proviso that there will be no more exceptions granted.
X. New Business
A. Ordinance No. 2004-01
Mrs. Adams presented the above-mentioned Ordinance which adopts the Uniform Construction Code, as defined and regulated under the PA Construction Code Act, as the building and construction code of Lancaster Township. This Ordinance will be acted upon at the June 14, 2004 Board of Supervisors meeting.
B. Bid Award for Curb Cuts/Handicapped Ramp Installation
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously awarded a contract for the above-mentioned project, without the addition of the $1,500 addendum for domes, to Doug Lamb Construction in the amount of $33,750.
C. Sign Posting of 48-Hour Parking Limit
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized the above-mentioned posting of streets as designated by the police sergeant in consultation with Township staff. This action will help to prevent abandonment of vehicles and the lengthy parking of vehicles.
