I.   Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township board of supervisors meeting was held on May 10, 2010 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue , Lancaster , PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Vice Chair Kathleen M. Wasong. Treasurer Benjamin H. Bamford was also present. Chair Thomas H. Schaller was excused. Others in attendance included township staff and interested parties. Ms. Wasong led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.
II  Public Comment on Agenda Items: There were no comments.
 
III.   Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the April 12, 2010 meeting were approved as presented by general consent.

A.   Lancaster Township Fire Department: T here were 43 emergency calls in April for a year-to-date total of 187 calls.
B.   Lafayette Fire Company: There were three emergency calls to the east side of Lancaster Township in March and five in April. There was no loss monetarily.
•  Police: Manheim Township Police Officer Barry Waltz was in attendance. Ms. Wasong commended the police for the fine job they are doing and stated how very appreciative the township is. In answer to a question, Officer Waltz stated that a crime is considered cleared when there is an arrest. Mr. Bamford noted how pleased he is to see higher clearance rates than the previous year.
•  Sewer and Other Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours.
•  Recycling Report: The recycling rate for the month of March 2010 was 14.99%.
•  Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: The April 14 meeting was held at West Hempfield Township . Discussion centered on the upcoming annual meeting of May 26 at the Lancaster Convention Center . The June 9 meeting is scheduled for West Lampeter Township at 7:30 AM .

X.   New Business
A.  Resolution No. 2010-04
Ms. Wasong made a motion to authorize the township manager to act as the designated agent in order to receive reimbursement from PEMA for Lancaster Township ’s February expenditures incurred during the declared snow emergency. Mr. Bamford seconded, and the motion passed.
B.  Resolution No. 2010-05
Mr. Bamford moved to authorize the township manager to sign a reimbursement agreement with PennDOT for the construction/installation of ADA required handicapped ramps on East King Street in Lancaster Township . Ms. Wasong seconded and the motion passed.
C.  Join Cable Franchise agreement with Comcast
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Bamford seconded, and the board authorized the township manager to enter into an agreement with Cohen Law Group, along with other members of the Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee, to negotiate the renewal of the cable franchise with Comcast.
D.  Bid Award for 2010 Milling and Paving Project
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Bamford seconded, and the board awarded the paving contract to Pennsy Supply, dba/McMinn’s Asphalt, the low bidder at $93,014.91. William Laudien , township manager, noted there was only one other bid: Joseph E. Sucher & Sons at $110,760.00.
E.  Appointment to Lancaster Recreation Commission
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Bamford seconded, and the board appointed Brian Hernon to fill an unexpired term on the Lancaster Recreation Commission. This term ends on December 31, 2010.
 
XI.  Guest Recognition & Participation
* The board welcomed Boy Scout Jared Kramp who was in attendance working towards a merit badge in communications. * Rosie Gross, Ranck Avenue, inquired about the installation and monitoring of home security/alarm systems. Mr. Laudien noted we are working on a new alarm ordinance that will be in line with the one used by the Manheim Township Police Department. Mr. Bamford added that residents will be informed of new procedures as soon as possible.
