C. Confirmation of Special Fire Police

There was none.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #143 - Lancaster County Historical Society/Final LD Plan
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the recommendation of the Township Engineer and Superintendent of Public Works to release the financial guarantee for the above-mentioned plan as all public improvements have been satisfactorily completed.
B. LTPC #155 - Lorraine Allison/Lot Add-On Plan
Mr. Pickard moved and Mr. Allen seconded the unanimous recommendation of the Planning Commission to grant conditional final plan approval subject to all plan certificates being completed prior to plan recording. After discussion and presentation of pictures by Ms. Allison, the Board unanimously approved the motion.
C. Lancaster Area Sewer Authority - Honeysuckle Lane Sewer Planning Module
1. Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the Sewage Facilities Planning Module based on recommendations from the Lancaster County Planning Commission, Lancaster Township Planning Commission, and the PA Historical & Museum Commission.
2. Resolution No. 1999-08
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned resolution for Plan Revision for New Land Development.

At this point in the meeting, Mr. Timothy Allen Fisher was introduced and congratulated on his appointment as Special Fire Police. 

X. New Business
A. Ordinance No. 03 of 1999
Mr. Pickard moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned ordinance which amends Traffic & Parking Ordinance 1983-02 to provide for stop intersections at certain locations.
B. Resolution No. 09 of 1999
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned resolution authorizing acquisition by condemnation of certain property located along East King Street. It was pointed out this refers to the road widening project. This process will only be used in the event the Township cannot reach an agreement of sale with property owners.
C. Bid Award
s bid is approximately $10,000 less.(s Asphalt Co., Inc., the low bidder at $30.22 per ton in place. The only other bidder was Highway Materials, Inc. at $32.57 per ton. The McMinn(Mr. Pickard moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and there was unanimous approval to award the bid for the 1999 Township street resurfacing project to McMinn
D. Lancaster Community Park Concession Stand Agreement
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and there was unanimous approval for ratification of the above-mentioned agreement between Lancaster Township Athletic Association, Lancaster Township Booster Club, and Lancaster Township. William Adams, Township Manager, mentioned this agreement expires at the end of this year and the Township has received a copy of the liability insurance certificate. Mrs. Adams noted the concession stand will be open for all scheduled athletic events.
E. East King Street Project - Acquisition & Settlement Agreement
Mr. Pickard moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned road widening agreement between Lancaster County and Lancaster Township. The property will be transferred to the Township for $1.00. The traffic lanes will be increased from four to five at Conestoga View to provide left turn lanes at City Mill Road and Ranck Avenue. The lanes will then again taper down to four. Mr. Adams reported left turns onto East King Street from Conestoga View will not be allowed after completion of construction.

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
Tom Schaller, 34(s position regarding the PUC water rate complaint filing and hearings. Mrs. Adams said the Township is participating fully in the complaint.(Peggie Miller, Valley Road, asked for clarification of the Township(Mr. Bricker wanted to know if anything could be done to prevent people from blowing grass onto the streets when mowing. (Mr. Kreider asked if the Township checks to be certain no other trash outside of the Township is being thrown in with ours. Mrs. Adams replied only Lancaster Township is collected on Tuesday and Wednesday. (Walter Lorenz , 49 Parkside, had several statements and questions: trucks on residential streets in the East End have a hard time negotiating corners and block traffic; people are throwing grass trimmings into the street; ambulances are not using their sirens properly; what is the situation with an East End park? (The Township is awaiting a reply from the City); is there progress with street lights at the E. King and Conestoga Drive intersection? (the Township application is with the state now); is the Diamontoni property going forward in the East End? (Yes, when the sewer moratorium is lifted); place 25MPH signs on Chestnut Street to slow the traffic; post a no parking sign at the Clark Street mailbox; is Supervisor Adams running for re-election? (Yes); too many people are letting their dogs run loose. (Jim Gamber, owner of 28 Pickford Dr., reported that 33 Pickford Drive is a shambles and gave the Board a photo taken this morning. After proper notification to HUD (the owner due to foreclosure), and if no action is taken, the Township will have the grass/weeds cut and, if necessary, place a lien on the property to recover expenses. (Ray Bricker, 546 Abbeyville Road, asked when the personalized bricks and memorial plaques for trees will be installed at Community Park. Mrs. Adams replied the Township will follow up and get a list of all donors. Mr. Bricker suggested more policing at the park to prevent illegal parking. Mr. Adams said LTAA has been informed not to park on the grass with the exception of loading/unloading supplies and equipment and signs will be installed to that effect. In an effort to make parking better, 80 tons of stone has been spread in the parking lot. The Township is investigating ways to install the 136 personalized bricks at the concession stand. John Kreider, 1802 Millersville Pike, asked what will be done to protect the bricks and plaques from vandalism. This will be taken into account when deciding how to do the installation. (5 Atkins Avenue, said he felt the recycling rate has declined because of the increased use of plastic.

The next Board of Supervisors meeting is scheduled for June 14, 1999. At 8:13PM with no further business brought before the Board, the meeting was adjourned by Mrs. Adams.
