The duly advertised Lancaster Township board of supervisors meeting was held on May 11, 2009 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chair Anthony J. Allen. Treasurer Kathleen M. Wasong was also present. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller was excused. Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board designated the Lancaster County Tax Collection Bureau as the Lancaster County Tax Collection Committee for the purposes of the Local Tax Enabling Act as amended by Act 32 of 2008.
C. UGI Utilities, Inc. Right of Way Agreement through Maple Grove Park
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board authorized entering into an agreement with UGI Utilities, Inc. for a right of way through Maple Grove Park.

Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded and the board authorized a donation to The James Buchanan Foundation (Wheatland) in the amount of $700.00.
E. Applications for Handicapped Parking Spaces
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board approved two requests for handicapped parking at 1148 Jamaica Road and 1137 Jamaica Road.

* It was announced that the Lancaster Township Historical Commission Presidential Neighbors Tour will be held on Sunday, May 17, 2009, 1:00-4:00PM, starting at Wheatland. *Louis Brubaker, Clarendon Drive, reported that 1 Yardley Green Drive is quite a mess outside and that there are two unregistered vehicles being worked on. William M. Laudien, township manager, said he was familiar with the property. The township has been working with the residents and a number of violations have already been remedied. We continue to work with the owners and will make follow-up inspections. As far as toys scattered around the yard, we are unable to prevent that type of activity.
