The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on May 12, 2003 in the Township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:30PM by Chair Anthony J. Allen. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller and Treasurer Helen S. Adams were also present. Others in attendance included Township staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items: There were no comments.

B. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported 35 emergency calls in the month of April.

D. Recycling Report: Mr. Allen reported a recycling rate of 18.46% for the month of March. Residential and commercial properties combined equal 27%.
E. LCSWMA Quarterly Rebate:The Township received a rebate of $9,207.44 for the first quarter of 2003.
F. Liquid Fuels Tax Fund Audit for 2 Years Ended December 31, 2001: The Township earned $34,000 in interest over the same two-year period.
G. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: No meeting was held.
H. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Officer Michael Hemperly was in attendance. As a Township resident living near Wabank and Bean Hill Road, Officer Hemperly suggested that the Supervisors consider the hiring of another fulltime officer to patrol the southern end of the Township. There has been a tremendous increase in traffic, littering, and noise as a result of new development in that area. Sandy Worley, Bean Hill Road, agreed with Officer Hemperly. She then commended the police for their handling of an accident where a dog was injured.
