I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call 
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on May 12, 2008 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chair Kathleen M. Wasong. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Thomas H. Schaller were also present. Others in attendance included township staff. Ms. Wasong led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items: There were no comments as there were no members of
the public present.

III. Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the April 14, 2008 meeting were approved as presented by general consent.

C. Recycling Report: Ms. Wasong reported a recycling rate of 15.54% for the month of March 2008.
D. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Ms. Wasong reported on the most recent LIMC meeting held in East Hempfield on May 7. The featured speaker was Michael Weaver of Lancaster County-Wide Communications. He spoke about the radio tower upgrades and the problems being encountered. The June 11 LIMC meeting will be held at Pequea Township.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #225—1063 Wheatland Avenue, Lot Add-On
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously granted conditional plan approval as per conditions set forth in a letter from the township engineer dated April 22, 2008.
B. Stone Mill Plaza, Giant Food Store #65
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously denied permission to Giant Food Stores to perform temporary night time work. Any and all work, including necessary blasting, must be performed between the hours of 7:00AM and 10:00PM, as per township noise ordinance.
C. LTPC #216—1401 Columbia Avenue, Extension of Time
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved a request from the owner for a six-month extension of time for final land development plan recording.

X. New Business
A. Bid Awards for Public Works Projects
After discussion, Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously made the following three awards to the lowest bidders:
1. HMA wearing course & surface milling awarded to McMinn’s Asphalt Co. for a total cost of $68,775.28;
2. Micro-surfacing awarded to E.J. Breneman for a total cost of $29,929.60; and,
3. Traffic signal upgrades (LED) awarded to Republic ITS, Inc. for a total cost of $16,532.00.
B. Appointment
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously appointed Stephen M. Wise to fill a vacancy on the Historic Commission with a term ending December 31, 2011.
C. Appointment
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously appointed David E. Wagenseller, township solicitor, to handle the zoning appeal filed by the owners of 1242 Wheatland Avenue (variance for an additional home on the property).
D. Ordinance No. 2008-01
Mr. Schaller presented the above-mentioned ordinance, which authorizes Lancaster Township to enter into an agreement for implementing Growing Together: A Comprehensive Plan for Central Lancaster County, Pennsylvania. This ordinance will be acted upon at the June 9, 2008 board meeting.
E. Lancaster County Planning Commission Memorandum of Understanding
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously authorized a “Memorandum of Understanding” between Lancaster Township and the Lancaster County Planning Commission. This memorandum allows for a pro forma waiver of the county’s review of minor subdivision and land development projects.

XI. Guest Recognition & Participation
As there were no members of the public present, there were no comments.

XII. Executive Session
There being no further business, at 7:21PM the board retired to an executive session to discuss personnel issues related to interviewing the three final candidates on three separate occasions for the position of township manager.
