I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call 
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on May 13, 2002 in the Township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:30PM by Chair Helen S. Adams. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Thomas H. Schaller were also present. Others in attendance included Township staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items: There were no comments.

III. Secretary¡¦s Report
The minutes of the April 8, 2002 meeting were approved by general consent as presented.

IV. Treasurer¡¦s Report
Treasurer Schaller presented the Treasurer¡¦s Report as of April 30, 2002:

VI. Reports
A. Lafayette Fire Company: There was no report available.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Chief Glenn Usdin reported 34 emergency calls in the month of April for a year-to-date total of 164. Chief Usdin made the Board aware of the LTFD¡¦s need for access to a building whose automatic alarms have been triggered. When the department arrives at the scene and sees no visible signs of fire and the owner/occupant is not present, fire personnel have to decide if it might be a false alarm or not and whether or not to break into the property. The LTFD will prepare a draft ordinance to require a lock box type of system that would allow entry without damage to the property.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours. 
D. Recycling Report: Mrs. Adams reported a recycling rate of 18.42% for the month of March. She also reported a 2001 recycling rate of 25% for commercial properties.
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Lynn Stauffer, Director of Planning & Zoning, presented a summary of the May 8 LIMC meeting: Wayne Murphy, President of the Lancaster County Library Board, informed the committee of the financial crisis facing the library; Shawn Sponaugle Zoning Officer for Millersville, was appointed to the Greenways Park Advisory Board (GPAB); the prototype greenway along South Conestoga Drive remains stalled. The LIMC is going to meet with Lancaster City officials to determine what can be done to get the project moving forward; the GPAB Public Awareness Committee completed a Greenways Summary and Map which has been printed and distributed; the concept of a regional comprehensive plan has been endorsed by eleven of the twelve LIMC members and the Lancaster County Planning Commission has sent a letter of support for the idea.
F. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: There were no questions for Officer Paul Blanchflower. Peggie Miller, Valley Road, attended a recent public meeting of terrorism present by the Police Department and recommended it highly as a very informative and useful seminar.

VII. Announcements
A. Governor¡¦s Award for Excellence: Rob Eckenrode, Public Works Superintendent, and Suzanne Teske, Administrative Assistant, attended the April 16 ceremony and accepted on behalf of the Township the 2002 Governor¡¦s Award for Watershed Stewardship in the category of Demonstration, Education, and Outreach. They explained the riparian restoration project was the undertaking for which the Township received this honor.
B. LEMSA Certificate of Recognition: Mrs. Adams announced receipt of a Certificate of Recognition from Lancaster Emergency Medical Services Association as a result of the Township¡¦s financial support.

X. New Business
A. Resolution No. 2002-06
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded and the Board unanimously certified the number and dollar amount of uncollected 2001 real estate taxes by the Lancaster
County Tax Claim Bureau.
B. Resolution No. 2002-07
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded and the Board unanimously set a rate of compensation for members of the Planning Commission at $50.00 per member for each meeting attended, as now allowed by the PA Municipalities Planning Code. This is the same rate as for Zoning Hearing Board members.
C. 2003-2005 Lancaster County CDBG Program
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously voted to continue to participate in the county CDBG program. Only one area of the Township qualifies for this funding and has benefited from the funding. Mrs. Adams briefly explained the Community Development Block Grant Program.
D. Resignations
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously, but reluctantly, accepted the resignation of two faithful committee members: Barbara E. Gallen from the Planning Commission, and Robert E. Newcomer from the Public Safety Committee. As dedicated members, the Township will feel their loss.
E. Appointments
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board made the following unanimous appointments: Robert R. Desmarais to the Planning Commission filling an unexpired term which ends on December 31, 2002, and Mathew P. Slinghoff and Robert R. Desmarais, Jr. to the Historic Resource Council filling unexpired terms ending on December 31, 2002.
F. Maple Grove Mill Subdivision Plan
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized the chair and secretary to execute said plan on behalf of the owner/Lancaster Township, that the plan is the act and deed of the Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors, that the Board desires the same to be recorded and on behalf of the Board further acknowledges that all streets and other property identified as public property (excepting those areas labeled ¡§not for dedication¡¨) are hereby dedicated to the public use.

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
Mrs. Adams introduced new staff member, Faith Kelsey, who is the front desk receptionist. „TBill Worley, Bean Hill Road, asked if the playground installation at Windolph Landing Park had been completed. The playground equipment is fully installed and two night lights on poles are to be installed shortly. „TCharles Collom, Wilson Drive, inquired as to what are the green markings and arrows painted on streets. Mr. Eckenrode replied that they show sewer line placement. „TMr. Desmarais, Conestoga Road, said he had heard SLSA is currently checking for leaks in sewer lines.
