I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call 
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on May 14, 2007 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chair Thomas H. Schaller. Vice Chair Kathleen M. Wasong and Treasurer Anthony J. Allen were also present. Others in attendance included township staff and interested parties. Mr. Schaller led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items: Tammy Myers, Jackson Drive, expressed her concerns about lighting and storm water at Fiorentino’s Restaurant. Ginny Gibble, School House Road, urged the board members to vote in favor of Ordinance No. 2007-02, which establishes regulations for the review of demolition of historic properties/resources. Bill Adams, Quarry Lane, joined Ms. Gibble in urging adoption of the ordinance.

III. Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the April 9, 2007 meeting were approved as presented by general consent.

IV. Treasurer’s Report
Treasurer Allen presented the Treasurer’s Report as of April 30, 2007:

VI. Reports
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported there were 48 emergency calls in April for a year-to-date total of 169 calls.
B. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours. 
C. Recycling Report: Mr. Schaller reported a recycling rate of 17.56% for the month of March 2007.
D. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Ms. Wasong reported on the most recent LIMC meeting held in East Petersburg. Randy Patterson, representing Lancaster City, spoke on the city’s economic development plans. Clipper Stadium and the coming new convention center are two of the bigger items spurring new business. The city is also trying to cultivate an arts center. The June 13 LIMC meeting will be held at Lancaster Township.
E. Strategic Comprehensive Plan Quarterly Report: Ms. Wasong made this presentation, a copy of which is attached.

VIII. Old Business
A. Ordinance No. 2007-02
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved the above-mentioned ordinance, which amends the Lancaster Township Zoning Ordinance to establish regulations for the review of demolition by neglect and the demolition, relocation, or removal of historic resources. This ordinance was presented at the April 9, 2007 meeting.
B. Ordinance No. 2007-03
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved this ordinance which revises the Lancaster Township established uniform fees pertaining to ordinance, zoning, permits, penalties, etc. This ordinance was presented at the April 9, 2007 meeting.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #172—Sterling Place Lot #50, Final Subdivision Plan, Reduction in Securities
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted a reduction in financial securities by $66,382.00, leaving a balance of $30,000.00 per the township engineer’s letter of April 27, 2007.
B. LTPC #187—Hawthorne Ridge Land Development Plan, Reduction in Securities
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously granted a reduction in financial securities by $36,968.00, leaving a balance of $1,798,859.00 per the township engineer’s letter of April 18, 2007.
C. LTPC #213—Honeysuckle Lane (Shepherd Family LTD), Preliminary/Final Subdivision & Land Development Plan, Extension of Time
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted an extension of time until July 14, 2007.
D. LTPC #221—Springside Drive (Tomio M. Garray), Lot Add-On Plan
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously granted final plan approval per the township engineer’s letter of May 1, 2007.
E. Resolution No. 2007-11
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved a PA DEP sewage facilities planning module for 1612 New Danville Pike.

X. New Business
A. Ordinance No. 2007-04
Ms. Wasong presented this ordinance which prohibits parking on Millersville Road/SR 741 in certain locations. This ordinance was presented at the April 9, 2007 meeting.
B. Reimbursement to Resident
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously approved a payment of $50.00 to Ms. Bonnie Walls. This amount covers the out-of-pocket expenses she incurred (deductible on her automobile insurance) when a township sign fell on her automobile.

XI. Guest Recognition & Participation
* Bonnie Miller, a Manor Township resident and real estate agent for Tammy Myers, Jackson Drive, thanked Mr. Allen for helping to resolve the parking lot lighting issues at Fiorentino’s Restaurant. Ms. Miller expressed concerns with storm water runoff at 1401 Columbia Ave. Lynn Stauffer, planning and zoning director, and Gordon Reed, Lancaster Township Planning Commission, both replied that it is being addressed by the developer’s engineer as well as being carefully reviewed by the planning commission. Runoff will actually be reduced by 50%. *Bill Adams, Quarry Lane, said the township has made some very high quality mulch, which is available free to township residents. *Terrie Finger, Woods Avenue, noted her concerns with the “bump-outs” installed by the city on Race Avenue and then asked if four-way stop signs could be installed at Wheatland and Race Avenues. Ms. Wasong noted that it is illegal to use stop signs for speed control. *Ms. Miller asked for no parking on the east side of Race Avenue. That is in Lancaster City and they would need to address the request.

XII. Executive Session
There being no further business, at 7:44PM the board retired to an executive session to discuss personnel issues.

XIII. Adjournment
The meeting was adjourned at 8:15PM.
