LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes—June 8, 2009

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on June 8, 2009 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Anthony J. Allen called the meeting to order at 7:00PM. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller and Treasurer Kathleen M. Wasong were present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Allen led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS: There were no comments.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
Minutes of the May 11, 2009 Board of Supervisors meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Wasong presented the treasurer’s report as of May 31, 2009:

Mr. Allen stated the treasurer’s report would be filed for audit.

A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: There were 39 calls for the month of May for a year-to-date total of 190 calls on the west side of Lancaster Township.
B. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours.
C. Recycling Report: The April 2009 recycling rate was 14.92%.
D. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Ms. Wasong stated there was no LIMC meeting since the last report. The next meeting is on Wednesday, June 10, 2009, 7:30AM at Lancaster City when State Senator Mike Brubaker will speak on the health of the Chesapeake Bay.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS: There was no old business.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #224—Conestoga Reserve Revised Final Subdivision Plan, Reduction in Financial Security
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted a reduction in financial security of $268,854.00 leaving a valance of $604,713.00, as recommended by the township engineer to be adequate to cover the costs of remaining work as specified in his letter of May 22, 2009.
B. LTPC #230—CrossWay Church, Preliminary Land Development Plan, Request for Modifications
Ms. Wasong moved to grant the following modifications:
1. Section 602.02.E—Vertical Curves on Access Drive: which applies only to the emergency access drive.
2. Section 603.03.A—Curbs: the areas where no curb is proposed will allow stormwater runoff to be directed to grass swales adjacent to the access drive as a storm water best management practice.
Mr. Schaller seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.
C. LTPC #230—CrossWay Church, Sewage Facilities Planning Module
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved a request to forward Component 4A of the Sewage Facilities Planning Module to PA DEP.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Resolution No. 2009-009
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously approved the above-mentioned resolution which authorizes the township manager to execute and file appropriate forms with the Lancaster County Planning Commission in conjunction with an application for funding through the 2009 Urban Enhancement Fund grant program.
B. Resolution No. 2009-10
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously authorized the Lancaster County Cooperative Purchasing Board to select the most appropriate bid for electric supply service, through the lead sponsor and American Power Net Services, L.P.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION 
* Bob Desmarais, Newton Road, asked that the board formally endorse the proposal of the Lancaster County Transportation Authority for a stimulus fund grant to enact, among other things, the recommendations of the Harrisburg Pike Transportation Study. Lancaster Township is a participant in both groups. Mr. Desmarais will follow-up with the details in the near future. He then gave a brief report on the Land Use Advisory Board (LUAB) meetings, in particular shared land use concerns. *Bernard Grimm, Jr., Fairview Avenue, expressed his views on the township’s police services. He hopes that there will be public meetings before a decision is made on which municipality is awarded the contract for police coverage. William M. Laudien, township manager, explained that the township’s current contract with the city no longer reflects actual services. The township is exploring all options to be certain the residents are getting the best possible service and protection. *Ann Warfel, Wheatland Avenue, spoke on behalf of several concerned residents. She relayed some incidents of crime that have occurred in the School Lane Hills area including an assault on a fourteen-year-old boy who had to be taken to the hospital. Mr. Desmarais noted he had an intruder attempting to gain access to his greenhouse at 3:33AM. Ms. Wasong reminded residents to be vigilant in their daily activities, such as locking doors, windows, and cars. After discussion, Mr. Laudien stated that a link would be installed on the township’s home page to the police incident log. This will assist residents in knowing what is occurring in their own neighborhoods.

XII. EXECUTIVE SESSION
The board earlier retired into an executive session between the workshop and regular meeting (6:20 to 6:45PM) to discuss personnel issues.

XIII. ADJOURNMENT
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:37PM.
