LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes—June 9, 2008

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on June 9, 2008 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Kathleen M. Wasong called the meeting to order at 7:00PM. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Thomas H. Schaller were present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Ms. Wasong led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
William Adams, Quarry Lane, inquired as to the purpose of Resolution 2008-08 regarding sludge. The basic issue is local control over sludge dumping. Helen S. Adams, Quarry Lane stated her complete and total support of Ordinance 2008-01, the new regional comprehensive plan, and its importance to regional cooperation among municipalities.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
Minutes of the May 12, 2008 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Schaller presented the treasurer’s report as of May 31, 2008:

Ms. Wasong stated the treasurer’s report would be filed for audit.

V. PAYMENT OF BILLS
Mr. Schaller presented some of the highlights/large payments. On a motion by Mr. Schaller, seconded by Mr. Allen, the board unanimously approved the payment of bills (5/13/08-6/9/08):

VI. REPORTS
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported 30 calls for the month of May for a year-to-date total of 218 calls on the west side of Lancaster Township.
B. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: With the exception of the police report, which has not arrived, these reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours.
C. Recycling Report: The April recycling rate was 15.42%. Also collected were 4,705 biobags and 201 yard waste bundles.
D. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Ms. Wasong stated there was no LIMC meeting since the last report. The next meeting is on Wednesday, June 11, 2008, 7:30AM at Pequea Township. There will be discussion on the Home Rule Study Commission’s recommendation.
E. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: No officer was present and there were no questions or comments.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS
A. Ordinance No. 2008-01
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously passed this ordinance, which authorizes entering into an agreement establishing a Land Use Advisory Board for implementing Growing Together: A Comprehensive Plan for Central Lancaster County, Pennsylvania. This ordinance was presented at the May 12, 2008 board meeting.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #197—Weis Market Expansion at Manor Shopping Center
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously granted a request to reduce Letter of Credit No. 11563056 for the Weis expansion by $27,133.00, leaving a balance of $3,015.00 as recommended in a letter from the township engineer dated May 29, 2008.
B. LTPC #212—Honeysuckle Lane (Costello Builders), Reduction in Letter of Credit
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously granted a request to reduce Letter of Credit No. 702-00-23561 for the final subdivision plan by $129,314.00, leaving a balance of $117,757.00 as recommended in a letter from the township engineer dated May 29, 2008.
C. LTPC #212— Honeysuckle Lane, Reduction in Letter of Credit (LASA)
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously granted a request to reduce Letter of Credit No. 702-00-20734 (for LASA) for the final subdivision plan by $7,498.75, leaving a balance of $17,251.25 (includes 15% maintenance warranty).
D. Verizon Cell Tower Lease Agreement
After discussion, Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously authorized signing the above-mentioned lease agreement with Verizon provided all of the board member’s stated conditions are met (beginning monthly rate of $1,500.00 plus monthly rates of $300.00 for co-locators) as well as satisfying the concerns of the township solicitor.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Resolution No. 2008-08
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously passed the above-mentioned resolution lending support to East Brunswick Township in their efforts to defend their sewage sludge ordinance against the suit filed by the PA Office of the Attorney General. At issue is the ability to exercise control to protect the health, safety and welfare of citizens on East Brunswick Township.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION 
* Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, asked for some clarification of cell tower co-locator fees. He then asked if anything has been done to clean up some houses on Wabank Road that he had previously brought to the township’s attention. Progress is definitely being made and the township will take the violations to the District Justice if property owners do not cooperate. *Helen Adams, Quarry Lane, asked the status of the search for a new township manager. Ms. Wasong replied that they are moving along very nicely and hope to be able to make an announcement soon. Ms. Adams also asked if RFPs for a solicitor would be sent out this year. No; the township is soliciting RFPs for an auditor this year. She then asked why the biobags were moved to the maintenance facility. Ms. Wasong said the bags were moved to provide more control over how many bags were being taken by individuals, which has been a financial concern as well. Ms. Adams called attention to the fact that there is not enough time for more than a couple of vehicles to get through the intersection at Wilson Drive/Abbeyville Road. She feels a left turn lane and signal are needed. The township will look into this. *Danny Whittle, Lancaster County Planning Commission, updated the board on the rumored road (Wilson Drive) connection into Lancaster Township from Harrisburg Pike. Mrs. Adams asked Mr. Whittle to find out if there are restrictions on the Baker bequest to F&M College, which may affect development of Baker Field. Ms. Wasong stated that she is categorically opposed to a Wilson Drive cut-through. Baker Field is totally within Manheim Township and their board needs to be cognizant of Lancaster Township residents’ desires.

XII. EXECUTIVE SESSION
At 8:05PM the board retired into an executive session to discuss personnel issues.

XIII. ADJOURNMENT
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:35PM.
