Minutes - June 10, 2002

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors¡¦ meeting was held on June 10, 2002 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Helen S. Adams called the meeting to order at 7:30PM. Treasurer Thomas H. Schaller was present and Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen was absent. Others in attendance included Township management staff, and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged. 

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were none.

III. SECRETARY¡¦S REPORT
The minutes of the May 13, 2002 Board of Supervisors¡¦ meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER¡¦S REPORT
Treasurer Schaller presented the Treasurer's Report showing the following amounts as of May 31, 2002:

VI. REPORTS
A. Lafayette Fire Company: There was no report.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Suzanne Teske reported for Glenn Usdin, Chief of the Lancaster Township Fire Department (LTFD). There were 53 emergency calls for the month of May for a year-to-date total of 217. Chief Usdin also requested residents keep in mind that the LTFD should not be called for tree removal unless a tree is totally blocking a roadway.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: April 2002 ¡V 17.34%
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: There has been no meeting since May.
F. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Officer Michael Fisher was in attendance. Charles Collom, Wilson Drive, inquired as to what amount of fines comes from vehicle violations. Mrs. Adams replied the majority is from speeding and illegal parking (150 speeding and 61 parking in April 2002). Peggie Miller, Valley Road, congratulated Officer J. D. Shaeffer for capturing a boa constrictor that was loose in the Township. Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, asked if anything could be done about the motorcycles speeding up and down Bean Hill Road at night. Barbara Ihns, Fairview Avenue, inquired about the practice of police not ticketing speeders unless they are ten miles over the limit. This practice is something over which the Township has no control as it is part of the state vehicle code (PennDOT).

A. Presentation of Certificates of Recognition
The Board recognized Barbara E. Gallen for her service to the Lancaster Township Planning Commission and Robert E. Newcomer for his service to the Lancaster Township Public Safety Committee. 
B. June Rivers Month
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board endorsed the action of the PA Governor¡¦s Office proclaiming June as Rivers Month, reaffirming a commitment to the value and beauty of PA¡¦s river resources.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS
There was none.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. Stabler Tract
Mr. Schaller moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board granted modifications to the Subdivision & Land Development Ordinance as follows:
1. Section 602.04, B: to permit an alternate design of the one (1) cul-de-sac street with paved turned-around with a minimum diameter of eighty (80) feet to the outside curb and two hundred fifty (250) feet in length and further that the island in the center of the cul-de-sac be redesigned with less straight area to discourage street parking in that area.
2. Section 602.07: to permit a twenty eight-(28) foot cartway for interior streets of the development, with on-street parking limited to one side of the cartway, and to include curb extensions at four intersections at perimeter streets within the development to provide traffic-calming improvements, to slow vehicles, and increase pedestrian safety at key crossing points. Through the widening of the planting strip, the cartway width will be narrowed to twenty (20) feet.
B. Evergreen Retirement Community
Mr. Schaller moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board approved a reduction of the financial guarantee for Evergreen Retirement Community building expansion by $10,000.00 leaving a balance of $6,209.30.
C. Sterling Place, Lot #50
Mr. Schaller moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board granted a 90-day extension of time from June 10, 2002 to address financial comments and record plans for Sterling Place, Lot #50.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Ordinance No. 2002-04
Mrs. Adams presented the above-mentioned Ordinance, which amends the Township Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance to definitively state provision for pay-ment of a recreation fee in lieu of dedication of park and/or recreational land. The Board will act on this Ordinance at a meeting on July 15, 2002.
B. Ordinance No. 2002-05
The Board presented the above-mentioned Ordinance which authorizes the Township to join with other local government units (500 municipalities) as a member of the PA Intergovernmental Risk Management Association (PIRMA) for risk management services, risk sharing facilities, and protection and defense against liability. The Board will act on this Ordinance at a meeting on June 17, 2002.
C. Amendment to Police Protection Agreement
Mr. Schaller moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board approved an amendment to the above-mentioned agreement providing for assignment of one Supervisory Sergeant to the Township effective July 1, 2002 on a six-month trial basis. Following an interview process, Sergeant Sonya Johnson was appointed to the position. 

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
„TPeggie Miller, Valley Road, asked what criteria would be used to determine if the sergeant would be retained at the end of December. The clearance rate of Part I crimes (burglary, larceny, rape) will be the determining factor. Sergeant Johnson¡¦s duties will be to oversee the 12 Township officers; to perform investigative duties; to bring the officers together for a more cohesive unit; and to bring neighborhood and community policing to the Township. Ms. Miller also asked if all Township stop signs were erected legally. They are all backed up by ordinances. „TBill Worley, Bean Hill Road, asked why the Lyndon sewage treatment plant is so much bigger than the previous one. The major reason is planning for future growth and the larger holding tank allows for gravity feed into it. Mr. Worley then asked if another roadway will be constructed into and out of Sterling Place given the large number of cars that park there and the 118 units yet to be built. Mrs. Adams remarked that the Helm property is on the market and may provide for a second roadway for ingress/egress. „TSteven Roy, Southport Drive, expressed his dissatisfaction with the City Water Department. That department digs up the Township roadways but does not properly restore them. The Township has made formal complaint to Lancaster City, which has begun repairs. „TBarbara Ihns, Fairview Avenue, requested the fire sirens at the North Station be reset to daylight savings time. She also remarked that some of the biggest speeding offenders in Bausman are the volunteer firefighters and cited a recent automobile accident in front of the station house. Mr. Roy volunteered to pass along this information to the proper fire officials.

The Board retired to an Executive Session at 8:20PM.
