Minutes - June 11, 2001

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on June 11, 2001 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Michael F. Pickard called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.. Vice Chair Helen S. Adams and Treasurer Anthony J. Allen were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff, and interested parties. Allegiance to the Flag was pledged.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS
There was none.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #167 – Lyndon Pump Station
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously granted a modification of Section 305.01 of the Lancaster Township Subdivision, Land Development Ordinance (2000) requiring a Preliminary Plan, the Final/Lot Add-On Plan.
B. LTPC #166 – Riverside Village
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously granted a 30- day extension, until July 18, 2001, to allow the applicants to review and address preliminary plan comments.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Resolution No. 2001-07
The Board presented Plan Amendment No. 2 to the Adopted Act 537 Official Sewage Facilities Plan consisting of a conveyance system capacity evaluation and an upgrade/expansion evaluation of SLSA’s Lyndon Pumping Station. The Board will act on this Resolution at the July 9, 2001 meeting.
B. Milling/Paving Bid Award
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously awarded a contract for milling and paving of Township roadways to McMinn’s Asphalt, Inc., the lowest of three bids at $118,613.79.
C. Resignations
The Board accepted with regret the resignation of Beverly J. Shank from the Planning Commission. Ms. Shank is moving from the Township. The Board also accepted the resignation of David C. Evans from the Building Code Board of Appeals.
D. Request for Handicapped Parking Space
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved a handicapped parking space at 1205 East Orange Street.
E. Joint Petition for Full Settlement of PUC Water Rate Investigation
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen, seconded, and the Board unanimously approved a recommendation to settle the water rate increase case with Lancaster City.
F. Appointment of Representative from Lancaster Township, District 3, to Lancaster Area Library Board of Directors
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and on a vote of two to one, the Board appointed Peggie Miller as the representative to the Lancaster Area Library Board for a term ending on December 31, 2003.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, is still having a problem trying to get the owner of the property behind his house to keep the grass mowed. This has been going on for three years and it makes his property look terrible. The Township is required to go through the proper legal steps and then a contractor, paid by the Township, can be sent in to mow. Then a lien can be filed against the property to recover costs. Mr. Bricker suggested sending a letter to the editor.(Gordon Reed, South Conestoga Drive, asked if there was any ordinance regulating small underground tanks. He noted there was another recent spill at Lancaster County Park. There is no ordinance governing tanks in the Township. (Joe Ihns, Fairview Avenue, thanked staff for removing the damaged sliding board at Lancaster Community Park and for ordering a new one. He also mentioned a fine example of a park that was recently installed in Oxford, PA. (Ray Bricker, Abbeyville Road, asked if there was an ordinance governing the parking of boats in driveways. Mrs. Adams replied that it is legal as long as the boat is properly registered and licensed. Mr. Adams added, however, that boats, campers, etc. couldn’t be parked within the required yard areas of a lot (front, side, or rear). As for cars, they must be parked on surfaced areas, not lawns. At least 6 notices of violation are mailed each week on this very topic. (Thomas Schaller, Atkins Avenue, wanted to know when work would begin at the Lyndon Pump Station since the LTFD would like to install a dry hydrant at the same time. He also asked about the City’s diversion of water monies to their general fund. Mrs. Adams stated they are a 3rd Class City and operate under different rules than the Township. Although the total amount diverted is known, Mr. Adams said the question is whether or not that amount is reasonable. The Courts have not defined reasonable. At issue are the methods and accounting procedures the City used and trying to determine the reasonableness of the amount. Mr. Collom asked for an update on the city-owned parking lot in the Township. There has been no communication from the City, either official or unofficial. There also is no information on whether or not the City is selling property to Wawa. (Charles Collom, Wilson Drive, asked if the 51 LTFD emergency calls really needed the fire department and whether or not there is a penalty for unnecessary alarms. There is only a penalty for malicious false alarms. Mr. Collom then asked for the status of Maple Grove Mill. It is still under consideration by a group who has invested time and dollars in a plan. (
