LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes—June 11, 2007

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on June 11, 2007 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Thomas H. Schaller called the meeting to order at 7:00PM. Vice Chair Kathleen M. Wasong and Treasurer Anthony J. Allen were present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Schaller led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS: There were no comments

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
Minutes of the May 14, 2007 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved by general consent.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS
A. Ordinance No. 2007-04
Mr. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously passed this ordinance, which prohibits parking on Millersville Road/SR 741 in certain locations. The board presented this ordinance at the May 14, 2007 meeting.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #216—1401 Columbia Avenue (Thomas M. McDermott), Preliminary/Final Land Development Plan, Request for Modifications
The following modifications were acted upon as recommended by the Lancaster Township Planning Commission and per the township engineer’s letter of May 11, 2007:
1. Section 305.01 Preliminary Plan Processing: Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted the modification.
2. Section 602.01.H.2 Reconstruction of Columbia Avenue to the centerline: Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted the modification.
3. Section 603.03 Curbing subject to the condition of the existing curbing being acceptable to the township: Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted the modification. 
4. Section 602.09.E and 602.05.B Access Drive Entrance: Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted the modifications. The access drive will remain in the same location to meet sight distance requirements.
5. 606.01.E Storm Water Easement Width: Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted the modification. There will be a fifteen-(15) foot off-site storm water easement instead of the required twenty-(20) foot easement.
B. LTPC #216—1401 Columbia Avenue (McDermott Property), Preliminary/ Final Land Development Plan, Conditional Plan
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously granted conditional plan approval as per the township engineer’s letter of May 11, 2007.
C. LTPC #220—1612 New Danville Pike (Jere & Kathryn B. Groff), Final Subdivision Plan, Request for Modifications
1. Section 602.01.H.2, 603.02, 603.03, 403.05.J: Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong 
seconded, and the board unanimously approved the modifications as per the township engineer’s letter of May 25, 2007.
D. LTPC #220—1612 New Danville Pike (Groff Property), Final Subdivision Plan
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously granted conditional plan approval as per the township engineer’s letter of May 25, 2007.
E. LTPC #222—Comet Field Tract, Turkey Hill Subdivision & Land Development Plan, Request for Extension of Time
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously authorized an extension of time until August 18, 2007.
F. Giant Food Stores, Request for Extension of Time
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously authorized an extension of time until July 11, 2007 for RETTEW Associates, Inc. (township engineer) Project #06-01-101-004.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Request for Handicapped Parking
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously authorized a handicapped parking space at 522 Misty Drive.
B. Pedestrian Crosswalk
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously approved the installation of signs and a painted crosswalk on Columbia Avenue between Race Avenue and West Street at the total expense of IBS Development Corp.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION 
*Tammy Myers, Jackson Drive, asked what has been done to shield the parking lot lights at Fiorentino’s Restaurant. A lighting engineer has been engaged to measure the amount of light spillover and Ms. Myers will be informed of the results. *Mr. Allen asked about the installation of 15MPH school signs. Rob Eckenrode, superintendent of public works, replied the signs have arrived and will be installed shortly. Mr. Allen also asked about a sign restricting large commercial trucks from driving on Riverside Avenue. Mr. Eckenrode said a sign would be erected at the corner of Riverside and East King Street.
