LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes - June 12, 2000

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on June 12, 2000 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Anthony J. Allen called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.. Vice Chair Michael F. Pickard and Treasurer Helen S. Adams were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff, and interested parties. Allegiance to the Flag was pledged. 

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
Al Eckert, E. King Street, questioned why a restricted left turn is needed headed west on E. King at Conestoga Drive. Robert Weaver, S. Conestoga Drive, is very pleased with the proposed changes on E. King even though it means a little inconvenience to him. Mr. Weaver feels it will make both King and Conestoga safer areas.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the May 8, 2000 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved by general consent.

A. Lafayette Fire Company: There was no report.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Thomas Schaller, Deputy Chief of the Lancaster Township Fire Department, reported 44 emergency calls for the month of June for a year-to-date total of 197. Mr. Schaller thanked the Board of Supervisors for their support of the Fire Convention and Parade, which the LTFD hosted this year. Mr. Allen thanked all of the fire personnel for a tremendous convention and parade. Everyone had a great time.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: Mr. Allen reported a recycling rate of 16.32%.

A. Community Get-Together

B. LCSWMA Quarterly Hauler Rebate
Mr. Allen reported a quarterly rebate of $8,222.42 from Lancaster County Solid Waste Management Authority.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS
There was none.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. Resolution No. 2000-12 – LTPC #160
Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned resolution to execute a plan revision for land development at the Quarry Ridge Development, and forward it to PA DEP.
B. LTPC #161 – Evergreen Estates Retirement Community
Mrs. Adams moved to grant conditional final plan approval, subject to stipulations in a letter dated May 22, 2000 from Township engineers, RETTEW Assoc., Inc. Mr. Pickard seconded the motion. Bill Swiernik of David Miller Assoc. responded to comments, questions, and concerns from Roger Thompson, Patricia Wolf, Diane Edmond, Phares Lefever, and Peggy Miller. The Board unanimously passed the motion.
C. LTPC #161 – Storm Water Management Agreement & Declaration of Easement
Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and there was unanimous approval of an easement and agreement between Lancaster Township and Conifer Holdings, L.P. (Evergreen Estates).
D. LTPC #130 – Reduction in Letter of Credit
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously approved a request from John J. Calcara for a reduction in his letter of credit in the amount of $12,500.00 leaving a zero balance.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Maple Grove Mill
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously approved two options for structural stabilization of the mill: 1.) advertise for bids; 2.) appropriate an amount not to exceed $25,000 for structural repairs.
B. Bid Award – E. King Street at N. & S. Conestoga Drives
Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously awarded the bid for intersection improvements and traffic signal installation, at the above-mentioned location, to Lamb Construction. They were the low bidders at $128,356 plus costs of screening (hedges). It was noted that this project is 100% funded by the state.
C. National Fish & Wildlife Foundation, Chesapeake Bay Small Watershed Grant Agreement.
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously approved entering into the above-mentioned agreement for Little Conestoga Creek riparian restoration (stabilization and re-vegetation).
D. Ordinance No. 2000-03
Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned ordinance that amends Ordinance No. 1996-02 and provides for third party electrical inspection of hard-wired smoke detectors in residential property.
E. Resolution No. 2000-08
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned resolution certifying uncollected real estate taxes for 1999.
F. Resolution No. 2000-09
Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned resolution that revises established uniform fees for Lancaster Township.
G. Resolution No. 2000-10
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned resolution that authorizes acquisition and condemnation of certain property on E. King St. and S. Conestoga Drive as part of intersection improvements at that location.
H. Resolution No. 2000-11
Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned resolution that accepts Meadowcroft Lane and Mill Pond Drive as part of the Lancaster Township public road system.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
Mark Rineer, Edgewood Drive, wanted to know who was responsible for the upkeep of Hamilton Park. He was given a name and phone number of an officer in the Hamilton Park Playground Association.(Thomas Schaller responded that a professional certified inspector must do it. (Peggie Miller asked if hard-wired smoke detectors must be inspected. (Patricia Wolf reported that disabled persons are sometimes unable to use their own handicapped parking spaces, for which they paid. Ms. Wolf said people, with handicapped placards, use her parking space and asked what can be done about it. Mrs. Adams promised to look into some sort of solution. Ms. Wolf then asked why Queen Pharmacy isn’t handicapped accessible. Mr. Allen stated that is under the jurisdiction of the federal government. Ms. Wolf complimented the Board saying she thought both the Wabank Road and Engleside intersection projects are wonderful improvements. (Mr. Eckert asked how tonight’s vote changes the smoke detector ordinance. The Board explained it permits both smoke detectors and security systems to be connected to electric panels. (Gordon Reed, Conestoga Drive, said the intersection at City Mill and E. King has poor visibility and ices up in the winter. (Mary Weaver, Conestoga Drive, said in all the time she has lived there, she has never made a left turn onto E. King from Conestoga because it’s just too dangerous. (Al Eckert, E. King Street, also agreed with Mr. Weaver. Mr. Pickard said the accident study for this location went back quite a few years and there’s no question improvements are needed. Mark Lauriello of RETTEW Assoc., Inc., remarked there will be some inconvenience to residents of that area, but the benefits outweigh the inconveniences. (Roger Thompson, Conestoga Drive, agreed with Mr. Weaver. Mr. Thompson felt it was very difficult to make a right turn from City Mill onto E. King without pulling into the second lane. (Robert Weaver, Conestoga Drive, stated he is in favor of no left turns and suggested drivers continue to City Mill or Broad St. to make their left turns. Mr. Weaver has lived there for twelve years, the change will affect him as much as anyone, and he’s thrilled at the prospect of no left turns. (Marvin Mertz, city resident of Conestoga Boulevard, is opposed to no left turns at E. King and Conestoga and asked about the possibility of an aligned intersection there. The Board replied that is under consideration. He also noted he never received the mailed notification. He was told we used only the Township resident mailing list. (
