LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes - June 12, 2006

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on June 12, 2006 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Anthony J. Allen called the meeting to order at 7:30PM. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller and Treasurer Kathleen M. Wasong were present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Allen led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS: There were no comments. A proclamation was presented granting rights requested by Vaad HaRabbonim of Lancaster to validate and unify the Eruv enclosure, as required by Jewish law. Mr. Allen signed the proclamation.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT: Minutes of the May 8, 2006 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Wasong presented the Treasurer's Report as of May 31, 2006:

Mr. Allen stated the Treasurer's Report would be filed for audit.

VI. REPORTS
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported 48 calls for the month of May for a year-to-date total of 185 calls on the west side of Lancaster Township.
B. Lafayette Fire Company: Mr. Schaller stated Lafayette responded to three calls on the east side of Lancaster Township in May.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public 
inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: March was at 16.41% while April was at 15.38%, which did not include 3,143 yard waste bags and 254 yard waste bundles.
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Mr. Clouser reported on the May 10

LIMC meeting where there was discussion of the upcoming meeting on the Regional Comprehensive Plan. A public meeting will be held on June 29 at East Hempfield Municipal Building for comments on the final draft. Ms. Wasong reported on a presentation from RRTA. Ridership has increased as gas prices have risen; however, there may be some subsidy cuts to RRTA at a time when their operating funds are low. There is some good news in that they are considering more stops at Sterling Place but there is the possibility of eliminating stops on Elm, Maple, and Parkside Avenues. There is also the possibility that RRTA may lose its contract with the School District of Lancaster. The LIMC voted to send a letter of support for the purchase of land in Lancaster Township by the Lancaster County Conservancy. There was discussion on NIMS (National Incident Management System) training at the LIMC meeting and the supervisors then discussed Lancaster Township’s emergency preparedness plans.
F. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: No officer was present and there were no questions or comments.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS:
A. Ordinance No. 2006-04
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously passed the this ordinance, which amends Lancaster Township Code, Chapter 263, Vehicles and Traffic, and Chapter 270, Vehicles, Unattended. This ordinance was introduced at the May 8, 2006 board meeting.
B. Ordinance No. 2006-05
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously approved this ordinance, which establishes (by ordinance rather than resolution) uniform fees pertaining to ordinances, zoning, permits, subdivision/land development fees, and other fees. The ordinance was presented at the May 8, 2006 board meeting.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #115—Gable Park Woods, Phase IV, Reduction in Financial Securities
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized a reduction in financial securities in the amount of $39,316.00, leaving a balance of zero as recommended by the township engineer in a letter dated May 25, 2006.
B. LTPC #202—Honeysuckle Lane, Preliminary Subdivision and Land Development Plan
After discussion Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously voted to table a decision at the present time and defer action on the

plan until the July 2006 meeting.
C. LTPC #205—1145 Marietta Avenue Lot Add-On, Extension of Time
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted an extension of time until August 17, 2006.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Resolution No. 2006-05
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously adopted an official sewage facilities plan for Lancaster Township and the regional comprehensive official sewage facilities plan for the Lancaster Area Sewer Authority (Act 537 Plan).
B. Appointment of Alternate Sewage Enforcement Officers
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously appointed ARRO Consulting, Inc. (namely, Mark D. Harman and Todd M. Mace) as alternate sewage enforcement officers.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION 
*Peggie Miller, Valley Road, expressed her concerns about a 13% increase in the Lancaster City water/sewer bills. Ms. Miller also commented that she thinks Columbia Avenue looks great on the block facing WGAL and Stone Mill Plaza. The residents have done well in cleaning up the area. *Helen Adams, Quarry Lane, asked if the township workshop meetings are advertised and the answer is yes. *Gordon Reed, South Conestoga Drive, asked the board to consider additional pedestrian safety measures on East King Street citing the number of accidents and his feeling that there is a need for additional crosswalks/sidewalks.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 9:15PM.
