LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes - June 13, 2005

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on June 13, 2005 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Helen S. Adams called the meeting to order at 7:30PM. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Thomas H. Schaller were present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged. Mrs. Adams then read an essay written by Colonel Otto Schmidlen in commemoration of Flag Day.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were no comments.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
Minutes of the May 9, 2005 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Schaller presented the Treasurer's Report as of May 31, 2005:

A. Lafayette Fire Company: There was no report available.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department: There were 46 emergency calls in the month of May for a year-to-date total of 200.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public 
inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: April 2005 – 16.03% It was noted that businesses and institutions in Lancaster Township are being contacted in order to include them in the Township’s recycling efforts.
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Mr. Clouser reported on the most recent meeting held in Mountville. Donald Totaro, District Attorney of Lancaster County,

spoke on illegal drug use in the County and efforts to curtail the problem. Most municipalities, including Lancaster Township, contribute $1.00 per capita per year to this effort.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS: There was none.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #184 – Southern Village Phase I, Final Subdivision & Land Development Plan Extension
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized signing the plan mylars upon receipt of the Highway Occupancy Permit from PennDOT.
B. LTPC #191 – Conestoga Memorial Park, Final Land Development Plan
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously granted unconditional final land development plan approval.
C. LTPC # 193 – Millersville Bible Church, Lot Add-On Plan Extension
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously granted an extension of time until July 19, 2005 for the above-mentioned plan with action to be taken by the Board on August 9, 2005.
D. LTPC #187 – Hawthorne Ridge, Final Subdivision Plan Unconditional Approval
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously granted unconditional approval for the above-mentioned plan.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Confirmation of Special Fire Police
Mrs. Adams confirmed the appointments of Tina Reese and Carolyn Risko as Special Fire Police for the Lancaster Township Fire Department. The Board commented that they were very pleased to have them aboard and working with the Fire Department.
B. Resolution No. 2005-07
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned Resolution authorizing the opening of a Business Deposit Account with Citizens Bank for Liquid Fuels Funds.
C. Resolution No. 2005-08
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the

above-mentioned Resolution authorizing the opening of bank accounts with the Bank of Lancaster County. Mrs. Adams stated that the Board appreciates staff’s seeking out the best interest rates for Township monies.
D. Resolution No. 2005-09
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned Resolution repealing and replacing lateral standards to conform to those passed by the Suburban Lancaster Sewer Authority (SLSA). This action is a consequence of the PA Uniform Construction Code and now makes SLSA responsible for lateral inspections. 
E. Solid Waste Contract Extension
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized the Township Manager to negotiate with Lebanon Farms Disposal, Inc. for a one-year extension of the present contract for solid waste and recyclables removal.
E. Disposition of 213 North President Avenue
Mr. Schaller moved to authorize the Township Manager to instruct the Township solicitor to proceed with preparations for a Sheriff’s sale of the above-mentioned property on which the Township has filed a large lien. Mr. Allen seconded the motion. After discussion, the motion carried by a vote of two to one. Mrs. Adams and Mr. Schaller voted in favor of the motion; Mr. Allen voted against the motion.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION – There were no comments.

XII. EXECUTIVE SESSION
At 8:00PM the Board retired to an Executive Session.

XIII. ADJOURNMENT
