LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes - June 14, 2004

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on June 14, 2004 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Thomas H. Schaller called the meeting to order at 7:30PM. Vice Chair Helen S. Adams and Treasurer Anthony J. Allen were present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
Mrs. Adams read an essay in commemoration of Flag Day.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
Minutes of the May 10, 2004 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Allen presented the Treasurer's Report showing the following amounts as of May 31, 2004:
General Fund $ 1,177,868.49
Parks and Open Space Fund 9,621.97
Capital Reserve Fund 455,768.83
Highway Aid Fund 536,243.56
TOTAL $ 2,179,502.85
The Treasurer's Report will be filed for audit.

V. PAYMENT OF BILLS
On a motion by Mr. Allen, seconded by Mrs. Adams, the Board unanimously approved the payment of bills:

VI. REPORTS
A. Lafayette Fire Company: There was no report.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: There were 53 emergency calls for the month of April and 50 for May for a year-to-date total of 235. Chief Glenn Usdin reported on incidents requiring evacuation at the Regal Cinemas. He stated a written evacuation plan should be formulated for just such emergencies. He also requested the fire department be notified, in advance, of any fireworks display planned within the Township. It was pointed out by staff that the permit for fireworks was put in the LTFD’s mailbox approximately ten days prior to the scheduled display. Mr. Clouser stated that a meeting will be scheduled to ensure proper communication between all parties.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public

inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: April 2004 – 27.91% David L. Clouser, Township Manager, commended the Public Works staff for their exceptionally good implementation of the yard waste program.
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Mr. Clouser reported on the most recent meeting where the following items were discussed: bus stops and shelters with advertising; the need for more dog parks in the area; the Regional Comprehensive Plan Committee, which is concentrating on the areas of utilities, transportation, and parks and recreation. The next public meeting on the Plan will be the Public Summit on September 30, 2004.
F. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Officer Nelson Ramos was present. Pat Wolf, Jamaica Road, expressed her concern that the police are not patrolling her neighborhood frequently enough and felt they were not responsive. Officer Ramos replied that residents should report an incident when it is occurring and not wait several days to notify police. He reminded residents that they may call anonymously. Ms. Wolf then asked the police to be vigilant on the July 4th holiday. Chief Usdin remarked that problems with fireworks being ignited by residents are Township-wide, not just on the east side of the Township.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS
A. Ordinance No. 2004-01
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned ordinance, which adopts the Uniform Construction Code, as defined and regulated under the PA Construction Code Act, as the building and construction code of the Township. This Ordinance was presented at the May 10, 2004 Board of Supervisors meeting.
B. Addendum to Contract for Handicapped Ramps Installation
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized an addendum to the contract awarded on May 10, 2004 to Doug Lamb Construction, for the addition of domes on all ramps at an additional cost of $1,500.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. Modifications to Final Subdivision Plan – 441-447 Charles Road (McNelis Property)
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously granted the following modification requests for the above-named plan:

1. Section 609.05 – Street trees on each property (street trees exist on each property)
2. Section 403-04 – Existing Contours (no new construction is proposed)
3. Section 403.04.D – Existing Features within 200 feet (existing utilities are shown on the plan)
4. Section 403.05.W – Storm Water Management Plan
5. Section 407 – Wetlands Study
6. Section 602.01.H – Street Improvements
The requests for modifications to curbs and sidewalks were not granted.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Ordinance No. 2004-02
Mrs. Adams presented the above-mentioned ordinance, which regulates non-storm water discharges into storm water drains or storm sewer systems in accordance with Federal and State laws, and establishes methods to control the introduction of pollutants into storm drainage or sewer systems in order to comply with the requirements of the National Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit process. This Ordinance will be presented for adoption at the July12, 2004 Board of Supervisors meeting.
B. Curb Replacement Policy
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved procedures for curb replacement within the Township (a copy is attached to these minutes). Roads to be overlaid will be recommended to the Board in September of the year before resurfacing will occur. Property owners will be notified eight or nine months in advance of the replacement of their sidewalks. New curbing will be contracted by the Township and each property owner assessed by the front footage of their property.
C. Confirmation of Special Fire Police
Mr. Schaller confirmed the appointments of John Gordon and Nick Jabbour as Special Fire Police for the Lancaster Township Fire Department. He then commended all those volunteers serving in the fire department for their dedication and commitment to the residents of Lancaster Township.
D. Appointment of Township Auditing Firm
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously appointed Reinsel & Company, LLP as Township auditors for the years of 2004, 2005, and 2006. They were the lowest of three bidders at $4,900, $5,100, and $5,400 respectively.
E. Financial Audit
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized a special audit, at the fee of $950, necessitated by the resignation of the Township Bookkeeper.
E. Resignation from Historical Commission
The Board accepted, with regret, the resignation of Alace Humphreville from the Lancaster Township Historical Commission. Mr. Schaller read a Certificate of Appreciation commending Mrs. Humphreville for her commitment of time and effort. She served as vice chair for two years.
F. Handicapped Parking Applications
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved a request for a handicapped parking site at 1241 Elm Avenue, and denied a request for same at 850 Prangley Avenue because of a lack of the required amount of footage.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
?Mr. Schaller recognized Lori Jacoby, Office Administrator, who is moving with her family to Bettendorf, Iowa. The Board thanked her for her years of service to the Township and wished her well in her new venture. Mr. Clouser also commended Lori on her dedication to the Township over her fourteen years of service. Mr. Schaller then introduced Diana Hess, the Township’s new financial officer. ?Dr. Charles Winter, Schoolhouse Road, asked about repairs to a sinkhole located at Elm and Atkins Avenue. The Lancaster City Water Department found a leak at that site and made the repairs. ?Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, asked Chief Usdin why so many fire companies respond to one fire. Chief Usdin replied that was not an unusual occurrence in order to be certain there is enough equipment on-site to handle any given situation.

XII. EXECUTIVE SESSION
At 8:39PM the Board retired to an Executive Session.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 9:05PM.
