I.    PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on June 14, 2010 at Thaddeus Stevens College of Technology, 750 East King Street , Lancaster , PA. Chair Thomas H. Schaller called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM . Vice Chair Kathleen M. Wasong and Treasurer Benjamin H. Bamford were present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Schaller led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.
 
•  PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS : There were no comments.
 
III.    SECRETARY’S REPORT
Minutes of the May 10, 2010 Board of Supervisors meeting were approved by general consent.

A.    Lancaster Township Fire Department: There were 74 calls for the month of May for a year-to-date total of 261 calls on the west side of Lancaster Township .
•  Lafayette Fire Company: There were eleven calls on the east side of the township.
•  Police Report:Lieutenant Thomas Rudzinski reported that a burglar had been apprehended and reminded residents to keep their doors locked. He also mentioned that several “Neighborhood Watch” groups were in the process of forming and recommended them as an effective deterrent to crime in neighborhoods. The lieutenant stated there is a fair amount of drug activity on the east side of town, which is being aggressively investigated. He recommends that residents turn on outside lights overnight. Rosie Gross, Ranck Avenue, inquired about street lights on her block. William M. Laudien, township manager, stated he would look into it and get back to Ms. Gross on this subject. Mr. Schaller noted the many written compliments being received on the fine performance of the Manheim Township Police Department officers. The supervisors thanked them for their continuing excellent coverage of the township.
•  Sewer/Other Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours.
•  Recycling Report:The April 2010 recycling rate was 15.01%, which includes corrugated cardboard.
  F.   Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee:The LIMC annual dinner meeting was held on May 26. The June 9 meeting was held at West Lampeter with the speaker discussing protection of the Chesapeake Bay and compliance with regulations. Mr. Bamford moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved a reduction of $355,591.00 leaving a balance of $249,122.00, which is adequate to cover the costs of the remaining work as per the township engineer’s letter of May 14, 2010.

Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Bamford seconded, and the board unanimously approved an extension of time until November 9, 2010 for recording the final land development plan.
 
•  NEW BUSINESS
•  Ordinance No. 2010-04
Mr. Schaller presented this ordinance, which regulates the permitting, use, and enforcement of alarm systems in Lancaster Township . The board will take action on this ordinance at the July 12, 2010 meeting.
   B.   Application for Handicapped Parking Space
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Bamford seconded, and the board unanimously authorized the installation of a handicapped parking space at 620 Wyncroft Lane, Apartment #1 .
 
•  GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
?Charles and Madonna Talbert, Valley Road , spoke about a large sink hole in their front yard and flooding every time there is significant rainfall. Mr. Talbert feels that the township is responsible for the problems and should make the necessary repairs. Joining Mr. Talbert were Dave Feight, Justine Rogevich, Robert Lowy and Dick and Norma Halstead, all of whom expressed their concerns. Mr. Laudien noted that the first time he personally was aware of the problem was two weeks ago. Since then the township shot footage of the interior of the pipe, which is on private property. It shows a severe blockage at 1322 Valley Road , the Talbert property. The camera will also be sent in from the other direction. Mr. Laudien is researching historical documents to determine what was done in the past including any engineering studies. At present, there are no answers but the township will continue to investigate and determine ownership as well as responsibility. This topic will be placed on the July 12 board workshop at 6:00 PM . Peggie Miller, Valley Road , thanked Mr. Laudien for his assistance and urged the affected residents to have patience while a resolution is sought.
