Minutes – July 9, 2001

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on July 9, 2001 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Michael F. Pickard called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.. Vice Chair Helen S. Adams and Treasurer Anthony J. Allen were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff, and interested parties. Allegiance to the Flag was pledged. 

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were none.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the June 11, 2001 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT

A. Lafayette Fire Company: The following number of emergency calls to the East End of the Township were made by Lafayette: April – 10, May – 6, June – 5.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Thomas Schaller, Deputy Chief of the Lancaster Township Fire Department, stated there was no report available because of the holiday this month.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: The June recycling report has not been received from York Waste.
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Mrs. Adams reported the LIMC is actively investigating the possibility of writing a regional code enforcement ordinance for members. They are already well on their way to formalizing a new regional sign ordinance with a public hearing to be held in September. At the last meeting of the LIMC the guest speaker was the County District Attorney Totaro. He spoke about the County’s Special Drug Enforcement Task Force and how the public can assist. Mr. Totaro is willing to speak with any group or agency.
F. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Officer Klete Griffin informed residents of a rash of thefts from unlocked cars in the area of Spencer and Atkins Avenue. He reminded everyone that a locked car is a deterrent to theft and that valuables should not be left in the car.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS
A. Resolution No. 2001-07 
Mrs. Adams moved and Mr. Allen seconded, that predicated on the Suburban Lancaster Sewer Authority’s ability to substantiate flow calculations that comply with the Lancaster County Planning Commission and the Lancaster Township Planning Commission, that we adopt Plan No. 2 to the adopted Act 537 Official Sewage Facilities Plan consisting of a conveyance system capacity evaluation and an upgrade and/or expansion evaluation of SLSA’s Lyndon Pumping Station. Mr. Adams explained the amendment more fully. After discussion the motion passed unanimously.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #167 – Lyndon Pump Station
Mr. Allen moved and Mrs. Adams seconded, to grant a modification of Section 305.01 of the Lancaster Township Subdivision, Land Development Ordinance (2000) requiring a Preliminary Plan, the Final/Lot Add-On Plan. Dale Zeiders of Camp, Dresser, & McKee gave a brief presentation with maps explaining the work to be done. After discussion, the motion passed unanimously.
B. LTPC #166 – Riverside Village
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously granted an extension of time until August 21, 2001 to allow applicants to prepare for utilizing the open space concept.
C. LTPC #163 – Church parking Lot Expansion, City Mill Road
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded and the Board unanimously granted unconditional plan approval for the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints' parking lot expansion.
D. Multimunicipal/Regional Planning
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved lending their support of Regional Comprehensive Planning and encouraged the Lancaster Township staff and the Lancaster Township Planning Commission members to engage fully with neighboring municipalities in those planning efforts.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Ordinance No. 2001-04
The Board presented the above-mentioned Ordinance, which establishes a 25-MPH speed limit on Bean Hill Road between Wabank and Second Lock Roads. The Board will act on the Ordinance at the August 13, 2001 meeting.
B. Resolution No. 2001-08
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the certification of uncollected real estate taxes, which exonerates the Lancaster County Tax Claim Bureau from collection of year 2000 taxes.
C. Appointments
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously appointed M. Melanie LeFever as a full member of the Building Code Board of Appeals with a term ending 12/31/01, and Middle Department Inspection Agency as alternate member of the Building Code Board of Appeals with a term ending 12/31/01.
D. Request for Handicapped Parking Space
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved handicapped parking spaces at 502 Misty Drive, #7.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
( (Charles Lardner, Intelligencer reporter, asked if there had been any discussions with Millersville Borough about the proposed construction of a Wawa market. William Adams, Township Manager, said he had talked with Millersville and there have been discussions with the Lancaster Township Planning Commission. He stated, however, that meetings and discussions with Lancaster County did not include the Township. Mr. Adams was very unhappy to report the County did not invite the Township to join in discussions that directly affect Lancaster Township residents and roadways. (Chuck Collom, Wilson Drive, asked if Township monies earn interest daily. The answer is yes. He noted there is a large pothole at Marietta and Wilson. The state and UGI (the responsible parties) have been informed. Mr. Collom then asked if police would make a concerted effort to apprehend speeders on Bean Hill Road now that the speed limit has been reduced to 25MPH. When a speed limit is reduced, the police are always asked to be more vigilant. Mr. Collom’s final question was to inquire if there was anything new to report on Maple Grove Mill. There is nothing new; negotiations are proceeding. (Peggie Miller, Valley Road, asked if the plantings were completed on the Carson property. Ms. Stauffer said the work did not pass inspection and there will be additional plantings done this fall. (Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, reported that the property behind his is again letting the grass grow extremely high. This is a continuing problem. Lynn Stauffer, Director of Planning and Zoning, stated she would see that it is mowed. (
