LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes—July 9, 2007


I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on July 9, 2007 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Thomas H. Schaller called the meeting to order at 7:30PM. Vice Chair Kathleen M. Wasong and Treasurer Anthony J. Allen were also present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Schaller led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were none.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORTS
The minutes of the June 11, 2007 Board of Supervisors meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Allen presented the treasurer’s report showing the following amounts as of June 30, 2007:

VI. REPORTS
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Mr. Schaller reported 64 emergency calls in June for a year-to-date total of 301 responses.
B. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: Reports are available on the table at the back of the meeting room for public inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours.
C. Recycling Report: The May 2007 recycling rate was 17.29%. Also collected were 3.81 tons of white goods.
D. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Ms. Wasong reported on the June 13 LIMC meeting that was held at Lancaster Township. An RRTA representative spoke on federal funding restrictions and how they can have a negative effect on RRTA’s operations. There is a national movement afoot to relax these restrictions. The next 
LIMC meeting will be held July11 at Manor Township.
E. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: No officer was present and 
no questions were asked.

There will be music, food, games and prizes, pony rides, and other activities for the whole family to enjoy.
C. Reward Fund for Arrest & Conviction
Kathy Wasong suggested a reward fund be started for any person(s) whose information leads to the arrest and conviction of the vandals who are spraying a paint-dissolving substance on vehicles parked on the streets at night. Ms. Wasong offered to start up the fund with a $100.00 contribution. It was decided to talk with the police on how to set up and publicize the reward.

The Lancaster Township Supervisors are committed to the goals
as established by the adoption of the Regional Comprehensive Plan
and the following actions are consistent with the directives of that document
VIII. OLD BUSINESS: There was none.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC#213—1896 Millersville Road (Shepherd Family), Request for Extension of Time
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted a 90-day extension of time for the preliminary/final subdivision and land development plan until October 8, 2007.
B. LTPC #215—Giant Food Stores, Final Land Development Plan, Request for Modifications 
1. Section 305.01—Preliminary Plan Processing: The Lancaster Township Planning Commission recommends approval. Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously granted the modification.
2. Section 602.01.H.2—Reconstruction of Adjacent Streets: The Lancaster Township Planning Commission recommends approval. Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously granted the modification.
3. Section 603.01.D—Parking Areas, Minimum Radius of Curvature: The Lancaster Township Planning Commission recommends approval (prevents the loss of parking spaces). Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously granted the modification.
4. Section 602.09.E, 602.05.E, 602.05.G—Access Drive Intersection Standards (Elm Avenue) and Clear Sight Triangle: The Lancaster Township Planning Commission recommends approval, since the intersection will remain unchanged from existing conditions (provide turning movements that demonstrate capacity for the largest anticipated vehicle including emergency vehicles) and stop signs be provided. Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously granted the modification.
5. Section 608.01.C.8—Post Development Peak Rate of Runoff: The Lancaster Township Planning Commission recommends approval as it relates to drainage area to SR462 with the condition that the applicant provide documentation that the post development peak flows from detention basins #1 and #2 be reduced below predevelopment conditions in order to sufficiently compensate for the minor increase. Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously granted the modification.
C. LTPC #215—Giant Food Stores, Conditional Final Plan Approval
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted conditional final plan approval per the township engineer’s letter of June 25, 2007.
D. LTPC#218—Binkley Property, Final Subdivision Plan, Extension of Time
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved an extension of time until October 17, 2007.
E. LTPC#218—Binkley Property, Final Subdivision Plan, Request for Modification
Section 608.01.B & C.8—Storm Water Runoff Reduction: subject to the following conditions: 
1. The peak post development rate of runoff from the site for the 2-year storm must not exceed 50% of the 2-year pre-development peak rate;
2. A means of safe conveyance must be provided, in accordance with Section 608.01.C.11, from the proposed storm water management/infiltration basin across Conestoga Drive and into the Conestoga River, particularly during those storm events that will exceed the design capacity of the basin; and,
3. The water quality and groundwater recharge facility will need to meet the township’s design standards provided in Section 608.01.G and H. per the township engineer’s letter of May 25, 2007.
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted the three above-listed modifications.

X. New Business
A. Volunteer Appointments
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously made the following appointments:
1. M. Melanie LeFevre to the Lancaster Township Planning Commission, filling an unexpired term that ends December 31, 2007;
2. M. Melanie LeFevre to the Lancaster Township Historic Resource Council;
3. Cynthia Hendricks to the Lancaster Township Historic Commission, filling an unexpired term that ends December 31, 2007;
4. Lynn Stauffer as township representative to the LIMC Land Use Advisory Board; and,
5. Robert Desmarais as township alternate representative to the LIMC Land Use Advisory Board.
B. Request for Handicapped Parking Space
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved a handicapped parking space at 1255 East Orange Street.
C. Reverse Direction of Traffic on Alley I at Block I, Sterling Place Lot 50
Ms Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously authorized reversing the direction of the traffic in order to improve safety.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
* Virginia Walton, 1043 Wheatland Avenue, requested that her property be included in the restricted permit parking area because IBS employees have begin to park in front of her house. The board agreed with Ms. Walton’s request and the posted sign will be moved to include 1043 Wheatland Avenue within the restricted parking area. *Mr. Allen led a discussion on the use and legality of speed bumps, speed tables, and rubber strips placed across roadways.
