LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes – July 10, 2000

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on July 10, 2000 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Anthony J. Allen called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.. Vice Chair Michael F. Pickard and Treasurer Helen S. Adams were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff, and interested parties. Allegiance to the Flag was pledged. 

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were no comments

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the June 12, 2000 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Adams presented the Treasurer's Report showing the following amounts as of 6/30/00:

VI. REPORTS
A. Lafayette Fire Company: There was no report.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: There was no report because of the holiday delay. Mr. Allen thanked the LTFD for their assistance during the flooding on June 25.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: Mr. Allen reported a recycling rate of 17.19%, which is 1% better than last month.
E. Strategic Comprehensive Plan Quarterly Report
Mr. Allen reported on recent accomplishments using the Plan as a guide: Construction has begun at the intersections of North & South Conestoga Boulevards and East King Street to improve safety and install traffic lights; the Honeysuckle Sewer Project is now 85% complete; Township is still negotiating with Lancaster City for the purchase of the North Sewer Treatment Plant site for use as a park; Friends of Second Lock will be given possession of the foot bridge washed out in the June flooding at Maple Grove Mill; a Maple Grove Mill Committee was formed and is making great progress towards preservation and restoration; Lancaster Township Fire Department hosted the 2000 County Fire Convention; a new telephone system has been installed in municipal offices for easier access by residents; a new security system was installed in municipal offices; a new Schedule of Fees for all Township services has been adopted; there have been improvements made to Lancaster Community Park; memorial bricks purchased by individuals have been installed in a memorial wall at Lancaster Community Park; Michael Pickard, Lancaster Township Emergency Management Director, guided the Township through planning for possible Y2K events as well as improving communications with police, fire, and emergency departments. The changes have resulted in greater awareness and preparedness in this area.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS
There was none.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #161 – Evergreen Estates Retirement Community
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously ratified that all conditions as stated in a May 22, 2000 letter from RETTEW Assoc., Inc. have been fully met. 

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Resolution No. 2000-13 & Agreement with LEMSA
Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and there was unanimous approval of the above mention resolution and agreement designating Lancaster Emergency Medical Services Association as authorized entity to provide ambulance services and emergency medical care in Lancaster Township.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
Ray Bricker, Abbeyville Road, commented the memorial bricks at Lancaster Community Park look wonderful and informed those gathered that there is still room for more bricks. Mr. Bricker asked when trees and memorial plaques would be completed. William Adams, Township Manager, stated the plan is to complete tha(John and Marie Moeller, Race Avenue, spoke on behalf of other residents in their neighborhood about the city-owned warehouse at 25 Race Avenue. Mr. Moeller stated the many concerns held by residents if the City rezones the property to Mixed Use in place of it current R-4. Mrs. Adams moved to send a letter to the city indicating the Board’s support of the residents and in support of keeping the R-4 zoning intact. Mr. Pickard seconded and the motion passed unanimously. (Walter Lorenz presented some brief historical information on 25 Race Avenue. He then informed the Board of many illegal turns onto E. King St. from Conestoga View and Advance Auto. Mr. Lorenz had questions about allowable fence heights and the possibility of a park in the East End.(John Calcara, Louise Avenue, asked what physical changes will be made and what is the timetable for reconstruction at E. King St. and N. and S. Conestoga Blvds. Mr. Adams invited Mr. Calcara to view the plans with him during regular business hours. (Richard Gray and ELA Group inquired about the status of a request for a circular driveway at 530 Hamilton Road. The Board replied they would take no action until the Zoning Hearing Board makes a determination. (t phase this fall. Mr. Adams was thanked for getting this project back on track. Suzanne Teske, Administrative Assistant, explained that with the dissolution of the Lancaster Park Commission, records were misplaced or incomplete and not turned over to the Township until just recently. Mr. Bricker reported two properties on Millersville pike are overgrown with weeds. He also suggested the Township contact Sen. Armstrong about funding for more playground equipment, especially for one-to-two year olds, at Community Park. Mr. Allen said it was an excellent idea and the Board would look into it.
