LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes – July 10, 2006


I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on July 10, 2006 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Anthony J. Allen called the meeting to order at 7:30PM Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller and Treasurer Kathleen M. Wasong were also present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Allen led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were none.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORTS
The minutes of the June 12, 2006 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Wasong presented the treasurer's report showing the following amounts as of June 30, 2006:

Highway Aid Fund 529,491.88
Parks/Open Space Fund 56,857.97
Capital Reserve Fund 201,379.48

On a motion by Ms. Wasong, seconded by Mr. Schaller, the board unanimously approved payment of bills:

VI. REPORTS
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Mr. Schaller reported 79 emergency calls in June for a year-to-date total of 264 responses.
B. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: Mr. Allen noted that the above-listed reports are available on the table at the back of the meeting room for public inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours.
C. Recycling Report: The May 2006 recycling rate was 15.83%. Also collected were 4.47 tons of white goods, 2,428 biobags, and 76 bundles of yard waste.
D. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Mr. Clouser reported on the June 14 LIMC meeting held at Millersville Borough: Peggie Miller gave a presentation on the Lancaster County Library and Randy Gockley from the Lancaster County Emergency Management Agency spoke about the results of the recent storms. The July meeting of the LIMC has been cancelled.
E. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: No officer was present. Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, stated that motorcycles continue to race up and down Bean Hill Road, particularly at night. He offered his driveway for police to monitor the situation.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS: There was none.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #184—Southern Village Phase I, Reduction in Financial Securities
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved a reduction in financial securities in the amount of $254,049 leaving a balance of $260,318, which is adequate to cover the costs of remaining work as per the township engineer’s letter of June 21, 2006.
B. LTPC #202—Honeysuckle Lane, Preliminary Subdivision & Land Development
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously granted the following modifications to the Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance:
1. Section 608.01.A.5: states that storm water from one watershed can not be transferred to another watershed 
2. Section 602.01.H.2 & Section 603.03.D: states that improvements are required on one side of state or township roads, including the installation of curbing and sidewalk
3. Section 602.04.B: states that cul-de-sacs shall have a minimum length of two hundred fifty (250) feet
4. Section 603.03.A: states that curbing is required around all parking compounds in land developments
5. Section 609.02: states that buffer plantings are required for reverse frontage lots
6. Section 609.05: states that street trees shall be planted along existing and proposed streets
7. Section 602.08.E: states that driveways serving two or more adjacent lots are prohibited unless a modification is granted
8. Section 602.05.G: requires 100’ clear sight triangles at street intersections

X. New Business
A. Resolution No. 2006-06
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously authorized a PennDOT Application for Permit to install and operate traffic signals at the intersection of Race and Columbia Avenues. It was noted that the original request came from Eastern Alliance in an effort to facilitate a safer crossing of Columbia Avenue by their employees from the parking lot to their building. Eastern Alliance will pay the costs of installing the lights.
B. Confirmation of Special Fire Police
The board unanimously confirmed Edward J. McKenzie as a special fire police.
C. Application for Handicapped Parking Space
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved a handicapped parking space at 984 East Orange Street.
D. Appointment to Lancaster Township Historic Resource Council
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously appointed Cynthia K. Hendricks to the Historic Resource Council. Ms. Hendricks was then introduced and congratulated. Ms. Wasong said Ms. Hendricks lives a farmhouse built in 1806. 
E. Purchase of SPEEDsentry
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously approved the purchase of a SPEEDsentry (a portable electronic speed-recording device) and integral attachments at a cost of $4,465.00. Mr. Schaller reported a loaner model has been set up on Atkins Avenue for several days and it definitely slows down the speeders. Mr. Allen said the township will probably purchase another SPEEDsentry next year.


XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
?Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, requested that public works staff check and clear clogged storm drains in the area of Bean Hill Road and Wabank Road. Mr. Worley also asked about fall leaf pickup. David L Clouser, township manager, said there would no longer be specific dates for pickup but rather a rotating schedule that will be. The township would like to see residents use their leaves as mulch. Cindi Hendricks, Bentley Lane, stated she’s thankful to have the township pick them up at all and not concerned with any specific dates.

XII. ADJOURNMENT
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:30PM.
